Surrey City Council

Council Meeting

May 10, 2010

In attendance were: Mayor Fennewald, Council member Volk, Council member Klein, Council member Nelsen, and Council member Johnson. Also in attendance were Auditor Vaagen, PWS Peterson, Chief Seideman, and Deputy Auditor McNamara.
Mayor Fennewald called the Meeting to order at 7:05 pm.

Mayor Fennewald read the consent agenda: April 5 minutes, April 20th Tax Equalization and Special  meeting, And April 27th special Meeting minutes, Payroll in the amount of $16692.63, Bills to be paid in the amount of $78061.81, Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s Report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report. A motion was made by Volk/Johnson to approve the consent agenda. Roll Call: Volk-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse walk in meeting as vote is taken and Sasse-abstains. Motion carries.
Under Unfinished Business: 

Discussion ensued on the Second reading of changes to Section 9.0109 of Chapter 9 of Surrey’s General Ordinances. Larsen enters meeting Discussion continues. Sasse/Larsen made a motion for the second reading to change the increase amount to $1500 for the water/sewer connection fee. Roll call: Sasse-aye; Larsen-aye; Klein-nay; Johnson-nay; Nelsen-aye; and Volk-aye. Motion carries. 
Monthly Business: 
Discussion ensued on the Compliance Checks of both bars. City Attorney Hoffarth addressed Council giving them the options available to Council. Hoffarth addressed Council’s questions regarding the issue. Council concurred to keep the issue local. Council also concurred that the hearing should be held before the Council meeting in June. Council concurred that the Compliance checks should continue.

Chief Seideman addressed Council regarding Junk Vehicles while Attorney Hoffarth was present. Chief Seideman stated that he had Attorney Hoffarth draw up a letter for final notice on these Junk Vehicles. Discussion ensued.  
Discussion ensued on creating a Paving District to pave 1st Ave. NW as there was a petition submitted by over 51% of the landowners. Nelsen introduced Resolution 2010 - 3 Creating a Paving Improvement District 29 to pave 1st Ave. NW. Volk seconded. Roll Call: Nelsen-aye; Sasse-aye; Volk-aye; Larsen-aye; Klein-aye; and Johnson-aye. Motion carries.
Larsen introduced Resolution 2010 – 4 Directing the Engineer for the City of Surrey to Prepare a Report as to the General Nature, Purpose, and Feasibility of the Proposed Improvement and an Estimate of the Probable Cost of Work for Paving District 29. Nelsen seconded. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Sasse-aye; and Volk-aye. Motion ensues. Discussion ensued with the engineer regarding the road.

 Councilman Sasse discussed the fire pits and who is to police whether the fire pits are sufficient. He stated that there are two open fire pits on 3rd St. SW. Discussion ensued on the issue. Auditor Vaagen read the City Ordinance to Council as requested by Johnson. Discussion continued. 
Auditor Vaagen presented Council with a new franchise agreement that Midcontinent Cable presented to City. Discussion ensued on the agreement. Larsen/Johnson made a motion to approve the franchise agreement. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Sasse-aye; and Volk-aye. Motion carries. This will be the first reading of the change to ordinance 13.04.
Auditor Vaagen discussed the visit by the Auditors and some of the recommendations they made. Discussion ensued. Council concurred that they would wait for the recommendations before adjustments are made.
Auditor Vaagen informed Council that he will be out of the office the morning of the 20th as he was subpoenaed to testify at an arbitration hearing regarding his previous employer.
Engineer’s Report: 
Jason Strand from Ackerman-Estvold addressed Council regarding patching on 4th St. NE. Strand recommended waiting to see how far the frost boils go as there is water seepage coming up through the area and around patches performed last year. Discussion on 4th St. NE ensued.
Auditor Vaagen addressed Council regarding a request he made of the Engineers to get a quote for updated maps. Auditor Vaagen explained that the current maps are over 10 years old and don’t show the new platting and plans therefore when residents and contractor’s come into the office with questions the accuracy of the maps causes problems. Discussion ensued with Council asking Strand questions regarding costs and having the ability to geo-rectify the maps.
Public Works:

PWS Peterson presented the high bids for the equipment on the list for sale on sealed bids. High bid on the pick up was $351.00, High bid on the JD 317 lawn tractor was $76.00, High bid on the blade for the lawn tractor was $50.00, High bid on the roto-tiller was $211.00, High bid on the snow blower was $106.00, and the power unit was $251.75.  Council asked questions of Peterson regarding the bids. Peterson stated there was equipment that the City never received bids on. Sasse/Volk made a motion to accept bids as received and take the remaining parts in for scrap. Sasse-aye; Volk-aye; Larsen-aye; Klein-nay; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye. Motion carries.
Peterson presented Council with the bid for sweeping the streets presented by Boger & Sons in the amount of $2000. Discussion ensued on the issue. Larsen/Volk made a motion to accept the bid by Boger & Sons. Roll Call: 
Discussion ensued on crack sealing streets if needed. Council asked Peterson if any of the streets needed this he indicated that he would need to look into it. Council concurred that if some streets do Peterson should get some quotes on the price of sealing them.

Peterson discussed the damage the cistern overflow received after someone hit it with their vehicle. Auditor Vaagen stated he has been in contact with the insurance company and an adjuster has already examined the damage.
Peterson also addressed Council regarding completing the mounting of the Sensaphone in the Cistern and the phone lines have been run. Peterson stated that an electrician just needs to hook everything into the electrical system. Council concurred to get bids on the work. 
Peterson addressed Council regarding the Warn training he received in Fargo. Discussion ensued.

Petersen addressed Council regarding starting recycling here in Surrey. Discussion ensued. Council concurred to go ahead with the paper recycling and to get the prices of the metal and plastic recycling.

Police:

Chief Seideman addressed Council regarding attending field sobriety testing training for a refresher. Council concurred that Seideman could go.
Chief Seideman disclosed to Council that he would like to fix the damage to the front molding on the Charger. Discussion ensued. Auditor Vaagen stated that the police report from the accident needs to be turned in before it can be submitted to the Insurance.
Chief Seideman disclosed that he was supposed to go get the 4x4 today that the City is purchasing from the City of Minot. The 4x4 came with the light bar and Chief Seideman is going to give it to the Fire Department. Larsen/Volk made a motion to send the City of Minot a nice thank you for selling the City the SUV. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Sasse-aye; and Volk-aye.
Chief Seideman also addressed Council about attending Summer Safety Fair and Law Day in Minot tomorrow.
