April 4, 2011
7:00 pm

In attendance were:
Mayor Fennewald, Council members: Johnson, Nelsen, Klein, Larsen, and Storkson. Also in attendance PW Director Peterson, Chief of Police Seideman, Auditor Vaagen, and Nathan from Ackerman Estvold.

Mayor Fennewald called the public meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Mayor Fennewald stated the purpose of the public meeting was to discuss the preliminary plat submitted by Darrell and Sharon Van Winkle. Mr. Van Winkle stated the reason for splitting the outlot is to make it easier to sell. Discussion ensued.

Mayor Fennewald closed the public meeting as there were no further comments.
Mayor Fennewald called the regular Council meeting to order.

Mayor Fennewald read the consent agenda: March 7, 2011 minutes, Payroll in the amount of $16,529.38, Bills to be paid in the amount of $81,922.20, Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s Report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report. A motion was made by Johnson/Klein to approve the consent agenda. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Storkson-aye; Larsen-aye; and Nelsen-aye.  

Unfinished Business:

Discussion ensued on the 2nd reading of the addition to 6.0607- Qualifications for Liquor License. 
Storkson/Johnson made a motion to approve the 2nd reading of the addition to 6.0607- Qualifications for Liquor License. Roll Call: Storkson-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelson-aye; Larsen-aye; and Klein-nay. 
Discussion ensued on the 2nd reading of Chapter 18 the new flood prevention ordinance.
Nelsen/Klein made a motion for the 2nd reading of the flood prevention ordinance. Roll Call: Nelson-aye; Klein-aye; Storkson-nay; Larsen-aye; and Johnson-aye.
Monthly business: 

Larsen/Johnson made a motion to approve the preliminary plat submitted by Darrell and Sharon Van Winkle. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelson-aye; Storkson-aye; and Klein-aye. 
Klein/Larsen made a motion to approve the final plat submitted by Jerry & Arianna Wingenbach. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Larsen-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; and Storkson-aye.
Mayor Fennewald had getting 4th St. SW put in added on the agenda as Darcy had discussed it with him. Discussion ensued on the issue.

Auditor’s Report:

Auditor Vaagen disclosed that NorthStar Steel completed the work putting the new roof on City Hall and asked Council whether they want the new ceiling tiles purchased now or not. Discussion ensued. 
Larsen/Klein made a motion to purchase the tiles and set a limit of $2000 for the purchase. Roll Call: 

Auditor Vaagen disclosed to the Council what he has found regarding developing a quiet zone in Surrey. The initial study costs would be approximately $17,000 and 10% of the implementation costs.Discussion ensued. Council concurred that they couldn’t afford the cost of the study at this time. 
Auditor Vaagen presented Council with information regarding Nathan Smith wanting to get with the City this fall and working with the City regarding drainage on 3rd Ave. NE that currently drains into his field. Discussion ensued.
Discussion ensued regarding setting the term for District 29 & 30. Larsen/Storkson made a motion to set the term of the bonds for District 29 & 30 at 15 yrs. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Storkson-aye; Klein-aye; Nelson-aye; and Johnson-aye.
Auditor Vaagen disclosed that Nathan Jung would like to address the Council regarding hooking his new home to city water. Discussion ensued. Council concurred that Mr. Jung would need to get approval from North Prairie. 

Auditor Vaagen disclosed the lab agreement with First District needs to be renewed. Johnson/Klein made a motion to approve renewal of the agreement. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Nelson-aye; Larsen-aye; and Storkson-aye. 
Engineers Report:

Nathan Chilson addressed the Council that Alan just returned from Washington D.C. and stated that funding small city’s access for infrastructure improvements rather than special assessing the cost is most likely not going to be available due to federal budget cuts.

 Public Works:

PW Peterson addressed Council regarding the curb stop break at 409 5th Ave. SW and curb stops being in driveways. Discussion ensued. 
PW Peterson addressed Council regarding catching Callina’s fence when pushing snow and what to do regarding repairing it. Discussion ensued. Auditor Vaagen was instructed to contact Attorney Hoffarth regarding the issue.
PW Peterson brought up the culvert by Austin Hall’s as a result of a complaint from a resident. Discussion ensued. Council concurred that PW Peterson should look at the culvert and if it needs to be opened up that he should discuss it with Mr. Hall.

Councilman Storkson publicly thanked PW Peterson for clearing the ice from the culvert by their home.

Police: 

Chief Seideman addressed Council about applying for a grant to purchase a digital radio for the Tahoe. Discussion ensued. 
Chief Seideman addressed Council regarding a grant meeting/training in Bismarck on April 20-21. 
Motion by Storkson/Johnson to send Seideman to training. Roll Call: Storkson-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Larsen-aye; and Klein-aye.
Chief Seideman stated Surrey no longer has an alternate judge. Discussion ensued.

Other Business:

Peterson brought it to the Council’s attention the opportunity to purchase pumps from Surplus Property. Discussion ensued.

Larsen/Nelsen made a motion for the Public Works to purchase pumps for up to $600. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; and Storkson-aye. 
Larsen made a motion to adjourn at 8:50 pm
