Council Meeting 
December 6, 2010

7:00 pm

In attendance were: Mayor Fennewald, Councilman Johnson, Sasse, Nelsen, and Storkson. Also in attendance were Auditor Vaagen, PWS Peterson, and Chief Seideman.
Mayor Fennewald called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Mayor Fennewald read the consent agenda: November 8 minutes; Payroll in the amount of $7,162.07, Bills to be paid in the amount of $26,929.17, Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s Report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report.
Sasse/Johnson made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; and Storkson-aye.

Councilman Klein entered meeting.

Discussion ensued on the Christmas Bonus. It has been included in the city budget for employee pay. It was determined that no motion needed as it has been budgeted for.

Under Unfinished Business: 

Auditor Vaagen disclosed that a meeting has been set up with Al from NorthStar Steel regarding the hall roof. The date and time of the meeting is December 16th at 7:00 pm.
Auditor Vaagen was instructed to send notices out to the Council members reminding them of the meeting.

Councilman Larsen entered meeting.

Auditor Vaagen presented Council with the revised proposed contract agreement from North Prairie. Discussion ensued. 
Councilman Sasse/Johnson made a motion to accept the proposal. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Larsen-aye; Klein-aye; and Storkson-aye. 
Peterson disclosed that he was contacted by North Prairie regarding the expanded line. They stated that the bigger line will not be on-line until spring as a result of someone forgetting to get a permit to cross the railroad. 

Monthly Business: 
Auditor Vaagen disclosed to the Council that it is time to renew the liquor licenses again.
Councilman Klein/Nelsen made a motion to approve liquor licenses. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; Sasse-aye; Nelsen-aye; Larsen-aye; and Storkson-aye.
Mayor Fennewald brought up the possibility to raise the liquor license fees as a result of the recent home rule vote. He reminded Council that part of the reason to implement “ Home Rule was to allow the city to regulate fees more rather than having the cap set by the state.”
Auditors Report:

Auditor Vaagen disclosed that he has an appointment with an orthropedic specialist on the 13th in Minneapolis. He disclosed that he fell on the 11th of November and has been dealing with the shoulder since.
Auditor Vaagen disclosed to the Council the City offices are closed on December 24th and December 31st in observance of the holidays. Since the holidays fall on Saturday the City’s policy states that the office will close the Friday before to observe the holday.
Auditor Vaagen addressed Council regarding the follow up on the gaming permit administration. Discussion ensued.
Larsen/Storkson made a motion to have the Auditor draw up a policy for gaming administration.  Roll Call: Larsen-aye, Storkson-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Nelsen-aye; and Sasse-aye.
Auditor Vaagen addressed Council regarding what he has found regarding closed or screened areas that is in the ordinance. Discussion ensued. Council concurred to table the issue until January.
Auditor Vaagen presented Council with the revised addition to Chapter 12 of the City Ordinances. Discussion ensued on the proposed ordinance change from Planning and Zoning adding 12.1607 to the Zoning Ordinances regarding subdivisons.

Larsen/Storkson made a motion to approve the second reading of 12.1607 as amended.
12.1607 Restrictive Covenants


Any restrictive covenants regarding design, appearance, age, or types of homes allowed in developing areas must be decided and agreed upon by the developers, and recorded with the City before the Commission will hear any matter within the developing area. These will be submitted with the preliminary plats for the area. If there are no agreed upon covenants recorded with the city it is implied the developer’s wishes are that any home may be built or brought into the area provided it meets the existing codes of the city.
Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Storkson-aye; Jonson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; and Nelsen-aye.

Engineer’s Report:

Jason Strand addressed the Council stating that he is no longer employed by Ackerman-Estvold. He continued by thanking them for the opportunity to work with them over the last four years.

  Public Works:

PWS Peterson disclosed there is training in Bismarck on February 1-3 that he would like to attend. 
Storkson/Klein made a motion to send Peterson to training in Bismarck. Roll Call: Storkson-aye; Klein-aye; Larsen-aye; Nelsen-aye; Sasse-aye; and Johnson-aye.

Peterson addressed Council regarding repairs that are needed in the tower pit. Peterson stated there is some shorting wiring that he has already called an electrician to look at.  Discussion ensued.

PW Peterson disclosed that Joshua Francis and Brandon Schell can not be contract employees so he had them fill out applications. Auditor Vaagen stated that as instructed he followed up with the insurance and was told that contract employees would not be cover by the insurance, therefore they would need to be actual part-time employees.
Larsen/Klein made a motion to pay temporary part-time employees $15/hr. for covering snow removal backup. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Klein-aye; Nelsen-aye; Sasse-aye; Storkson-aye; and Johnson-aye.
Councilman Storkson asked Peterson if the City has the equipment to remove the slush off the roads. Discussion ensued. 
Police:

Chief Seideman disclosed that he would like for Officer Schneider and himself could attend training in Minot on the 13th and 15th of this month. Council concurred to have the officers attend the training in Minot.
Mayor Fennewald addressed the Police coverage schedule for the holidays this month. Discussion ensued.
Other Business:

Councilman Sasse addressed the possibility of getting no parking signs put up on 3rd St. SW down by his home. Discussion ensued.
Larsen/Storkson made a motion to have no parking signs put up at the west end of the street. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Storkson-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Nelsen-aye; and Sasse-abstain.
Laura Forbes addressed the Council to see if the city had any needs that the Sheriff’s Department could address. Council concurred they had no issues at this time.

Klein made a motion to adjourn at 8:00 pm 
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
