Public Hearing & Council Meeting

April 5, 2010

In attendance were: Mayor Fennewald, Council member Volk, Council member Klein, Council member Sasse, Council member Nelsen, Council member Johnson, and Council member Larsen. Also in attendance were Auditor Vaagen, PWS Peterson, Chief Seideman, and Deputy Auditor McNamara.
Mayor Fennewald called the Public Meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Mayor Fennewald opened the Public meeting regarding the annexation. There was no discussion as no one showed up either in favor or against it.
Mayor Fennewald opened the Public meeting regarding Mr. Kraus conditional use request to allow a pier foundation. Discussion ensued.

Volk/Larsen made a motion to close the public hearing. All aye.

Public meeting adjourned at 6:40 pm
Mayor Fennewald called the Council meeting to order at 7:00pm.

Mayor Fennewald read the consent agenda: March 8 minutes, March 15 Special meeting minutes, Payroll in the amount of $18434.98, Bills to be paid in the amount of $49020.53, Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s Report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report. A motion was made by Volk/Klein to approve the consent agenda. Roll Call: Volk-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Larsen-aye; and Sasse-aye;. 

Under Unfinished Business: 

Discussion ensued on the Home Rule Charter Commission. It was determined to table until the Tax Equalization meeting on April 20th.

Discussion ensued on the Second reading of changes to Section 9.0109 of Chapter 9 of Surrey’s General Ordinances. Larsen/Nelsen made a motion to table the issue until May to allow for more research of how Minot handles connection fees. 
Monthly Business: 
WHEREAS, the City Council on April 5, 2010 finds and declares that insufficient protests have been filed with the City Auditor's Office after publication of the Annexation Resolution adopted by the City Council on February 8, 2010.
NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the City Council of the City of Surrey, that, pursuant to section 40-51.2-7, N.D.C.C., that the boundaries of the City of Surrey be, extended so as to include and incorporate within the corporate limits of the City of Surrey, Ward County, North Dakota, and the following described land: 


All of the North (1/2) of the northeast quarter (NE1/4) of Section 24, Township155 North, Range 82  less Outlot 11of Section24, Township 155 North, Range 82 W, Ward County, ND Said tract contains 59 acres, more or less.

Councilman Sasse/ Klein introduced a motion for the adoption of the foregoing and upon vote being taken thereon, the following Council members voted “AYE”: Jarvis Sasse, Blaine Klein, Terry Johnson, Kevin Nelsen, Dana Larsen, and Laura Volk and the following voted “NAY”: none. Whereas said motion was declared duly passed and adopted this 5th day of April 2010.

Volk/ Johnson made a motion to approve the Conditional Use Permit for Jim Kraus to use a pier foundation for his home in rural Surrey. Roll Call: Volk-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Larsen-aye; Sasse-aye; and Klein-aye.
Scott Brobst approached Council regarding permission to have a parking lot dance. Discussion ensued on the issue. Klein/Sasse made a motion to approve special event permit for the dance provided there are 2 licensed officers for security, there is a 4’ fence around the perimeter, people in attendance are banded to get in, and the band can play until 12:30 pm. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; Volk-aye; Larsen-aye; Nelsen-aye; and Johnson-aye.
Auditor Vaagen brought up the Game Site Authorizations that need to be renewed. Discussion ensued on where the proceeds are donated. Johnson/Nelsen made a motion to approve the renewal of the American Wildlife Foundation and Minot Hockey Boosters site authorizations. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Larsen-aye; Volk-aye; Sasse-aye; and Klein-aye.
Mayor Fennewald reminded Council members that are up for re-election that their petitions are due in the Auditor’s office by Friday.

Auditor Vaagen approached Council regarding what type of flooring that should be installed in the new office.  Discussion ensued. Volk/ Nelsen made a motion to purchase the laminate flooring for $1000. Roll Call: Volk-aye; Nelsen-aye; Klein-aye; Larsen-aye; Johnson-aye; and Sasse-aye.
Auditor Vaagen presented Council with information he learned at March Madness regarding legislative changes that may be coming as a result of NDPERS not being fully funded. 
Auditor Vaagen also reminded Council that their petitions are due by April 9th at 4:00 pm.
Auditor Vaagen discussed the NDLC regional meeting in Wilton on April 27th. He felt there were some sessions that Council may want to attend. 
Deputy Auditor McNamara addressed Council regarding Municipal Court training. Since there is no appointed Municipal Clerk she would like to attend training in Minot. Larsen/Volk made a motion to send Rosemary to attend the training. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Volk-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; and Nelsen-aye.

Auditor Vaagen asked if the Council would like him to pursue Rural Marketing Match Grant funds again this year. Council concurred to apply. 

Auditor Vaagen disclosed to Council that currently there is a possibility to refinance the Districts and wanted to know if Council wanted to look into this. Council concurred to look into the option.

Auditor Vaagen updated Council on the status of District 28 protests, as there are still 3 weeks to receive protests. Vaagen stated that there have been a lot of protests received already and that he was approached by an owner in one area for a petition to pave his street; at which point he gave Mike Yanish an opportunity to address the Council.

Engineer’s Report: 
Jason Strand from Ackerman-Estvold addressed Council on an Economic Development seminar that Souris Basin Planning Council is holding. Strand wanted to know any of the Council would be attending.
Strand also addressed the updating of DOT maps. Auditor Vaagen had asked previously if they would assist him to update the maps. Strand stated that the City has until June 1st to update them.
Public Works:

PWS Peterson addressed Council on whether they wanted him to attend any of the state auctions. Council advised Peterson to keep an eye on the sales bills.

PWS Peterson also discussed removing the old office area to make more shop room. Discussion ensued.

Nelsen left the room.
PWS Peterson requested to be able to attend WARN training in Fargo.  Discussion ensued. Johnson/Larsen made a motion to allow Peterson to attend the training April 29 & 30th in Fargo. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; Volk-aye; Nelsen reenters room. Nelsen-nay. Motion Carries.

Peterson addressed Council to purchase seat covers for the Pickup. Council concurred to purchase.
Peterson brought it to the Council’s attention that now that it is getting nicer SRT will be installing phone line to the cistern in the next few weeks.

Peterson addressed Council about a main water valve that needs to be replaced on 3rd Ave NE. Discussion ensued on the issue and it was determined that Peterson would get a bid to replace the valve. Discussion also ensued on shutting the water system down for a couple of hours when it would be replaced.
Peterson brought up mosquito control. Council informed Peterson that the City participates in the spraying with Minot.

Peterson brought up purchasing a load of black dirt for repairs of boulevards from snow removal. Council concurred to purchase the dirt.

Peterson also addressed Council regarding repairing a planter on 3rd Ave NE. It was damaged by snow when the streets were cleaned. Council concurred to fix the planter. 
Police:

Chief Seideman addressed Council regarding leasing night vision goggles for $300 a year. Discussion ensued and it was determined that the City would reconsider the issue at a later time.
Chief Seideman disclosed that the City has received a grant for the Click-It or Ticket Campaign. The funds can be used from May 24th to June 16th. 

Chief Seideman disclosed that the 4x4 that the City has an opportunity to purchase should be here sometime this month. Johnson/Klein made a motion to approve the purchase of the vehicle.  Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; Volk-aye; Larsen-aye; and Nelsen-aye.

Discussion ensued on moving the in-car camera from the Charger to the 4x4. Johnson/Nelsen made a motion to move the equipment from the Charger to the 4x4 and install the new equipment in the Charger. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Larsen-aye; Volk-aye; Sasse-aye; and Klein-aye.

Chief Seideman also addressed Council about purchasing chairs for meetings so that the chairs from his office can remain there. Council concurred to purchase the new chairs.

Klein asked Auditor Vaagen if the City had received information regarding repairing the hall roof. Auditor Vaagen indicated the insurance doesn’t cover it. Vaagen was instructed to research the alternatives and present them to Council at the May meeting.
Peterson also asked Council if they wanted to dispose of the old Public Works Pickup and the old John Deere lawn mowers. Discussion ensued. Peterson was instructed to get a list together and Auditor Vaagen was instructed to research how it could be disposed of.
