Council Meeting 
July 12, 2010

In attendance were: Council President Jarvis Sasse, Councilman Johnson, Klein and Nelsen. Also in attendance were Auditor Vaagen, PWS Peterson, and Chief Seideman.
Council President Sasse called the Meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Council President Sasse read the consent agenda: June 7th, June 22nd, June 28th Minutes, Payroll in the amount of $17528.43, Bills to be paid in the amount of $28,524.92, Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s Report, Public Works Report, and Police Report. Councilman Johnson commented that the Municipal Court report wasn’t in the packet. 
Larsen entered meeting
Motion by Johnson/Nelsen to approve the consent agenda with the exception of the Municipal Court Report as that wasn’t presented. Roll Call: Johnson-aye, Larsen-aye, Nelsen-aye and Klein-aye. 
Under Unfinished Business: 

Auditor Vaagen presented Council with an update regarding the hall roof. Discussion ensued. 
Monthly Business: 
Discussion ensued on Mr. Brobst’s request to split off a portion of Outlot 6 Carroll Addn. and rezone it commercial.

Klein/Nelsen made a motion to approve the request by Mr. Brobst to split off portion of Outlot 6 Carroll Addn. and rezoning it commercial. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Nelsen-aye; Larsen-aye; and Johnson-aye.
Auditor Vaagen stated because of a motion in November 2009, Council stated they would review his outdoor seating area at this meeting. Discussion ensued on the issue. 

Larsen/Nelsen made a motion to allow the continuation of the outdoor seating area at the Bottom’s Up Lounge. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Nelsen-aye; Klein-aye; and Johnson-aye.
Larsen stated to Mr. Brobst, that if there are issues with the outdoor seating area at a later time Council will revisit the issue at that time.

Discussion ensued on delinquent water accounts. The issue was tabled until the August meeting when Auditor Vaagen can draft something to address the issue.

Auditor Vaagen discussed the Disaster Declaration by Ward County. 

Mayor Fennewald entered the meeting and took over the meeting. Further discussion ensued on the disaster declaration.

Auditor Vaagen informed Council that the Lab contract with First District is up for renewal. Larsen/ Klein made motion to approve the renewal of the contract. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Johnson-aye; Larsen-aye; Nelsen-aye; and Klein-aye.   
Nelsen/Johnson made a motion to approve the correcting entries from the audit as presented by Auditor Vaagen. Roll Call: Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Larsen-aye; Klein-aye; and Sasse-aye.
Auditor Vaagen presented Council with a request to destroy records have reached the end of the retention period. Council concurred to shred the documents that have reached their expiration. 
Discussion ensued on the open seat in Ward 2. Larsen/Johnson made a motion to appoint Sarah Storkson to the position. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Larsen-aye; Klein-aye; Nelsen-aye and Johnson-aye. 
Engineers Report:

Jason Strand from Ackerman-Estvold addressed Council regarding the frost boils on 4th St. NE. Strand presented Council with two different bids to repair the boils. The first was using a 4” repair costing $4835.60. The 6” repair being $6028.80. These bids also include repairing the end of 3rd Ave. NE. Discussion ensued on the issue. 
A motion made by Larsen/Nelsen to fix 4th St. NE with 6” patch. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Sasse-aye, Klein-aye; Nelsen-aye; and Johnson-aye.
Discussion ensued on the engineer’s District 29 estimate of probable costs. Councilman Larsen and Strand discussed the estimate and the costs.  
Nelsen exited and came back into the room. 

Council decided to come back to this so that Larsen and Strand can recalculate the costs for the project.

Public Works:

PWS Peterson informed Council of the recycling dumpster on the SE corner of the shop.
PWS Peterson informed Council of the damage to the street by City Hall that was done by Circle when they were getting the compost dumpster.

PWS Peterson informed Council that he is eligible to take his certification testing in Bismarck next month. Sasse/Klein made a motion for Peterson to attend certification when he finds a slow time. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; Larsen-aye; Nelsen-aye; and Johnson-aye. 
Peterson addressed Council regarding the costs for a generator for the NE lift station. He presented costs ranging from $22,900 for a used generator, $25,000 up to the moon for new ones. Discussion ensued on the issue and Council ultimately decided to have Peterson get complete costs for the project and it can be presented to the residents affected for a vote on whether they want a special assessment district for it.
Police:

Chief Seideman addressed Council to let them know he and Officer Schneider never attended the training in June or July.
Chief Seideman addressed Council about offering a match to the reward for the break in at the school’s concessions stand that the Blue Sox are using. Chief Seideman would like the city to add $500 to the reward offered by the Blue Sox which stands at $750. A motion was made by Larsen/Johnson to approve the reward upon conviction. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Larsen-aye; Klein-nay, Nelsen-aye; and Johnson-aye.
Chief Seiedman also addressed Council regarding the junk letters. Discussion ensued.
A motion was made by Sasse/Klein to send the existing residents the letter and give the recently annexed residents a copy of the ordinance until January 1, 2011. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Johnson-aye; Larsen-aye; Nelsen-aye; and Klein-aye.
Council revisited the District 29 issue. The revised costs for the project are $132,639.27. 

Nelsen/Larsen made motion to accept the engineer’s report of probable costs for District 29. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Klein-aye; Larsen-aye; and Sasse-aye.

Auditor Vaagen brought the annual NDLC convention to the Council’s attention. Discussion ensued on the issue.

Jamie Soper asked about the mosquito control. Auditor Vaagen stated that they would be spraying the week of the 19th.

Councilman Klein wanted to see if any of the other Council members heard Precision Plus was pulling out of town. Discussion ensued on the issue. 
Klein/Johnson made a motion to revise the water/sewer connection fee back to $1000 for all. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Larsen-aye; Sasse-aye; Nelsen-nay and Johnson-aye. This is considered the 1st reading of a revision to Ordinance 9.0109.

Councilman Klein wanted to discuss Planning & Zoning members being upset a home is being moved into town without anything other than the building inspector approving that it meets the city code. Discussion ensued on home moving into a new development. Council suggested that Planning and Zoning should revisit their guidelines.
