Public Meeting &Council Meeting 
November 8, 2010

7:00 pm

In attendance were: Mayor Fennewald, Councilman Johnson, Sasse, Nelsen, and Storkson. Also in attendance were Auditor Vaagen, PWS Peterson, and Chief Seideman.
Mayor Fennewald called the Public Meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Mayor Fennewald asked if there are any additions. Auditor Vaagen stated what additions he added were the Municipal Court report and the addition to Chapter 12 proposed by the Planning and Zoning Commission.

Mayor Fennewald read the consent agenda: October 4th and 14th, minutes; Payroll in the amount of $16,981.47, Bills to be paid in the amount of $29,523.45, Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s Report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report.
Sasse/Johnson made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Roll Call: Sasse-aye;; Johnson-aye; Storkson-aye; and Nelsen-aye.

Under Unfinished Business: 

Auditor Vaagen presented Council the information from the city engineer on District 29 stating that the engineer is in finished with this but gave an updated drawing that the engineer wants Councilman Larsen to look at. Klein entered the meeting.
Auditor Vaagen presented Council with where District 30 is at. Auditor Vaagen discussed that he would like Council’s input on how to finance the District until spring when both Districts can be financed together so that the city can have a single bond issue. Discussion ensued. Larsen entered meeting.
Auditor Vagen updated the Council on where the city is on the hall roof. Auditor Vaagen stated that after last month’s Council meeting he called Bismarck to see if Jeremy from Diversified Carpentry was even licensed. He stated that the Secretary of State’s Office stated there was no license issued to Jeremy. Auditor Vaagen also stated he called Muus Lumber and they stated no metal had been ordered.  Auditor Vaagen stated after talking with the Mayor and checking Century Code a letter was sent to Diversified Carpentry stating the contract is null and void. Auditor Vaagen stated that he has been in contact with Al at Northstar Steel and he would like to meet with a committee to discuss the roof. Auditor Vaagen was instructed to set up a meeting with Northstar. Discussion ensued.
Discussion ensued on the Planning and Zoning Vacancies. Auditor Vaagen stated that Rod Hjelden would like to be reappointed to the Commission and stated that he spoke with Chuck Badke this morning to verify he was interested in the position. Discussion ensued.
Sasse/Johnson made a motion to appoint Rod Hjelden and Chuck Badke. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Sasse-aye; Storkson-aye; Klein-aye; Larsen-aye; and Nelsen-aye.
Auditor Vaagen stated the city has received a response from North Prairie regarding the letter the city sent back to them. Discussion ensued on the issue. Auditor Vaagen was instructed to send a letter back to North Prairie stating that the $890 base rate is unacceptable. 
Monthly Business: 
Auditor Vaagen reminded the Council the office is open the day after Thanksgiving.
Auditor Vaagen disclosed that the “Home Rule Charter” was passed during the election.
Scott Brobst addressed the Council regarding being allowed to change who has gaming in the bar. Discussion ensued. 

Larsen/Storkson made a motion to authorize Auditor Vaagen to sign the paperwork when it is in order. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Storkson-aye; Johnson-aye; Sasse-nay; Nelsen-aye; and Klein-aye.
Auditor Vaagen was instructed to see how other communities handle gaming permits.
Discussion ensued on the additions at the Bottom’s Up and the city ordinance regarding closed or screened areas of a license liquor establishment. Auditor Vaagen was instructed to research the ordinance, talk to the state to see if the Century Code used to have something regarding this in it and put it on next month’s agenda.

Discussion ensued on the proposed ordinance change from Planning and Zoning adding 12.1607 to the Zoning Ordinances regarding subdivisons.

Larsen/Sasse made a motion to approve the 1st reading of



 12.1607 Restrictive Covenants


Any restrictive covenants regarding design, appearance, age, or types of homes allowed in developing areas must be decided and agreed upon by the developers, and recorded with the City before the Commission will hear any matter within the developing area. If there are no agreed upon covenants recorded with the city it is implied the developer’s wishes are that any home may be built or brought into the area as long as it meets the existing codes of the city. 
Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Sasse-aye; Johnson-aye; Storkson-aye; Nelsen-aye and Klein-aye.
Chuck Tollefson representing the Planning and Zoning Commission presented the property maintenance code and started explaining the benefits. Discussion ensued.

Larsen/Storkson made a motion to approve the adoption of the property maintenance code, but the enforcement requires a 75% majority of Council. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Storkson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; and Johnson-aye.
Auditors Report:

Auditor Vaagen disclosed to an issue the City is having with a vendor trying to charge for chemical that was never ordered. Discussion ensued. Council concurred to follow-up with the Consumer Protection Division of the Attorney General's Office.
Auditor Vaagen disclosed to the Council the uncollected taxes as reported from the County Auditor's Office. Discussion ensued.
Auditor Vaagen addressed Council regarding Safe Routes to School and presented the application that will be taken to the County Commission. Discussion ensued.
Auditor Vaagen addressed Council regarding when they would like the City Christmas Party. Council concurred to have the party on December 6th starting at 8:00 pm.
Auditor Vaagen presented Council with the new Council Calendar for 2011. Discussion ensued. Council concurred the calendar was okay.
 Public Works:

PWS Peterson disclosed that Rick and Laura Volk have a sewer break. 
Peterson addressed Council regarding purchasing a new pump for the Snow Plow truck for $679 plus shipping. discussion ensued.

Sasse/Klein made a motion to purchase of the pump. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; Storkson-aye; Larsen-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye.   
PW Peterson and Auditor Vaagen disclosed to the Council the handheld is not working and stated the handheld is not supported after December; therefore they recommend purchasing a new one. 
Sasse/Larsen made a motion to purchase a new meter reader from the water reserve fund. Roll Call: Larsen-aye;  Storkson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; and Johnson-aye.
Peterson asked questions regarding District 30 and the generator and if the city would be able to complete this before the end of the year. Discussion ensued.
Peterson asked if the Council was willing to rent the jetter next year. Discussion ensued. Peterson was instructed to get more details from Sawyer. 
Peterson addressed Council about backup for if he or Gary are gone and help is needed for Snow Removal. Discussion ensued. Auditor Vaagen was instructed to check with the City's Insurance to ensure the people who fill in could be covered as contract employees.
Discussion ensued about purchasing a blade to put on the loader. Council concurred there are no funds to purchase a blade.

Police:

Chief Seideman disclosed that the City received the grant for the MDT.
Chief Seideman disclosed that Dennis turned in his uniform.
Chief Seideman addressed the Council regarding possibly purchasing another taser for when there is double coverage. The cost of the taser is $815 and the cartridges are $24. Discussion ensued.

Storkson/Larsen made a motion to purchase another taser. Roll Call: Storkson-aye; Larsen-aye; Nelsen-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; and Johnson-aye.

Chief Seideman also addressed the car washes for the squad car. Discussion ensued.

Other Business:

Councilman Klein brought up what had become of the citation issued to Ziebarth's for the junk violations. Chief Seideman stated they were being fined. Discussion ensued.
Nelsen/Sasse made a motion to adjourn at 9:30 pm 
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
