Council Meeting/Public Meeting (Sales Tax)
November 7, 2011

In attendance were: Mayor Fennewald, Council Members: Johnson, Larsen, Klein, Sasse and Storkson

Public Meeting: Auditor Vaagen presented information on a City Sales Tax. Discussion ensued.
Motion by Larsen/Sasse to close the public meeting.

Mayor Fennewald called the Regular Meeting to order and read the consent agenda and additions: October 3, 2011 and October 6, 2011 Special meeting Minutes, Payroll in the amount of $25,510.22, Bills to be paid in the amount of $55,010.03, Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s Report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report..
Klein/Larsen made a motion to approve consent agenda. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Larsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Sasse-aye; and Storkson-aye.
Unfinished Business:


Auditor Vaagen disclosed that the City needs a Canvassing Board for the Special Upcoming election in January. He stated the Mayor, Auditor, and City Attorney and two Council members are usually on the Canvassing Board. Johnson/Storkson volunteered for Canvassing board.

Discussion ensued on the SRT tower lease.

Auditor Vaagen was instructed to see what other communities get from SRT for their leases.

Discussion ensued on the stove in the hall and the pilot.

Have MDU come out to check the stove and repair the stove.

Andy Petras addressed Council regarding truck traffic on 2nd St. NE. Discussion ensued.

Storkson/ Klein made a motion for a “NO THRU TRUCKS” from Pleasant to 111th St. Roll Call, All Aye. This will be considered first reading of the ordinance.

Sasse/ Storkson made a motion to approve the proposal submitted by Rath & Mehrer for the City’s Audit next year. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Storkson-aye; Larsen-aye; Johnson-aye; and Klein-aye. 

Auditor Vaagen asked whether hold the Christmas party at next moth’s Council meeting? Council concurred to hold the Christmas party after next months meeting.

Auditor Vaagen disclosed that a new city map is needed for the upcoming elections. Councilman Larsen stated he will help the Auditor with the voting map.

Sean form Ackerman presented Council with an estimate for new 8” force main from the NE lift station to the lagoons and a lift station on the NW part of town. Discussion ensued on proposal.

Nathan Jung addressed Council regarding an estimate prepared for him by Wold Engineering. $360,000 (force main)  and $150,000 (vault). Discussion ensued.
Discussion ensued on the expansion of the community. This went into discussion regarding TIF Districts. This also went into discussion on a comprehensive plan.

Charlie Vein addressed the Council regarding the study they prepared for the City. Discussion ensued.

Charlie also explained how a comprehensive plan is completed.

Discussion ensued regarding the differences in the studies.

Council discussed dealing with infiltration and inflow.

Larsen suggested getting preliminary plot from developers and having proposal for a water study prepared by whoever wants to prepare one so that the Council can ensure the city’s current infrastructure could supply these subdivisions.
Larsen/Sasse made a motion to have developers submit plans to the auditor to have disbursed to whoever wants to submit proposal on plan existing water and sewer expansion. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; and Storkson-aye.
Discussion ensued on purchase of sewer camera. Sasse/Johnson to have Steve spends up to $1500.00. Roll Call: Sasse-aye, Johnson-aye Klein-nay, Storkson-nay, and Larsen-aye.
Chief Seideman wants to send Officer Schneider for training in Bismarck, December 7-8. Larsen/Johnson made a motion to approve. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; and Storkson-aye.

Chief Seideman addressed Council regarding Officer Schneider and himself attending a Domestic Violence training in Towner on November 22 in Towner. Discussion ensued. Sasse/Storkson made a motion to approve the training. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Storkson-aye; Larsen-aye; Johnson-aye; and Klein-aye.

Chief Seideman addressed concern of no cross walks on the Safe Routes to School application at Pleasant Ave for 3rd St and 2nd St. Discussion ensued.

Storkson/Klein made a motion to adjourn at 10:25 pm.
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
