In attendance were: Council Members: Sasse, Klein, Larsen, Nelsen and Johnson. 

Sasse called meeting to order.

Council President Sasse read consent agenda.

Motion made by Nelsen/Johnson to approve the consent agenda. Roll Call: Nelson-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; and Storkson-aye.
Motion made by Johnson/Storkson to approve renewal of SRT tower lease agreement to keep cell phone antennas on the tower. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Storkson-aye; Nelsen-aye; and Klein-aye.
Larsen entered meeting.

Klein/Nelsen made a motion to approve liquor licenses renewal. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Nelsen-aye; Larsen-aye; Johnson-aye; and Storkson-aye.
Laura Forbes addressed Council.

Discussion ensued regarding NPRW rate increase proposal.

Larsen/Nelsen made a motion to approve rate amendment increasing max usage to 4 million gallons per month. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; and Storkson –aye.
Discussion ensued.

Larsen/Klein made a motion to approve 1st reading on Zoning Ordinance changes. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Klein-aye; Storkson-aye; Nelsen-aye; and Johnson-aye.
Discussion ensued regarding the water study proposals submitted by Ackerman-Estvold and AE2S. Sean Weeks from Ackerman addressed the council, stating the water study would be for the whole community. 

Discussion also ensued on perceived conflict of interest with Ackerman-Estvold also doing work for developers.

Charlie Vein from AE2S addressed council to explain their proposal. He laid out what AE2S study includes.

Nelsen/Storkson made a motion to go with AE2S. Roll Call: Nelsen-Aye, Storkson-Aye, Klein-Nay, Johnson-Nay, Larsen- Aye. 
Discussion ensued regarding no thru trucks on 2nd St NE.

Storkson/Klein made a motion to pass the 2nd reading of Ordinance 10.2006 revision. Roll Call: Storkson-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; and Larsen-aye.
Discussion ensued on damaged roadway occurring as a result of BN Contractor using the roadway. Nelsen/Johnson made a motion to not pursue further legal action at this time. Roll Call: Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Storkson-aye; and Larsen-aye.
Mr. Johnson addressed council regarding what he would like to see with 1st St SW.

Discussion ensued regarding possible cost share for 1st St SW. Auditor Vaagen was directed to contact Bechtold Paving to check on costs for overlaying the roadway.

Discussion ensued regarding outlet to 97th.

Discussion ensued regarding lagoon expansion and where costs could be assigned.

Larsen/Nelsen made a motion to add $300,000 to TIF for lagoon expansion and potential lift station improvements. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; and Storkson-aye.
Sean presented numbers for force main expansion in NE to 10” with costs of ($402,991.68)

PW Olson addressed council regarding extending warranty on the loader for $3500.
