Meeting was called to order by Mayor Fennewald at 7:10 pm.

Mayor Fennewald read meeting items.

Auditor Vaagen disclosed potential infrastructure funding issues as a result of Measure #2 going on the ballot. Discussion ensued.

Discussion ensued on the potential lagoon expansion.

Charlie Vein from AE2S addressed Council regarding the technical report they submitted.
Discussion ensued regarding discharging from the lagoons and the amount of times the discharging can be done.
Auditor Vaagen addressed the Council presenting the situation the city could be looking at based on the amount of developers that want to come in. Auditor Vaagen asked Brian Osowski from the Nexxus to address some of the different financing options that he and Auditor Vaagen have discussed.
Discussion also ensued on how the developers need to put something up showing they are fully intending to develop a certain amount of lots so the Council has an understanding of what kind of expansion may be needed.

Discussion also ensued regarding the inflow and infiltration into the system and if reducing it would be more cost effective than a lagoon expansion.

Auditor Vaagen was instructed to set up a meeting with Council, Planning and Zoning, and the developers.

Discussion ensued regarding the PWS position. At the January meeting it was determined that a time for interviews would be set.
