Council Meeting 
May 9, 2011

In attendance were:
Mayor Fennewald, Council members: Johnson, Sasse, Klein, Larsen, and Storkson. Also in attendance PW Director Peterson, Chief of Police Seideman, Auditor Vaagen, and Alan from Ackerman Estvold.

Mayor Fennewald called the public meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Mayor Fennewald stated the purpose of the public meeting was to discuss the preliminary plat submitted by Nathan Jung. Mr. Jung stated the reason for splitting the outlot is to make it easier for financing his home. Discussion ensued.

Mayor Fennewald closed the public meeting as there were no further comments.
Mayor Fennewald called the regular Council meeting to order.

Mayor Fennewald read the consent agenda: April 4, 2011 minutes, April 21 Tax Equalization and Special Meeting minutes, Payroll in the amount of $17,753.75, Bills to be paid in the amount of $87,968.23, Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s Report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report and Site Authorization renewals. A motion was made by Johnson/Klein to approve the consent agenda. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; Storkson-aye; and Larsen-aye.  

Monthly business: 

Discussion ensued on appointing Carrie Francis as the alternate judge.

 Larsen/Storkson made a motion to appoint Carrie Francis as the alternate municipal judge.  Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Storkson-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; and Johnson-aye. 
Johnson/Klein made a motion to approve the preliminary plat submitted by Nathan Jung. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; Storkson-aye; and Larsen-aye.
Larsen requested Auditor Vaagen look into the access easement for the plat.

Klein/Johnson made a motion to approve the final plat submitted by Darrel and Sharon Van Winkle. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; Larsen-aye; Sasse-aye; and Storkson-aye.
Laura Forbes addressed Council to see if they have any concerns for the Sheriff’s Department. Council had nothing to report to Forbes.

Mr. Brobst addressed Council regarding being allowed to have parents bring their children in for supper until 9 p.m. Discussion ensued. Auditor Vaagen was instructed to check with the state’s attorney on how they have handled similar situations and let Mr. Brobst know what was discovered.
Surrey Township’s board addressed the Council regarding drawing up a joint powers agreement regarding the maintenance of 111th St. Discussion ensued.

Larsen/Sasse made a motion to match township expenses up to $7500 to repair the road. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; and Storkson-aye.

Discussion ensued on 4th St SW and Myer’s 2nd Addition. Council advised Mr. Myer’s and the City Engineer to develop a plan to use 97th St as an alternate option so Council could compare the two options.

Discussion ensued on the Official Urban Renewal and General Development Plan presented by Auditor Vaagen. Larsen/Storkson made a motion to approve the first reading of the Urban Renewal and General Development Plan. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Storkson-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; and Johnson-aye. 

Discussion ensued on whether Council would consider a TIF District.

Auditor’s Report:

Auditor Vaagen disclosed he will be on vacation from May 23-27.
Auditor Vaagen stated we got the formal acceptance letter for Safe Routes to School Sasse/Klein made a motion to send a letter stating the city is planning to move forward with the Safe Routes to School. Roll Call: Sasse- aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; Larsen-abstain; and Storkson-aye. 

Sasse/Larsen made a motion to reappoint Chuck Schmidt to the Special Assessment Committee. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Larsen-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; and Storkson-aye.
Auditor Vaagen presented Council with information regarding a Snow Removal Assistance Program through the state for Counties, Cities, and Townships. Discussion ensued.
 Public Works:

PW Peterson publicly thanked Sanders Construction for their quick response with our recent issues. 
PW Peterson publicly thanked RDO for allowing the city to demo an excavator for the sewer main repair. 

PW Peterson addressed the Council regarding crack sealing the streets. Discussion ensued. PW Peterson was instructed to look into the costs of having Bechtold & Minot Paving doing the crack sealing vs. renting the equipment and doing it ourselves and present them to Council at the next meeting.
PW Peterson addressed Council regarding the Sewer Main break and disclosed that we may get FEMA money for this.

PW Peterson addressed Council regarding completing his water certification.  Discussion ensued. Sasse/Klein made a motion to increase PW Peterson wage to $18. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; Storkson-nay; Larsen-aye; and Johnson-aye.
PW Peterson addressed Council regarding the damaged gravel roads. Discussion ensued. 
PW Peterson addressed Council regarding the frost boils on 4th St. NE. Discussion ensued.

PW Peterson addressed Council regarding renting a tractor again this year. Discussion ensued. Johnson/ Larsen made a motion for Peterson to rent a tractor again this year. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Larsen-aye; Storkson-aye; Sasse-aye; and Klein-aye.

PW Peterson addressed Council regarding sweeping the streets this year. Discussion ensued. Council concurred to have the streets swept.

Police: 

Chief Seideman addressed Council regarding the speed limit on 2nd St. NW. Discussion ensued. Council concurred not to raise the speed limit.
Chief Seideman addressed Council regarding possible oil impact on the community population. Discussion ensued.  
Chief Seideman disclosed that he would like to apply for an emergency responders grant through Enbridge. Discussion ensued.
Chief Seideman stated that he would like to purchase new radar equipment for the Tahoe. Discussion ensued. 

Council gave Chief Seideman an atta boy for his catching a bank robber.

Other Business:
Bill Sander from Sanders Construction disclosed to Council that Sanders Construction would like to make a donation to the Police Department for flashlights.
Council asked questions of Mr. Sanders regarding what all his company does. PW Peterson and Auditor Vaagen were instructed to keep Sanders in mind for projects other than emergencies.
