Council Meeting 
June 6, 2011
7:00 pm

In attendance were:
Mayor Fennewald, Council members: Johnson, Sasse, Klein, Nelsen, and Storkson. Also in attendance PW Director Peterson, Chief of Police Seideman, Auditor Vaagen, and Nathan from Ackerman Estvold.

Mayor Fennewald called the regular Council meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Mayor Fennewald read the consent agenda: May 9, 2011 minutes, June 1, 2011 Committee Meeting minutes, Payroll in the amount of $15,464.66, Bills to be paid in the amount of $22,158.63, Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s Report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report. A motion was made by Nelsen/Johnson to approve the consent agenda. Roll Call: Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Storkson-aye; Sasse-aye; and Klein-abstain.  

Monthly business: 

Johnson/Storkson made a motion to approve the preliminary plat submitted by Nathan Jung. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Storkson-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; and Nelsen-aye.

Irene Gousheh addressed the Council regarding fundraising for Christmas lights, flags, and flower planters for Main Street. Discussion ensued. Councilwoman Johnson volunteered to sit on the fund raising committee.
Council went back to the public meeting portion.
Mayor Fennewald stated the purpose of the public meeting was to discuss the preliminary subdivision plat submitted by Travis Zablotney. Mr. Zablotney stated that he is proposing a subdivision of 42 lots south of town and would like to explore the possibility of connecting into the water and sewer. Discussion ensued. 

Mayor Fennewald closed the public meeting as there were no further comments.

 Nelsen/Johnson made a motion to approve the preliminary subdivision plat. Roll Call: Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Storkson-aye; Sasse-aye; and Klein-aye.
Discussion ensued on the removal of the dirt on 111th St. It was decided that the township would doze the dirt into the east ditch.

Discussion ensued on the garbage containers at the RV Park. Council determined they want the park board to address the issue.

Discussion ensued on the Official Urban Renewal and General Development Plan presented by Auditor Vaagen. Sasse/Klein made a motion to approve the second reading of the Urban Renewal and General Development Plan. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; and Storkson-aye. 

Councilman Nelsen addressed the remainder of Council regarding the possibility of changing the dog noise ordinance. Discussion ensued. It was determined that this would be revisited in July. Auditor Vaagen was instructed to get a copy of other community’s ordinance regarding barking dogs.
Auditor Vaagen addressed Council regarding the Big Dog requesting to transfer their license for a wedding reception on the 24th. Nelsen/Storkson made a motion allowing the transfer. Roll Call: Nelsen-aye; Storkson-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; and Johnson-aye.

Auditor’s Report:

Auditor Vaagen disclosed it is time to renew liquor licenses. Mayor Fennewald asked for a motion to approve the renewal. Councilman Sasse asked for discussion before a motion is made. Sasse inquired of Chief Seideman regarding an incident of hours violation at the Bottom’s Up. Chief Seideman stated that a couple weekends ago some County officer’s called Officer Schneider as he was ending his shift, stating the south bar was still open. Chief Seideman stated that Scott came into his office the following Monday and stated that the person working was let go. Chief Seideman and Mayor Fennewald concurred that Scott took care of the problem.
Klein/Nelsen made a motion to approve the renewal of both licenses. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Sasse-aye; and Storkson-aye.

Auditor Vaagen presented Council with the bond agreement for District 29 & 30. Discussion ensued.  Nelsen/Johnson made a motion to approve the agreement. Roll Call: Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; and Storkson-aye.
Discussion ensued on the Deputy Auditor position. Council concurred to run the ad again for 14 days.
Discussion ensued on the possibility of implementing a sales tax and what is involved. Auditor Vaagen was instructed to put it on July’s agenda for further discussion so more details of what is involved could be determined.
Engineer’s Report:

Nathan Chilson from Ackerman-Estvold stated he has discussed District 29 with Bechtold Paving and hasn’t heard back on the timeline for work to begin.

 Public Works:

PW Peterson addressed the Council regarding crack sealing the streets. Discussion ensued. Auditor Vaagen was instructed to look back in Quick Books to see when they were last done.
PW Peterson addressed Council regarding the gravel road repairs. Council concurred to wait until FEMA looks at them before repairs are started.
PW Peterson addressed Council regarding the quote to fix 4th St. NE. Discussion ensued. 
Scott Wegner with Arntson, Wegner, Stewart P.C. addressed the Council regarding a request from Dakota Boys and Girls Ranch wanting the city to issue MIDA bonds. Discussion ensued. Johnson/Storkson made a motion to approve the resolution for a public meeting regarding the MIDA bonds. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Storkson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Klein-aye; and Sasse-aye.

Auditor Vaagen stated that the reason 97th St. SW and Myer’s 2nd Addition was skipped is because Mr. Myers stopped before the meeting and stated the numbers that were received are incorrect. Discussion ensued.

Police: 

Chief Seideman addressed Council regarding him extended weekends the next two weeks as he is going on vacation.
Discussion ensued on the DUI’s and thefts for the past month.

Other Business:
Councilman Klein asked when letters will go out to homeowner’s whose grass isn’t being maintained. Discussion ensued. Mayor Fennewald stated that if there are complaints they need to go to Auditor Vaagen and letters will go out regarding this and if they don’t comply the city will cut the grass and bill them for it.
Storkson/Johnson made a motion to adjourn at 9:05 pm
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
