Council Meeting 
July 11, 2011
7:00 pm

In attendance were:
Mayor Fennewald, Council members: Johnson, Sasse, Klein, Nelsensen, and Storkson. Also in attendance PW Director Peterson, Chief of Police Seideman, Auditor Vaagen, and Alan from Ackerman Estvold.

Mayor Fennewald called the public meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Mayor Fennewald stated the purpose of the first part of the public meeting was to discuss the issuance of MIDA bonds for the Dakota Boys and Girls Ranch in the amount of $7,800,000. Scott Wegner addressed the Council regarding the bonds. Sheila Miller and June Brown from the Dakota Boys and Girls Ranch addressed the Council regarding what the bond issue is for.  Discussion ensued.

Mayor Fennewald stated the next part of the public meeting was to discuss the preliminary plat and variance request by Stan Thompson. Mr. Thompson addressed the Council stating his intention is to split his current outlot into two, sell his home and put a new manufactured home on the other lot. He stated that he is also requesting to be allowed to use a pier foundation for the manufactured home. Discussion ensued.
Mayor Fennewald stated that the final portion of the public meeting was to discuss the request of Blaine Klein to change the zoning of preliminary plat for Outlot 16 Sec. 18 T155N R 81W. Mr. Klein addressed the Council stating that he would like to rezone the outlot for commercial use. Discussion ensued.

Larsen/Nelsen made a motion to close the public meeting.
Mayor Fennewald called the regular Council meeting to order.

Mayor Fennewald read the consent agenda and additions: June 6, 2011 minutes, June 26 Special Meeting with North Prairie and June 26 Special Informational Meeting minutes, Payroll in the amount of $21727.22, Bills to be paid in the amount of $27797.46, Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s Report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report and Road Damage Addition to the agenda. A motion was made by Johnson/Klein to approve the consent agenda. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; Storkson-aye; and Larsen-aye.  

Monthly business: 

Johnson/Nelsen made a motion to pass the MIDA bond resolution authorizing the issuance of bonds for the Dakota Boys and Girls Ranch. Roll Call: 
Scott Wegner presented the Council with the resolutions for District 29 and 30. Larsen/Klein made a motion to approve the Financing Resolution and Initial Resolution for refunding.  Roll Call:    
Larsen/Sasse made a motion to approve plat and variance request by Stan Thompson. Roll Call: 

Sasse/Larsen made a motion to approve preliminary plat of Outlot 16 and zone change for Blaine Klein. This would be considered the first reading for the zone change. Roll Call: Sasse-aye, Larsen-aye, Johnson-aye, Nelsen-aye, Klein-abstains, and Storkson-aye.
Councilman Klein brought up the potential development of NE area of town. Councilman Klein stated he believes that an additional lift station should go in to develop that area. Discussion ensued on the issue. Councilman Sasse stated the City needs to look into the legality of the City going into resident’s homes and if they are running sump pumps and drain tile into the sewer making them remove it.  Auditor Vaagen was asked to contact the state water board, health department, and Ackerman Estvold to see if there are any funds available to resolve the issue.

Darcy Myers addressed the Council regarding the possibility of designating Myer’s 2nd Addition as an area for a possible TIF District. Discussion ensued. 
Sasse/Larsen made a motion to adopt the Urban Renewal Resolution 2011-2. Roll Call: Sasse-aye, Larsen-aye, Johnson-aye, Nelsen-aye, Storkson-aye, and Klein aye. 

Discussion ensued regarding possible infrastructure needs and funding issues regarding the infrastructure.

Discussion ensued on the postponement of the Christmas light fundraising.

Dog ordinance revision was tabled until the August meeting.

Discussion ensued on the possibility of a sales tax. Auditor Vaagen was instructed to get information for Council regarding what some other communities bring in from implementing this.
 Auditor’s Report:

Auditor Vaagen brought up a property owner wanting Council to consider allowing them to put a mobile home on their extra lot for the winter. Discussion ensued. Council concurred not to make temporary exceptions. 
Discussion ensued on when to schedule interviews for the Deputy Auditor position. Council concurred to set the interviews for the 18th at 6:00 pm, 6:20 pm, and 6:40 pm.
Council set the preliminary budget meeting for August 15th.

Auditor Vaagen updated the Council regarding the Snow Removal Assistance Funds that the City received.

Auditor Vaagen updated the Council regarding the Special Disbursement from the State.

Engineer’s Report:

Nathan Chilson from Ackerman-Estvold Engineering presented Council that the firm hired a grant specialist for assisting municipalities with finding funds for projects.

Nathan Chilson also presented Council with information that Ackerman-Estvold and Auditor Vaagen worked on submitting an application for Energy Impact Grant Dollars.
Discussion ensued.

 Public Works:

Auditor Vaagen updated Council regarding water issues for the City. Auditor Vaagen stated he was instructed that the city could remain on the boil order and conservation order for a while. Discussion ensued.

PW Peterson addressed Council regarding purchasing another 4” pump. Discussion ensued. 
Larsen/Sasse made a motion to purchase another 4” pump and any additional hose that may be needed for it. Roll Call: Larsen-aye, Sasse-aye, Klein-aye, Storkson-aye, Johnson-aye, and Nelsen-aye.
PW Director Peterson addressed Council regarding the damage to the road by City Hall. Pictures of the damage were shown to Council. Discussion ensued. PW Peterson and Auditor Vaagen were instructed to talk with Burlington Northern regarding the road damage.  

Police: 

Chief Seideman addressed Council regarding Council regarding putting children at play on each end of 2nd St. N. Discussion ensued. 
Klein made a motion to allow the signage to be installed on each end of 2nd St. NE. Motion died for a lack of a second. 

Council concurred not to allow the children at play signs.

Council asked questions of Chief Seideman regarding his schedule. Discussion ensued. 

 Chief Seideman asked to be able to go to the funeral of the fallen Bismarck officer with the squad car. Discussion ensued. Council concurred they saw no issue with Chief Seideman taking the squad and using a vacation day to go.
Other Business:
Mayor Fennewald asked Auditor Vaagen to get a hold of Mr. Walters regarding the cutting of hay.  
Discussion ensued on possible benefit for flood evacuees. It was determined to discuss this further in August including on where to send the funds.

Aaron Strandberg addressed the Council regarding his plans regarding developing Outlot 25. Council referred Mr. Strandberg to the Planning and Zoning Commission. 

Larsen addressed the rest of the Council regarding him looking at stepping down from the Council later this year as his new home will then be available.

Nelsen/Klein made a motion to adjourn at 9:40pm
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
