In attendance were:
Mayor Fennewald, Council members: Storkson, Sasse, Klein, Johnson, Nelsen, and Auditor Vaagen

Mayor Fennewald called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Discussion ensued regarding possibility of having another firm do an independent water and sewer study of the sewer study.

Sasse/Nelson made a motion to have AE2S do the independent study. Roll Call: Sasse-aye, Nelsen-aye, Johnson-aye, Klein-aye, and Storkson-aye.
Auditor Vaagen stated at the regular Council meeting the plat submitted by Blaine was not discussed. Discussion ensued. Sasse/ Storkson made a motion to approve plat by Blaine Klein. Roll Call: Sasse- aye, Storkson-aye, Nelsen-aye, Jonson-aye, and Klein abstains.
Sasse addressed implementing a code of conduct for council. Discussion ensued. Sasse/Storkson made a motion to adopt guideline set by state. Roll Call: Sasse-aye, Storkson-aye, Nelsen-aye, Klein-aye, Johnson-aye.

Auditor Vaagen disclosed that he received a call from Darwin Klein requesting reimbursement for the damages due to the pumping. Auditor Vaagen stated he would also like clarification regarding when people call and state that they have talked to an attorney. Discussion ensued regarding the issues.
Discussion ensued on grass/weed complaints and written complaints going to the police department. Sasse/Nelsen made motion to have complaints go to Chief Seideman. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; and Storkson-aye.

Larsen entered meeting.

Mayor Fennewald stated now we will move to the preliminary budget.

Discussion ensued on Building Permits and getting rid of the dollar amount on the Fees.

Discussion ensued on wages.

Discussion ensued on the total of mills allowed and what the budget is set at. Auditor Vaagen informed council about the extra money coming from the 30 new houses. Discussion ensued regarding the amount of homes that will be built.

Discussion ensued on the Social Security mills, Auditor Vaagen stated we were about the same as last year.

Auditor Vaagen stated he raised the Sewer and Garbage $0.50, due to the Garbage bill going up $1.00. Councilman Sasse questioned why it wasn’t all added to Garbage.  Discussion ensued on where to place the extra charge. 

Discussion ensued regarding the special assessment funds and why there are discrepancies.

Discussion ensued on building permit fees and how they are calculated. Council concurred to remove the dollar amounts for building costs per square foot on the permit applications and ask the contractor to estimate the cost of construction. 

Auditor Vaagen disclosed that all positions have been budgeted for 2080 hrs. or all departments having two full time employees. Discussion ensued on the wages for the positions and not being able to run the city with 3 full time employees and 3 part-time.  
Larsen/Nelsen made a motion to approve budget with the following changes to account for increase in pension costs along with increasing the budget by $2100.00 to increase Patrolman to $14.00 and hour and making the adjustment to the garbage and sewer fund to account for the change in the charge received from Circle.  Discussion ensued further on the budget. Roll Call: Larsen-aye, Nelsen-aye, Johnson-aye, Storkson- aye; Sasse-aye, and Klein-aye.
