February 27, 2012
6:00 pm

In attendance were: Mayor Fennewald, Council members: Johnson, Klabo, Storkson, 
 and Klein. Also in attendance were Auditor Vaagen, Chief Seideman, and PWS Olson.
Mayor Fennewald stated the reason for the meeting is the deputy auditor position, PW department issues, police training, police schedule, and Council involvement.
Discussion ensued on the Deputy Auditor position. Johnson/Storkson made a motion to open the position for a week and advertise it on Job Services Website. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Klabo-aye; Storkson-aye; and Klein-aye.
Discussion ensued on PW works employee McAuliffe rolling the loader onto its side on February 26th. Sasse entered meeting. Discussion ensued on what to do with McAuliffe whether he should be terminated since he is in the probationary period or if he should be allowed to stay. Discussion ensued on Council getting more involved when there are issues such as water or sewer breaks, and cleaning streets since McAuliffe is so inexperienced. Council concurred to keep McAuliffe and that PWS Olson should submit weekly progress reports to Auditor Vaagen to forward to the Council members.
Sasse brought up police training and his belief that Chief Seideman’s training should be limited. Sasse stated he believes they only need 2 hours a year to stay current and he attends between 40- 80 hours per year. Mayor Fennewald asked Chief Seideman how many hours he needs. Chief Seideman stated it is 60 hours per license, which is three years. Seideman stated that the classes he asks for are not training they are meetings. Sasse stated that he believes we need to limit the amount of training that Seideman attends. Chief Seideman asked that this be in the minutes. Discussion ensued further.  
Sasse made a motion to limit Chief Seideman’s training to 35 hours a year. Mayor called for a second. Mayor Fennewald asked for a second again. Mayor Fennewald stated that as there is no second motion dies for lack of a second.
Sasse stated that he would also like to discuss the police schedule. Sasse stated that he would like Auditor Vaagen writing the police schedule as Chief Seideman almost never works a weekend and that he always sees Pete working weekends and that’s not fair. Discussion ensued.
