Regular Meeting
March 5, 2012
7:00 pm

In attendance were: Mayor Fennewald Council Members: Sasse, Klein, Klabo, and Johnson. Also in attendance were: Auditor Vaagen, Chief Seideman, Public Works Director Olson, and Sean Weeks from Ackerman-Estvold Engineering. 

Mayor Fennewald called meeting to order at 7:00pm.


Mayor Fennewald read the consent agenda and additions: February 6 regular meeting minutes, February 8 special meeting minutes, February 9 special meeting minutes, February 13 special meeting minutes, and February 27 Special meeting Minutes, Payroll in the amount of $21862.13, Bills to be paid in the amount of $37,885.19, Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s Report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report.

Johnson/Klabo made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Klabo-aye; Sasse-aye; and Klein-aye.

Storkson entered meeting.

Discussion ensued regarding the road north of city hall. 

Charles Vein presented the completed water study to the Council. Discussion ensued regarding the study.

Discussion ensued regarding the zone change request by Crane Johnson Lumber. 

Johnson/Storkson made a motion to approve the zone change request. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Storkson-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; and Klabo-aye. 

Discussion ensued regarding the 2nd reading of the ordinance change to 9.0109. 

Mayor Fennewald called for a motion to passé the second reading. As there was no motion made he called for a motion a second time.

Storkson/Johnson made a motion to approve the 2nd reading of 9.0109 ordinance revisions. Roll Call: Storkson-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; and Klabo-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding the 2nd reading of the Sales, Use and Gross receipts tax ordinance.

Storkson/Klein made a motion to pass a 2nd reading of Ordinance 19. Roll Call: Storkson-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; Klabo-aye; and Sasse-aye.

Auditor Vaagen stated that the sale of the south bar is pending and the new owners would like approval of the liquor license once the purchase is complete. Josh Ressler the president of MARZ Inc. addressed the Council regarding any questions. Discussion ensued.

Storkson/Johnson made a motion to approve the liquor license upon the sale being finalized. Roll Call: Storkson-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; and Klabo-aye.

Barbara Koble addressed the Council regarding the sewer inspection letter that went out as she had questions. Discussion ensued.

Dicussion ensued on the Deputy Auditor position. Discussion ensued on when to interview the applicants. Council concurred to set interviews for the 15th of March starting at 5:30 pm.

Auditor Vaagen presented Council with the list of projects that the Flood Impacted Political Subdivisions Infrastructure Grant Committee came up with. Discussion ensued.
Storkson/Klabo made a motion to approve supporting a joint application of communities through the county.

Roll Call: Storkson-aye; Klabo-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; and Sasse-aye.

Auditor Vaagen requested that the Council approve his attendance at the League of Cities March Madness training event. Discussion ensued.

Storkson/Klein made a motion to approve Auditor Vaagen attending March Madness. Roll Call: Storkson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; Klabo-aye; and Johnson-aye.

Auditor Vaagen presented the Council information regarding the election wards that Council instructed they wanted. Auditor Vaagen stated that there are 131homes in Ward 1, 80 homes in Ward 2, and 175 homes in Ward 3. Discussion on the Wards ensued.

Storkson/Klabo made a motion to change Ordinance 3.0101.1 so there are two Wards instead of three with Pleasant Ave being the dividing line between them. Roll Call: Storkson-aye; Klabo-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; and Sasse-aye. This will be considered the first reading of the ordinance change.

Auditor Vaagen disclosed to the Council that the Municipal Judges would like to move court dates to Thursdays. Discussion ensued and Council concurred they had no issue with this.

Auditor Vaagen disclosed that the Assessor’s meeting is on April 23rd, but there is a scheduling issue and asked if Council members would prefer to have it earlier or if they would prefer to move it. Council concurred to move the meeting to 6:30 instead of 7:00.

Auditor Vaagen disclosed that Antonio from AE2S has given him a progress report on the lagoon study and that it should be complete in a couple weeks; and that Antonio requested a working meeting to explain the options before the final selection is presented at the regular meeting in April. Discussion ensued. Auditor Vaagen was instructed to email the Council when it is complete to arrange an acceptable date. 

Sean from Ackerman-Estvold updated the Council regarding the Crane Johnson plat. Sean also informed the Council that opening of on the Safe Routes to School project are coming up.

PWS Olson requested Council approval for attendance at water certification training and testing in Bismarck on April 2-4. Discussion ensued.

Johnson/Storkson made a motion to approve Olson’s attendance. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Storkson-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; and Klabo-aye.

PWS Olson addressed the Council regarding purchasing a pressure washer for the shop. Discussion ensued. 

Sasse/Johnson made a motion to approve the purchase of a pressure washer for up to $1500. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Johnson-aye; Klabo-aye; Klein-nay; and Storkson –aye.

PWS Olson addressed Council regarding creating a list of non-functioning curb stops. Discussion ensued.

PWS Olson requested approval to purchase enzymes for the waste water treatment system. Council concurred this purchase doesn’t need their approval as it is a maintenance necessity.

Storkson addressed PWS Olson regarding a loose cover where the RV’s would dump by the lift station near her home. Olson stated he would remedy the issue.

Chief Seideman requested authorization to purchase a new radar detector for the Tahoe for $2800. Seideman indicated that a grant from the state would cover $1500 of the expense. Discussion ensued. 

Johnson/Storkson made a motion to approve the purchase. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Storkson-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; and Klabo-aye.

Chief Seideman requested approval to send Officer Schneider to Child Abduction Investigation training September 10-14 in Bismarck. Discussion ensued.

Klein/Klabo made a motion to send Officer Schneider to training September 10th- 14th. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Klabo-aye; Johnson-aye; Storkson-aye; and Sasse-aye.

Chief Seideman requested approval to send Officer Schneider to car seat safety training in Grand Forks, June 12th- June 15th. Discussion ensued. Council concurred this training is not needed at this time.

Councilman Klein addressed Chief Seideman regarding receiving a call regarding stops being made outside of the jurisdiction. Chief Seiedman stated that if he attempts to stop someone for speeding, they may stop outside the jurisdiction and that is what the caller was referring to.

Chief Seideman began reading Council his resignation letter. He stated he is resigning as Chief of Police effective March 19, 2012. Chief Seideman started having a hard time reading the letter so he handed it to Mayor Fennewald. Mayor Fennewald continued to read the letter.

Discussion ensued regarding the letter of resignation by Chief Seideman.

Discussion ensued regarding the Police Schedule.

Sasse got up and exited the meeting.

Council concurred that they would like Chief Seideman to stay.

Officer Schneider addressed Council regarding his schedule. Discussion ensued regarding this.

Officer Schneider addressed Council regarding training. Discussion ensued.

Discussion ensued further regarding Chief Seideman’s resignation. Chief Seideman addressed Council regarding getting ridiculed at meetings and how he operates his department. 

Jared Klimple addressed Council apologizing for his outburst and his opinion on how Chief Seideman performs his duties.

Mayor Fennewald asked what Chief Seideman wants Council to do.

Discussion ensued further.

Councilman Johnson addressed the Council about no one calling her as the Police Commissioner.

Discussion ensued further.

Discussion ensued regarding wages additionally.

Mayor Fennewald asked what Chief Seideman would like Council to do.

Discussion ensued further.

Klein asked Auditor Vaagen a question regarding the road north of city hall.


Storkson made a motion to adjourn at 9:25 pm.
