Surrey City Council
Regular Meeting
May 7, 2012
7:00 pm


In attendance were: Mayor Fennewald Council Members:  Klein, Klabo, Hjelden, and Johnson. Also in attendance were: Auditor Vaagen, Public Works Director Olson, and Chief Schneider. 

Mayor Fennewald called meeting to order at 7:00pm.

Mayor Fennewald read the consent agenda and additions: April 9th regular meeting minutes, April 11th special meeting minutes, and April 23rd tax equalization minutes.  Approval of financial reports and other reports, Revised bills in the amount of $109,935.42, Payroll report in the amount of $20,845.62.  Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report.  Applications for Minot Hockey Boosters gaming site authorization. Mayor Fennewald also included the 2nd reading of Ordinance 7.0301, 2nd reading of zone change ordinances for Brownstone Construction, Crane Johnson lumber, Nathan Jung, Al Reiter, Darcy Myers, Aaron Strandberg, and Scott Brobst in the consent agenda.

Hjelden/Johnson made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Hjelden-aye; Klein-aye; and Klabo-aye.

Nathan Auran presented Council with a zone change request and preliminary plat for Gracie Meadows.

Discussion ensued regarding the zone change and plat. Klabo/Klein made a motion to approve the preliminary plat and zone change. Roll Call: Klabo-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; and Hjelden-aye.

Auditor Vaagen presented Council with the proposals for construction engineering that were received for the Safe Routes to School project. Discussion ensued.

Hjelden/Klabo made a motion to award the construction engineering to Ackerman-Estvold engineering. Roll Call: Hjelden-aye; Klabo-aye; Klein-aye; and Johnson-aye.

Auditor Vaagen disclosed that Ti- Zack Concrete came in as the low bidder for the construction of the Safe Routes to School project and Council needs to award the project. Discussion ensued.

Klein/Hjelden made a motion to award the project to Ti-Zack Concrete. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Hjelden-aye; Johnson-aye; and Klabo-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding the complaint received by Blaine Klein regarding 3rd Ave NE between 1st St. and 2nd St. All of Mr. Klein’s concerns were addressed.

Discussion ensued regarding the complaint received by Aaron and Robin Short. Craig Hemstad addressed the Council as well on the complaint.

Council concurred the city would contact Jett Enterprises and inform them that 1st Ave. SW is not a through street and they will no longer be allowed to use that road.

Brock from Moore Engineering addressed the Council and asked to be moved to the end of the agenda.

David Lamb from Active Water Solutions addressed the Council regarding a sewer solution his company has. He stated it is a filtration system that uses microbes. He also explained about the company and touched on the cost of the system. Discussion ensued. Mr. Lamb also handed out information for the Council to review.

Auditor Vaagen stated the Planning and Zoning Commission has recommended that all general contractors and subcontractors doing work within the city be licensed with the city.   Discussion ensued.

Klabo/Klein made a motion to require all general and subcontractors doing work within the city be licensed. This will be considered the 1st reading of the ordinance. Roll Call: Klabo-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; and Hjelden-aye.

Auditor Vaagen presented a recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission to increase to 2 meeting a month. Discussion ensued.

Klabo/Johnson made a motion for a revision of 12.0202-2 to increase the Planning and Zoning meetings from once a month to twice a month. Roll Call: Klabo-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; and Hjelden-aye.

Antonio from AE2S presented the Council with the Wastewater Collection Study they were directed to complete. Discussion ensued.

Council concurred to set a special meeting for Thursday May 10th at 7:00pm to discuss the development agreement and to lay out the costs associated with improvements on a per lot basis. 

Auditor Vaagen stated he has had residents request that a 4 way stop be put in on 4th Ave. SW and 5th St. SW. Discussion ensued. Alan from Ackerman-Estvold stated he would recommend doing a traffic study before the 2nd reading of the ordinance change.

Hjelden/Johnson made a motion to pass the 1st reading of the ordinance establishing the intersection of 4th Ave. SW and 5th St. SW as a 4-way stop.

Auditor Vaagen stated that he has spoken with Carl Johnson of Drywall Supply regarding the agreement for the repair and upgrade of the road north of city hall. As Mr. Johnson has a division that does excavating and road building he would like to see if the city would consider allowing his company to perform the work. Discussion ensued.

Johnson/Klein made a motion to stay with Bechtold Paving. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Klabo-aye; and Hjelden.

Auditor Vaagen also disclosed that Mr. Johnson also asked if the Council would consider allowing manufactured homes on the site so he can bring in help to get the business up and running. Discussion ensued. Council concurred they would prefer if he could try and work something out with Crane Johnson Lumber as the lift station is nearing capacity. 

Mayor Fennewald stated he would like Council to consider closing the office on Friday’s so Auditor Vaagen can catch up on work. Discussion ensued.

Klabo/Hjelden made a motion to close the office on Friday’s. Roll Call: Klabo-aye; Hjelden-aye; Johnson-aye; and Klein-aye.

Discussion ensued on Auditor Vaagen’s hours.

Auditor Vaagen disclosed that the city did not receive any funds from the 1st round of Flood Impact Infrastructure Grants. Vaagen stated he would like to apply for the 2nd round. Discussion ensued. Council concurred to reapply.

Auditor Vaagen disclosed that the Auditors were here to perform the Audit today. Auditor Vaagen asked if someone would make a motion to approve signing the engagement letter.

Klein/Hjelden made a motion to have the Mayor and Auditor Vaagen sign the engagement letter. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Hjelden-aye; Johnson-aye; and Klabo-aye.

Auditor Vaagen disclosed when PWS Olson was promoted Council stated that when he passed the wastewater certification his wages would go to $20/hr. Vaagen state he passed and asked if someone would make a motion to increase PW Olson’s wage.

Klein/Johnson made a motion to increase PW Olson’s wage to $20/hr. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; Hjelden-aye; and Klabo-aye.

Auditor Vaagen asked for clarification regarding Chief Schneider’s vacation since he has been with the city for four years prior to going full time. Discussion ensued.

Johnson/Klabo made a motion to allow Chief Schneider two weeks of vacation this year, since he has been with the city previously. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Klabo-aye; Klein-aye; and Hjelden-aye.
Auditor Vaagen disclosed that the Guard group that does the aerial spraying for mosquitoes needs a new hold harmless agreement signed and a motion to sign the agreement needs to be made if the Council wants to continue with the spraying. Discussion ensued.

Johnson/Klabo made a motion to sign the agreement. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Klabo-aye; Klein-aye; and Hjelden-aye.

Auditor Vaagen disclosed Council needs to designate who the official newspaper for the city is. Discussion ensued.

Hjelden/Klabo made a motion to designate the Minot Daily news as the official newspaper. Roll Call: Hjelden-aye; Klabo-aye; Johnson-aye; and Klein-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding the developments outside city limits and how the Council would like to handle the water service. Auditor Vaagen was instructed to present Council with the bullet points on what the city would ask for in the agreement at the next meeting.

Auditor Vaagen disclosed to the Council that the County designated representative for Planning and Zoning is Kevin Nelsen.

Auditor Vaagen disclosed he will be on vacation from the 24th -28th of May.

PWS Olson presented the progress report for PW employee McAuliffe. Discussion ensued.

PWS Olson disclosed the bid from Bechtold Paving for crack sealing the city streets. Discussion ensued. Auditor Vaagen was asked to email Dana Larsen to see if he had a copy of the street maintenance for crack sealing.

PWS Olson stated there is a mosquito control class in Minot on May 22nd that he would like to attend. Discussion ensued. Council concurred to have Olson attend.
 
PWS Olson disclosed the city pickups transmission is slipping and asked what Council if they would like to fix it or have him start looking for a new one. Council concurred that Olson should get a quote for the repair and also start looking for a different one also.

Chief Schneider addressed the Council regarding transient merchants. Discussion ensued.

Hjelden/Klein made a motion to amend the ordinance regarding transient merchants to match what Minot is doing. This would be considered a 1st reading of the ordinance. Roll Call: Hjelden-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; and Klabo-aye.

Chief Schneider addressed Council regarding Officer Gadwoltz performance report. Discussion ensued.

Chief Schneider requested that Council allow him to purchase one box of ammunition a month so the officers can go to the range as he is looking to have officers qualify during the day as well as at night. Discussion ensued.

Johnson/Hjelden made a motion to approve the purchase of one box of ammunition a month for each officer for time at the range. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Hjelden-aye; Klabo-aye; and Klein-aye.

Chief Schneider reminded the Council he will be gone on the 8th and 9th of this month for Chief’s meetings in Bismarck.

Discussion ensued on how the search for potential part-time officers was going.

Discussion ensued regarding the COPS grant and the city no longer being able to apply for it.

Rod Hjelden addressed the rest of the Council for the Senior Center the Senior Center would like to use the soil from when they level and pave the parking lot to build the road to the south of the Center. Discussion ensued. Council concurred they saw no issue with doing that.

Brock Storrusten from Moore Engineering addressed the Council regarding services they offer. He stated they wanted to introduce themselves and let the city know what they offer not just to cities but also to developers. 

Mayor Fennewald addressed the remainder of the Council to let them know he will stay as Mayor until the election in June.

Hjelden made motion to adjourn at 9:30pm.
