June 4, 2012

In attendance were: Mayor Fennewald, Council Members:  Klein, Klabo, Hjelden, and Johnson. Also in attendance were: Auditor Vaagen, Public Works Director Olson, and Chief Schneider. 

Mayor Fennewald called meeting to order at 7:00pm.

Mayor Fennewald read the consent agenda and additions: May 7th regular meeting minutes, May 11th special meeting minutes, May 15th special meeting minutes and May 23rd special meeting minutes.  Approval of financial reports and other reports, revised bills in the amount of $33,151.41, and payroll report in the amount of $25,438.32.  Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report.

Auditor Vaagen presented Council with the 2nd reading of ordinance change 12.0202-2.

Klabo/Klein made a motion to for the second reading.  Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Hjelden-aye; Klein-aye; and Klabo-aye.

Irene Gousheh addressed Council regarding city beautification and having flags put up along Pleasant Avenue.

Discussion ensued.  Council concurred to have flags put up.

Discussion ensued on the development agreement for Silver Springs.

Discussion ensued regarding adding an amendment in the agreement regarding city engineer oversight of Silver Spring’s developer’s engineer.

Discussion ensued regarding developer’s engineer preparing the plans and specs for offsite utilities.  
An amendment needs to be madeincluding the first lift of asphalt into the agreement.

Discussion ensued further regarding the development agreement and the storm water management plan.  

An amendment needs to be made to include having the water board approval of storm water management plan.

Hjelden/Johnson made a motion to approve Silver Springs Addition. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Hjelden-aye; Klein-aye; Storkson-abstain; and Klabo-aye.

Klein/Klabo made a motion to initiate Resolution 2012-1 regarding the annexation of Silver Springs addition and set the public meeting regarding the annexation for June 26, 2012 at 7:00pm.  Roll Call: Klein-aye; Klabo-aye; Johnson-aye; Hjelden-aye; and Storkson-abstain.

Discussion ensuede regarding the revised plat for Eastland Park Estates.

Johnson/Hjelden made a motion to approve plat. Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Hjelden-aye; Klein-aye; Storkson-abstain; and Klabo-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding Myer’s Addition of final plat.

Hjelden/Johnson made a motion to approve the final plat.  Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Hjelden-aye; Klein-aye; Storkson-aye, and Klabo-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding the variance request meeting for Mr. Blaine Klein.  Council concurred to address during the reorganization meeting on June 26th at 7:00pm.

Discussion ensued regarding AE2S doing an in depth water and sewer study at request of OBASA.

Laura Forbes addressed Council regarding what is happening with the Sheriff’s Office.  Forbes stated calls for service have increased this year and the Sheriff’s Office is backed up on calls due to being short staffed and the increased demand.

Auditor Vaagen disclosed the Police Department received a donation of $750 from Scott Brobst, previous Bottom’s Up owner.

Discussion ensued on the liquor license renewals.

Storkson/Johnson made a motion to approve liquor licenses for both bars.  Roll Call: Storkson-aye; Johnson-aye; Hjelden-aye; Klein-aye; and Klabo-aye.

Council concurred that Ackerman-Estvold would continue to oversee the Myer’s Addition Development to complete the TIF District street designs.

Discussion ensued about a Workforce Safety Audit on June 18th.

Charlie from AE2S stated other than current issues, he had nothing to report. 

Public Works Director Olson addressed Council regarding going to an auction in Bismarck to get another pickup.

Discussion ensued.

Hjelden/Storkson made a motion to allow PW Olson to spend up to $7500.  Roll Call: Hjelden-aye; Storkson-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; and Klabo-aye.

Public Works Director Olson addressed Council regarding street sweeping.  Council concurred to have Boger & Son do the street sweeping.

Discussion ensued regarding hiring a new public works employee.

Auditor Vaagen was instructed to run an ad on the Job Service website.  There will be interviews at 5:30 pm on Monday.

Storkson addressed Olson regarding the lift station safety and people dumping their RVs. Discussion ensued.

Police Chief Schneider addressed Council regarding the vehicle auction and Ward County releasing their SUVs and possibly getting one if he can get it reasonably.

Discussion ensued regarding the Police Schedule.  Council made some suggestions regarding the schedule.

Chief Schneider addressed Council regarding his vacation at the end of the month.

Discussion ensued regarding the police radios. Hjelden/Johnson made a motion to purchase one radio for $2,500.  Roll Call: Johnson-aye; Hjelden-aye; Klein-aye; Storkson-aye; and Klabo-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding grants the Police Officers have applied for.

Mayor Fennewald suggested that Chief Schneider have a stats sheet each month.

Discussion ensued regarding speeds in town.  

Discussion ensued regarding security systems that are going in.
