REGULAR MEETING
Mayor Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Review & Approval of Minutes and Financial/Other Reports:
Mayor Johnson asked for a motion to approve the consent agenda and the financial reports, including bills to be paid for $81,263.68 and payroll for $38,379.93.  Walsh made a motion to approve the consent agenda and financial reports.  Schmidt seconded.  Roll Call:  Walsh-aye; Schmidt-aye; Hjelden-aye; Alexander-aye.
Unfinished Business:
Planning & Zoning President Kim Shaw proposed a change to the Chapter 12 Ordinance involving Home Businesses.  Walsh made a motion to approve the changes to Chapter 12 involving Home Businesses.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  Walsh-aye; Hjelden-aye; Alexander-aye; Schmidt-aye.
Shaw discussed Overweight Permits and if Council would like the office to continue to issue these permits as needed.  Council concurred to have Chief of Police Howe look into this matter.
Shaw discussed the archiving of records in the office.  She asked if Council would like her to archive this material to Bismarck.  Council concurred to archive the records to Bismarck.
Discussion ensued on the 2nd reading of splitting Outlot 45 into lots 67 and 68.  Walsh made a motion to approve the 2nd reading of splitting Outlot 45 into lots 67 and 68.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  Walsh-aye; Hjelden-aye; Alexander-aye; Schmidt-aye.

Discussion ensued on having two Council meetings a month to try to reduce on special meeting.  Council concurred to continue the meetings the way they have been.
Monthly Business:
Planning & Zoning President Shaw discussed suggested Ordinance changes to Chapters 7 and 12 and permit changes to various different permits that have been updated.  Shaw also mentioned the Capital Improvement Recovery Fee of $2,050, for the water and sewer improvements.

Schmidt made a motion to approve the 1st Reading of the Chapter 12 Ordinance changes.  Walsh seconded.  Roll Call:  Schmidt-aye; Walsh-aye; Alexander-aye; Hjelden-aye.

Schmidt made a motion to approve the 1st Reading of the Chapter 7 Ordinance changes.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  Schmidt-aye; Hjelden-aye; Walsh-aye; Alexander-aye.

Walsh made a motion to approve all of the permit changes that the Planning & Zoning committee have made.  Alexander seconded.  Roll Call:  Walsh-aye; Alexander-aye; Hjelden-aye; Schmidt-aye.

Walsh made a motion to approve the Capital Improvement Recovery Fee for the Water and Sewer Improvements.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  Walsh-aye; Hjelden-aye; Alexander-aye; Schmidt-aye.

Steve, from Crane Johnson Lumber, proposed a possible sign they would like to install off Highway 2, facing NE & W.  The sign would be a difference in height from the current Ordinance statute.  Walsh made a motion to approve the installation of the proposed sign contingent on the approval from the County and the Township. Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  Walsh-aye; Hjelden-aye; Alexander-aye; Schmidt-aye.

Police:
Chief of Police Howe discussed having part-time officers lined up if the need were to arise.  He also discussed the issue of purchasing body armour for these officers.  Council concurred not purchase body armour for the part-time officers.
Chief of Police Howe discussed advertising the full-time Police Officer position to fill the vacancy after Officer Fink resigns.  He would like to advertise the position on Job Service and Teletype to reach the officers completing the Academy.

Chief of Police Howe discussed having the new police vehicle dressed out by Joe Schmidt and then Team Electronics to finish the rest.

Chief of Police Howe informed Council that he has ordered the new vehicles received from the grant money.  The vehicles will not be available for 90 to 120 days from Westlie Motors.  Howe would like to have the equipment installed immediately after receiving the vehicles.  Council concurred to get the vehicles equipped as soon as possible.

Chief of Police Howe discussed a scanner that he would like to purchase for the Police Department, stating it will make communication easier for the department.  Mayor Johnson asked for a motion to approve the purchase.  Walsh made a motion to approve the purchase of the scanner for the department.  Schmidt seconded.  Roll Call:  Walsh-aye; Schmidt-aye; Hjelden-aye; Alexander-aye.
Chief of Police Howe discussed that the Police Department will be doing DUI and underage drinking enforcement and the parameters of putting in for more Oil Impact Grant money.

Chief of Police Howe informed Council that Officer Coca and he would be attending training on UCR reports for Grant money, in Bismarck, April 8 and 9th.

Chief of Police Howe informed Council that he would be getting the mobile and portable radios reprogrammed.

Chief of Police Howe discussed the amount of Municipal Court fees that they received in the month of February.

Engineer’s Report:
Discussion ensued on the Engineer’s Report that Antonio Conti from AE2S submitted for Council.  They discussed the drainage culvert on 
City Administrator:
Deputy Auditor Johns informed Council that the office staff would be attending March Madness for the NDLC convention, March 25th-27th.  The office will be closing during this time.

Deputy Auditor Johns informed Council of the deadline of April 7 at 4:30 pm, for the upcoming Election.  All paperwork and petitions need to be received before this time.
City Engineer Conti would like a consensus from Council to continue to research the second property proposed for the water tower.  An abstract needs to be started for City Attorney, Deb Hoffarth, to exercise our right to secure the property by eminent domain.
Other Business:
Hjelden discussed selling some of the Public Works Department’s extra inventory, to help make room in the back lot.  Such as, the old Dodge pickup, the sickle mower and the 3-point snow blower.  Council concurred to wait on this.
Deputy Auditor Johns informed Council that a motion needs to be made to adopt the Resolution to create Water Improvement District No. 34.  Hjelden made a motion to approve the Resolution to create District No. 34.  Walsh seconded.  Roll Call:  Hjelden-aye; Walsh-aye; Alexander-aye; Schmidt-aye.

Howe discussed the Police Department’s scheduling of “3 days on/3 days off” that they have been using.  A policy change needs to be made to adhere to this new scheduling.

Schmidt made a motion to adjourn at 7:53 pm.
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
