Surrey City Council

Council Meeting

February 8,2010

In attendance were: Mayor Fennewald, Council member Volk, Council member Klein, Council member Sasse, and Council member Larsen. Also in attendance were Auditor Vaagen, PWS Peterson, Officer Schneider, and Deputy Auditor McNamara.
Mayor Fennewald called the meeting to order at 7:15 pm.

Mayor Fennewald read the consent agenda: January 11 2010 minutes and January 25 2010 Special Meeting Minutes, Payroll in the amount of $16,540.86, Bills to be paid in the amount of $53,833.87, Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s Report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report. A motion was made by Larsen/Volk to approve the consent agenda. Roll Call: Volk-aye; Larsen-aye; Klein-aye; and Sasse-aye. 

Under Monthly Business: 

Steve Kukowski addressed Council regarding his candidacy for Sheriff because of his previous relationship with Surrey. He presented Council a look at his experience and training in law enforcement, along with a view at what he believes the Sheriff’s office role is in the communities it serves.

Under Unfinished Business: 

Auditor Vaagen presented Council its options regarding annexation of letting the annexation in its current form die, sending it to mediation, and restarting the annexation leaving out Mr. Walters land. Larsen/Sasse made a motion to annex everything north of the railroad tracks. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Volk-aye; Larsen-aye; and Klein-aye.
Auditor Vaagen presented Council with his findings from minute’s books, maps, and all the documentation he could find in the city offices regarding Mr. Miller’s road. Auditor Vaagen was instructed to check at the courthouse to see if the road has been platted. Discussion ensued on this. This issue was tabled until the May meeting. 
Auditor Vaagen asked that council appoint a committee to review the personnel policy. Discussion ensued on the issue. Volk/Larsen made a motion to nominate the Nelsen, and Johnson to the committee. The committee will consist of Nelsen, Johnson, and Volk.

Auditor Vaagen brought up to Council the issue of a Home Rule Charter. He stated the issue has been discussed in the past. A Committee needs to draw up the Charter. Discussion ensued on the issue. The Committee will be Larsen; Sasse; and Klein. Auditor Vaagen was instructed to get a template that NDLC may have. Once it is received Auditor Vaagen was instructed to get the information out to the members.
Auditor Vaagen stated that his computer had crashed at the end of January. He informed Council of what happened and what was done to resolve the issue. Council discussed the issue of putting the City computers on a rotation purchasing one each year. 

Auditor Vaagen requested being allowed to attend training in Garrison and March Madness. Volk/Larsen made a motion to allow Auditor Vaagen to attend training. Roll Call: Volk-aye; Larsen-aye; Klein-aye; and Sasse-aye.

Auditor Vaagen presented Council with revised Council Calendar.

Jason Strand from Ackerman-Estvold presented Council with a revised engineer’s report as it was discovered an area had been left out of the discussion. 
Auditor Vaagen stated that the next step would be to have the special assessments committee meet. Klein/Volk made a motion to have the special assessments committee meet. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Volk-aye; Sasse-aye; and Larsen-aye.

Public Works Superintendent Peterson presented Council an issue of North Prairie not following the reporting requirements from June –September for Lead Copper testing. 

PWS Peterson requested to attend training in New Town tomorrow and the annual water expo in Minot from February 16-18. Klein/Larsen made a motion for Peterson to attend training. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; and Volk-aye. 

Councilman Larsen complimented the Public Works department on the way the streets look.
Officer Schneider brought up that Chief Seideman wanted to be able to use the squad car to attend Companions for Children’s Board meeting. Sasse/Volk made a motion to allow Chief Seideman to use the squad car to attend the board meeting. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Volk-aye; Larsen-aye; and Klein-aye.

Mayor Fennewald brought it to Council’s attention that Chief Seideman would out this week as a result of his wife having surgery.

Auditor Vaagen presented Council with the 2009 year end report. He stated that this report is an Excel spreadsheet showing the fund balances. He requested decreasing the Public Building transfer to zero the fund balance. Discussion on the transfers ensued. Larsen/Volk made a motion to make the annual transfers with the reduction to the Public Building funds transfer that Auditor Vaagen presented. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Volk-aye; Klein-aye; and Sasse-aye.
