Public Meeting &Council Meeting 
May 10, 2010

In attendance were: Council President Dana Larsen, Councilman Volk, Johnson, Sasse, Klein and Nelsen. Also in attendance were Auditor Vaagen, PWS Peterson, and Chief Seideman.
Council President Dana Larsen called the Public Meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Randy and Lona Reiter addressed the Council to request a variance. Council asked if anyone from planning and zoning was in attendance. Auditor Vaagen stated that Rod Hjelden and Chuck Tollefson were in attendance. Discussion ensued on the variance request. Kevin Nelsen stated that he was concerned with the traffic visibility and snow removal. 
Volk/Klein made a motion to close the public meeting. Roll Call: Volk-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; Johnson-aye; and Nelsen-aye.
Council President Larsen opened the regular council meeting at 7:15 pm.

Council President Larsen stated that additions to the agenda were a request by Vern Lesmann & the Hall roof bids.

Council President Larsen read the consent agenda: May 10th Minutes, Payroll in the amount of $17021.48, Bills to be paid in the amount of $25266.05, Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s Report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report.
Sasse/Volk made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Volk-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; and Klein-aye.

Under Unfinished Business: 

Auditor Vaagen presented Council the engineer’s report on District 29. Discussion ensued. 
Volk/Nelsen made a motion to not approve the Engineer’s Report and opinion of probable cost until questions have been addressed. Roll Call: Volk-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye.

Monthly Business: 
Sasse/Volk made a motion to approve the variance request by Reiter’s. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Volk-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; and Klein-aye.

Chuck Tollefson addressed the Council regarding a request to replat the lot his shop sits on. Discussion ensued. 

Volk/Sasse made a motion to approve the request. Roll Call: Volk-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; and Nelsen-aye.
David Simonson addressed Council regarding having a five mile running race within the city limits. Simonson stated he was looking at Aug. 14th for the date of the race. Discussion ensued. Simonson stated the name of the race would be “Move your Caboose”.

Volk/Johnson made a motion to approve the race. Roll Call: Volk-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; and Nelsen-aye.
Auditor Vaagen disclosed to Council that it is time for Liquor License renewal. Council President Larsen asked if both bars have submitted the proper paperwork. Auditor Vaagen stated that he has only received paperwork from the “Big Dog Saloon.” 

Nelsen/Johnson made a motion to approve the renewal of the Liquor License for the “Big Dog Saloon.” Roll Call: Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; and Volk-aye. 

Councilman Volk asked why the city only received one renewal. Auditor Vaagen stated the renewal applications went out at the same time as the notices for the violation hearings so he was not sure why. 
Auditors Report:

Auditor Vaagen presented Council with the Audit report from the Auditor’s. Auditor Vaagen stated he has not been able to adjust the fund balances according to the report as he just got it Friday but will have adjustments at the July meeting. 

 Nelsen/Sasse made a motion to approve the Audit report. Roll Call: Nelsen-aye; Volk-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; and Johnson-aye. 
Auditor Vaagen addressed Council regarding voided and stagnant checks. Auditor Vaagen is seeking approval to destroy these. Discussion ensued.

Sasse/ Volk made a motion to approve the destruction of the voided and stagnant checks. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Volk-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; and Klein-aye.

Auditor Vaagen presented Council regarding the handheld that is used to read meters. Auditor Vaagen stated that it would cost $532 to fix it; however after the end of December it is obsolete. Auditor Vaagen presented that the other option is to purchase a new handheld at $6478. 

Sasse/Johnson made a motion to fix the current handheld. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; and Volk-aye.

Auditor Vaagen presented Council regarding the repairs to the Cistern Overflow. Discussion ensued.

Auditor Vaagen presented information to Council regarding the meeting that Mayor Fennewald and he attended at North Prairie Rural Water regarding a new line that they will be putting in. Discussion ensued on the issue. 

Auditor Vaagen provided Council with information regarding the election. Discussion ensued.

Auditor Vaagen provided Council with information regarding the reorganization meeting being on the 22nd of June.

Auditor Vaagen requested that he be allowed to use some of his sick time for family medic and al leave. Discussion ensued. 

Volk/Johnson made a motion to approve Auditor Vaagen’s sick time for family medical leave. Roll Call: Volk-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; and Sasse-aye. 
Auditor Vaagen addressed Council regarding a request that Vern Lesmann made to receive a discount on his water bill due to having to water the damaged boulevard from snow removal. Discussion ensued. 
Sasse made a motion to discount Mr. Lesmann’s bill by $4.50. The issue died for lack of a second.
 Auditor Vaagen presented Council with three bids for the repair of the roof on City hall. Bids were received from Tuff Trucks, Jessen Roofing, and Mast Roofing. Auditor Vaagen stated that the bids presented two options to repair the roof. One option being putting a rubber coating over it Tuff Truck bid being $9,317.25and Mast Roofing bid being $8,845; and the other being spraying an insulation on and then rubber coating it Jessen Roofing bid was $20980, Tuff Trucks bid was $ 24,846, Mast Roofing bid was $20,530. Discussion ensued. Council directed Auditor Vaagen to explore financing options for the repair and also seek out bids for removing and replacing the metal and insulation.
Public Works:

PWS Peterson approached Council regarding renting a tractor for mowing the lagoons and snow blowing. Peterson stated that if the City can get on a program with Magic City Implement the City could rent a tractor for $15/hr. otherwise it would be $25/hr. Discussion ensued.
Sasse/Klein made a motion to rent a tractor. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; and Johnson-aye.

Peterson addressed Council regarding repairing gate valves that are broken. Discussion ensued on the issue. 
Police:

Chief Seideman addressed Council and wanted to publicly thank Chief Balentine and Captain Kukowski of the Minot PD for allowing the City to Purchase the 2002 Chevy Tahoe for $1. 
Chief Seideman addressed Council about Officer Schneider and himself attending training on June 28 & 29 and July 13ththrough the 15th. Discussion ensued. Volk/Johnson made a motion for Officer Schneider to attend the June training and Chief Seideman to the training in July allowing Officer Schneider to go with without pay. Roll Call: Volk-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; and Sasse-nay.
Chief Seiedman also addressed Council regarding the speed limit on Hwy2. Discussion ensued.
Volk/Johnson made a motion to request a reduction of speed on Hwy 2. Roll Call: Volk-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; and Nelsen-aye.
Discussion ensued on mosquito control.

Discussion ensued on the curb stop study.
Discussion ensued on whether the city had any millings.

Councilman Klein asked Chief Seideman if he has looked into the junk vehicles. Chief Seideman indicated he hasn’t had a chance to yet.

Volk/Nelsen made a motion to adjourn at 9:20 pm 
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
