Council Meeting 
February 7, 2011
7:00 pm

In attendance were:
Mayor Fennewald, Council members: Johnson, Nelsen, Larsen, Klein, Sasse, and Storkson. Also in attendance PW Director Peterson, Chief of Police Seideman, Auditor Vaagen, and Nathan from Ackerman Estvold.

Mayor Fennewald called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Mayor Fennewald read the consent agenda: January 10, 2011 and January 10, 2011 special meeting minutes and transcript, Payroll in the amount of $16,415.24, Bills to be paid in the amount of $21,228.05, Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s Report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report to follow. A motion was made by Larsen/Klein to approve the consent agenda. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; Storkson-aye, Johnson-aye; and Nelsen-aye.  

Unfinished Business:

Discussion ensued on the possible revision to 6.0626 closed or screened areas.
Larsen/Storkson made a motion to revise the ordinance to state that all entrances must be viewable from the bar and that exits not viewable should be alarmed and marked for emergency use only. Roll Call: Storkson-aye; Larsen-aye; Klein-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; and Sasse-aye. This will be considered a first reading.
Nelsen/Storkson made a motion to approve the 2nd reading of revised ordinance 9.0101 which raises the rate for the first 2000 gallons of water to $23 effective starting the March 2011 billing. Roll Call: Nelsen-aye; Storkson-aye; Johnson-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye, and Larsen-aye.
Monthly business: 

Toby Hanson addressed the Council regarding a variance that was given in 2008 for a garage and it being part of the issues with snow. He wanted to know what can be done. Discussion ensued on the snow on 97th street blocking the road. Council advised Auditor Vaagen to contact both townships and see if they would have an issue with PW Peterson pushing the banks out further. Council also advised PW Peterson to push the banks back if the townships are okay with it. 
Discussion ensued on the temporary financing resolution, and warrant for District 30. 

Larsen/Nelsen made a motion to approve the financing resolution for the temporary financing of District 30. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Nelsen-aye; Sasse-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; and Storkson aye.

Auditor Vaagen presented Council with the proposed rate schedule and application submitted by the Planning and Zoning Commission for approval. Discussion Ensued

Sasse/ Nelsen made a motion to approve the proposed application and rate schedule. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Nelsen-aye; Klein-aye; Larsen-aye; Storkson-aye; and Johnson-aye.

Discussion pursued on becoming a participating flood insurance community. Auditor Vaagen was instructed to complete the application and submit the resolution and ordinance to the Council for approval and appropriate readings. 

Mayor Fennewald stated he wanted to address the possibility of increasing the present liquor license fees. Discussion ensued.
Larsen/Storkson made a motion to increase the license fees to $1500 every six months. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Storkson-aye; Klein-nay; Nelsen-aye; Sasse-aye; and Johnson-aye. This is considered the first reading of the ordinance change.
Auditor’s Report:

Auditor Vaagen presented the Council with the year end financials. They were presented two ways. One way was with the budgeted transfers labeled budgeted. The other way was with amendments to the budgeted transfers based on the year end numbers. This was labeled proposed Discussion ensued.
Larsen/Nelsen made a motion to accept the proposed year end financials with the amended transfers. Roll Call: Larsen-aye; Nelsen-aye; Storkson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; and Johnson-aye.
Auditor Vaagen presented Council with the charity permit from the Blue Sox. Auditor Vaagen disclosed he was going to approve the permit as authorized by Council.

Auditor Vaagen addressed the Council regarding attending March Madness training in Bismarck. He disclosed there are a lot of good issues being addressed such as possible legislative changes, best practices for cities, and several others. Discussion ensued.

Nelsen/Johnson made a motion to send Auditor Vaagen to training. Roll Call: Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; Storkson-aye; and Larsen-aye.
Auditor Vaagen disclosed he will be taking vacation February 22-23.

Auditor Vaagen addressed Council to give them information on TIF districts and see if this would be something they would be interested at looking to assist the growth of the community. Auditor Vaagen outlined the process as described in Century Code. Discussion ensued.

Auditor Vaagen was instructed to have the Planning & Zoning move forward with updating the Comprehensive Development Plan and bring it back for approval.

Engineer’s Report:


Mayor Fennewald introduced Nathan Chilson the new engineer from Ackerman-Estvold.
Chilson updated Council on the progress of the Special Assessment Districts in process.

Public Works:

PW Peterson updated the Council on the plow purchase for the loader.

PW Peterson addressed Council regarding water certification training in Towner on the 17th. Council concurred to have Peterson attend training.

Council inquired how the dispute with CMC was going. Peterson stated that it has been resolved the account has been zeroed out.

Police: 

Chief Seideman addressed Council about creating a public nuisance ordinance regarding putting snow on property other than your own. Discussion ensued.

Motion by Sasse/Klein to create an ordinance stating it is unlawful for a resident to remove snow from their property and deposit on someone else’s without permission. The offense carries a $25 minimum fine up to a maximum fine of $500. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Larsen-aye; and Storkson-aye. This will be considered the first reading. 
Other Business:

Councilman Sasse requested Auditor Vaagen look into what it would take to create a Quiet Zone in Surrey. Discussion ensued. 

Auditor Vaagen stated he would look into it.

Storkson/Larsen made a motion to adjourn at 8:40 pm
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
