Council Meeting 
March 7, 2011
7:00 pm

In attendance were:
Mayor Fennewald, Council members: Johnson, Nelsen, Klein, and Sasse. Also in attendance PW Director Peterson, Chief of Police Seideman, Auditor Vaagen, and Nathan from Ackerman Estvold.

Mayor Fennewald called the public meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Mayor Fennewald stated the purpose of the public meeting was to discuss the preliminary plat submitted by Jerry and Arianna Wingenbach. Mr. Wingenbach stated the reason for the outlot is to satisfy the lender so they can get financing to build a house. Discussion ensued.

Sasse/Nelsen made a motion to approve the preliminary plat. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; and Klein-aye.
Klein/Johnson made a motion to close the public meeting. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; Nelsen-aye; and Johnson-aye.

Mayor Fennewald called the regular Council meeting to order.

Mayor Fennewald stated we are going to start with the opening of bids for District 29 and turned the floor over to Nathan Chilson from Ackerman-Estvold. 

Chilson stated the acceptance period for bids on paving District 29 is now closed. 

Mayor Fennewald asked how many bids we received. Chilson stated that three bids were received.  Chilson stated all three bidder’s acknowledged addendum 1.

Chilson stated the first bid received contains the contractor’s license and bidder’s bond as required. It is from Keller paving in Minot. The bid is for $103,233.50. Chilson stated that bid two also contained the required contractor’s license and bidder’s bond. It was received from Bechtold Paving. The bid is for $101,843.53. Chilson stated that bid three also contains the required bidder’s bond and contractor’s license. It was received from Minot Paving. The bid is for $120,840.25. Chilson stated they would review the bids and make a recommendation and left the meeting.

Councilman Storkson entered the meeting.

Mayor Fennewald read the consent agenda: February 7, 2011 minutes, Payroll in the amount of $14,719.43, Bills to be paid in the amount of $20,798.05, Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s Report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report to follow. A motion was made by Nelsen/Johnson to approve the consent agenda. Roll Call: Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; and Storkson
-aye.  

Unfinished Business:

Discussion ensued on the revision of ordinance6.6.04 Licenses- Class-of-Fee. Mr. Randash requested that he be notified when something regarding the bars is put on the agenda. Mayor Fennewald called for a motion for the second reading three times. As there is no motion the ordinance change dies for lack of a motion. Auditor Vaagen was instructed to bring Council the requirements to get the sales tax process going. 
Engineer Chilson returned to the meeting. Chilson recommended that the Council accept the bid from Bechtold Paving. Sasse/Klein made motion to award the bid for District 29 to Bechtold Paving. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; Storkson-aye; Johnson-aye; and Nelsen-aye.
Mayor Fennewald opened discussion regarding the 2nd reading of the revisions to Ordinance 6.0626 Visibility from Bar. Discussion ensued. Sasse/Storkson made a motion for the 2nd reading of the change. Roll Call: Storkson-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; Johnson-aye; and Nelsen-aye.
Discussion ensued regarding the 2nd reading of additions to 16.04 Streets, Sidewalks, Public Places, & Snow Removal. Klein/Storkson made a motion to pass the second reading of 16.04.02. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Storkson-aye; Sasse-aye; Nelsen-aye; and Johnson-aye.

Discussion ensued on the reading of the addition of Chapter 18 to the City Ordinances. Klein/Nelsen made a motion for the first reading of Chapter 18. Roll Call: Klein-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Sasse-nay; and Storkson-nay.  
Monthly business: 

Mr. Brobst from the Bottom’s Up addressed the Council regarding being allowed to have families bring their kids in for supper until 8pm. Discussion ensued. 
Nelsen/ Klein made a motion to allow temporarily and revise to what the Legislature decides. Roll Call: Nelsen-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-nay; Storkson-nay; and Johnson-nay.
Discussion ensued on the proposed addition to 6.0607 license qualifications. This is considered to be a 1st reading of the addition of section 8. Sasse/Storkson made a motion to add section 8 to 6.0607. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Storkson-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-nay; and Nelsen-aye.
Chuck Tollefson addressed Council regarding the property maintenance code that was adopted but needs Council approval for enforcement. Tollefson stated that it has come to his attention that Randy and Lona Reiter’s home may not be in compliance to the City Ordinance regarding sump pumps draining into the city sewer. Discussion ensued.

Nelsen/Storkson made a motion to allow enforcement of the Ordinance/Property maintenance code that was adopted. Roll Call: Nelsen-aye; Storkson-aye; Sasse-aye; Klein-aye; and Johnson-aye. 

Auditor’s Report:

Auditor Vaagen reminded Council he will be gone March 29th and 30th for March Madness Sense vs. Sensibility in Bismarck.
Auditor Vaagen notified the Council that Surrey was awarded the Safe Routes to School Grant.
Auditor Vaagen presented Council with information regarding the Rural Marketing Match Funds that were received in 2010. Discussion ensued.
Storkson/Johnson made a motion to return the funds as the City can’t afford the new signs. Roll Call: Storkson-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; Sasse-aye; and Nelsen-aye. 
Public Works:

PW Peterson addressed Council regarding his Water Certification training and testing in Bismarck on March 28-30. Council concurred that Peterson could attend.
PW Peterson addressed Council regarding purchasing enzymes for the lagoon. Storkson/Nelsen made a motion for Peterson to spend up to $1500 for the enzymes. Roll Call: Storkson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; Klein-aye; and Sasse-nay.
Police: 

Chief Seideman addressed Council about purchasing a digital radio for the Tahoe. Discussion ensued. Council concurred to wait.
Chief Seideman addressed Council regarding sending Pete to training in Bismarck on May 24-26.

Motion by Sasse/Johnson to send Pete to training. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Johnson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Klein-aye; and Storkson-aye.
Other Business:

Mayor Fennewald disclosed to the Council that several complaints were received regarding the scraping of the roads a few weeks ago. Discussion ensued. 
Klein/Storkson made a motion to adjourn at 8:40 pm
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
