Cindy Fennewald stated she was on park board and that it was presented to them 8 years ago. Make the park board responsible for this. 
Jason asked for Volunteer to go to next park board meeting. 
Travis volunteered to go to the next meeting for Park Board. 
Prace gave his recommendation which was turn over to the park board and have them decided what they want to do. 
Heather Thorson stated that if we have a bobcat we could get a flat disk that goes over everything. Heather suggested we talk to Dereck to see if he can get us a sweet deal or if it can be donated. 
Rod will talk to Dereck. 

Police 
Talked about School reunion and that they are contracting through Ward County. 
Next month Chief Coca is sending two officers to Field Training. 
Chief Coca stated that one of his officers is looking at other options in town. 
Chief Coca talked about a grant that Jenny and Kim worked on from Enbridge and that they received the grant. Chief Coca thanked both Jenny and Kim. 
Chief Coca talked about wages and how cities are trying to keep up with Bismarck and how far behind the city of Surrey is with paying officers.

Karla made a motion to hire fogem to spray city using our chemicals up to 4X or $4, 200 which ever comes first on an as needed basis as City Administrator feels it is needed.

Stripping and waxing of floor

Anita from Audience recommended Ron Olson did theirs in Granville for under $500.

Time Clocks 
Prace stated that its time to renew our time clock system he recommends that we renew for two years to get a discount. 
Jenny stated that the system does not work the way it should and she is having to go in and manually go in and fix them. 
Prace recommends we have someone come show us how to work the system. 
Brent made a motion to approve time clock plus contingent on them fixing the bugs out of the system for one year.
