September 25, 2019

Also present:  Diane Fugere.  Absent:  Travis Dalby

Randy Hysjulien with SRT appeared before council to present right of way easement agreements for installation of fiber optics on city owned property.  Walsh asked about insurance or bond coverage for their contractors which Jysjulien assured council was required.  Hjelden moved to approve signing the agreements, Thiesen seconded, motion carried unanimously.

Fugere reported interviews for the clerk position were scheduled for October 1st at 6 pm.  

Walsh reported that Leo Schmidt was the only applicant for the building inspector position.  Dickinson moved to approve hiring Schmidt at the same rate of pay as the previous inspector, Hjelden seconded, motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote.

Discussion followed regarding the snowplow.  Several estimates were reviewed.  Hjelden moved to approve up to $5,500.00 until October 8, 2019 to the public works department to find a new plow or repair the existing plow, Dickinson seconded, motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote.

The asphalt patch at 15 3rd Street SE was discussed.  Dickinson and Fugere located the invoice paid to K & R Contracting and found they were paid $3,900.00 to do the patching.  Fugere contacted Phil Risbrudt who stated he will see that it gets done.  If the work is not done this fall Fugere was instructed to certify $3,900.00 against the property to the county with the special assessment certification.

The final budget was discussed.  There were no revisions from the preliminary budget.  Dickinson moved to approve the final budget as presented, Hjelden seconded, motion carried unanimously.
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
