November 4, 2019

Walsh called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.

Hjelden moved to approve the minutes of the October meetings, Dalby seconded, motion carried.

Dickinson moved to approve the financial reports and other reports, Dalby seconded, motion carried.

Council reviewed a request by Ann Breslin to subdivide Lots 17, 18 and 19, Block 5, Surrey City, to become known as Lot 1 & 2, Surrey 2nd Addition.  Planning & Zoning recommended approval of this request.  Hjelden moved to approve, Thiesen seconded, motion carried.

Blaine Klein, Austin Hall and Andy Petras appeared before council to discuss speeding vehicles, semi’s and farm equipment traveling 2nd Street past their residences.  Officer Kircher stated the road is patrolled several times per day for a total of 2-3 hours.  Fugere was asked to look into a digital speed limit sign.  

Steve Olson appeared before council to discuss restrictions on the existing conditional use permit issued to Noran and Agnes Olson at 1051 11th Ave SE. They have moved an old trailer off the property and a new one onto the property and will be requesting a rezoning of part of the property, which is currently zoned AG.

Dickinson seconded; motion carried.

Council reviewed estimates to replace the flooring in the community room.  More estimates will be sought.

Council reviewed information on the Trinity Health Foundation Park Grant.  The $7,500 match was achieved, with the total value of donation at $15,800.00.

Fugere explained the Workforce Safety Program and asked permission to apply, giving the city a 25% discount on the annual premium.

Council reviewed the Joint Powers Agreement with Ward County for Building Permit Authority.  Dickinson moved to approve, Hjelden seconded, motion carried.

Walsh informed council that the Planning & Zoning Committee is short one member and asked that everyone consider someone to fill the position.  It will be posted on the city’s Facebook page as well.

Council reviewed photos of lawn damage due to snow removal.  

Public Works Report
1.  Waller purchased V Plow for loader from the City of Ray and rigged it up on the loader to make sure it worked the afternoon before the big storm.  
2. Winterized / drained water best I could in all equipment. 
3. Marked the Jetter hose so I know how much line I have in the system when being used.  
4. He’s working on a map book of sewer lines and directions of flow for future employees.  
5. Reinsulated the Police Department garage from previous work that was done.  
6. Winterized outside faucets and hoses on City Hall.  
7. Rigged up a chain for the back broom on sweeper so the broom doesn’t float down on the ground as it sits.  
8. Took sweeper to cistern for the winter.    
9. Had a full day plowing snow and working on a system of how to properly do it.  We had a few glitches and some yard work we need to fix at a later date.  
10. Fixed a few problems on plowing vehicles that we discovered because of the heavy use. 
11. Dropped the brush hog at the cistern and took the tractor back to Case.  
12. Had AES2 up to work on SCADA on the southwest Lift Station.  
13. The SURREY CITY HALL sign has been repainted and ready to reinstall above the north door.  
14. Hauled a couple loads of salted sand for future use.  
15. Pumped the ditch north of the railroad tracks and south of 1St St NW. 
16. Met with the new roadmaster for Gavin Yard and the Devils Lake sub to see if they would look at a permanent fix for the standing water in the ditch.  
17. The snow piles in dead end streets were hauled off and spread out to melt faster.
18. Lagoon samples were completed and we were given permission to discharge Cells 2 and 3 of which have been started.  
19. Kemper cleaned 4 lift stations and cut/sucked the grease in them and pumped them down so they could remove 6-12” of debris from the bottom of each one. 
20. Meter changeouts:  All but 2 meters were changed.  After reading meters at the end of the month there were several new ones that didn’t read; all were changed out right away.  
21. ALL the old walk and read meters are gone except Chuck Tollefson’s shop. 
22. The old plow was picked up from 4 Acres Welding shop and taken to the tree dump.   

Council member Coca informed council LeVon Thomas was let go last week.  Discussion on hiring a temp for short term work if the need arises for Public Works.

Mayors Report
Walsh discussed the unfinished business of a pending audit, informing council that NDIRF is also a possibility.

Police Report
Chief Coca presented an updated Police Officer job description.  Hjelden moved to approve, Thiesen seconded, motion carried.

An ad will be placed for a full-time officer at $21.00 - $24.00 per hour.

Officer Kircher recently finished 40 hours of active shooter training.  Chief Coca and Officer Kircher will be attending in-house training with Ward County.

Fugere reported acquiring a rate increase from .03% to 2.01% on the city’s Bremer Bank savings account.

Santa Day has been scheduled for December 7th; Council Member Coca offered to help Diane getting it set up.  A request for local vendors will be posted on the city’s Facebook page.

Walsh discussed information on the 2019 payroll budget numbers and reported it under budget approximately $20,000.00.

Council member Coca informed council of the meeting with city attorney Hoffarth, Coca, Fugere, Sabrina Dickinson and Brent Dickinson regarding nepotism and fraternizing.

Dickinson moved to adjourn; Travis seconded.
