Regular Council Meeting
December 2, 2019

Coca called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Hjelden moved to approve the minutes of the November meetings, Dalby Thiesen seconded, motion carried.

Hjelden moved to approve the financial reports and other reports, Dickinson seconded, motion carried.

At 7:04, Travis Dalby joined the meeting.

Ryan Kamrowski, Ward County Director of Tax Equalization and Leo Schmidt, Ward County Building Inspector appeared before council to discuss the Joint Powers Agreement and field any questions council may have.  Ryan informed council the city needs to adopt the 2018 International Building Code and they will be working with the city to get that completed.

Blaine Klein appeared before council to discuss the water bill at his rental house.  The bill is eight months past due and he has not ever received notice that the bill was late.  Fugere explained the water billing software has the ability to send a notice to the owner of the property, however, it hasn’t been used in previous years and the owners are not listed on the account.  Fugere informed council this feature will be used in the future but it’s a slow process finding out which residences are rentals.  Klein asked that the late fees be waived because of this.  Thiesen moved to waive the late fees, Hjelden seconded, motion carried.

Blaine Klein appeared before council again to discuss speeding vehicles, semi’s and farm equipment traveling 2nd Street.  Officer Howe discussed the amount of patrolling that has been done on that street and provided photos of the various truck signs in the area.  Fugere will meet with Dana Larson, Ward County Highway Department and Jim Redding, ND Department of Transportation to discuss further.

Council reviewed liquor license renewal applications from Devils Fire and Big Dog Saloon.  Dickinson moved to approve the liquor license renewal application for Devils Fire, Thiesen seconded, motion carried.  Dickinson moved to approve the liquor license renewal application for Big Dog Saloon, Hjelden seconded, motion carried.

Steve Olson appeared before council to discuss restrictions on the existing conditional use permit issued to Noran and Agnes Olson at 1051 11th Ave SE.  He would like to amend the conditional use permit to allow moving an old trailer out and newer one in.  Council stated that has to go through Planning & Zoning.

Hjelden moved to approve the following ordinance amendment on 2nd reading:

Thiesen seconded; motion carried.

Council reviewed estimates to replace the flooring in the community room.  More estimates will be sought.

The Planning & Zoning Committee is short one member and asked that everyone again consider someone to fill the position.  It will be posted on the city’s Facebook page as well.

Employee bonuses were discussed.  Hjelden moved to approve $100 bonuses for full time employees and $50 for part time, Thiesen seconded, motion carried.

Sabrina Dickinson appeared before council to discuss her hours and workload.  After some discussion about discrepancies in job descriptions on different computers, Fugere informed council she will sit down with Sabrina and Anita and review the job descriptions and make recommendations on any possible amendments.

Council discussed whether or not to charge snowbirds for water.  Hjelden moved to charge $25.00 per month, only if the water is turned off at the curb stop, Dickinson seconded, motion carried.

Fugere presented a Memorandum of Agreement between the City and Ward County for the railroad crossing surface rehabilitation and extension of sidewalk on Pleasant avenue South.  Hjelden moved to authorize Walsh to sign, Thiesen seconded, motion carried.

Coca discussed interviews for the open public works position.  Two candidates were interviewed.  The committee recommended offering the job to John Doyle.  Hjelden moved to approve hiring John Doyle at $20.00 per hour with an increase to $21.00 per hour once he obtains a CDL and $22.00 per hour once he has a water license, wastewater license and vector/weed control license and a 90 day probation, Thiesen seconded, motion carried.

Council reviewed a plat from Blaine Klein requesting moving the lot lines on Lots 11 & 12, Wenz 2nd Addition, Section18-155N-81W.  Dalby moved to approve the plat as presented, Dickinson seconded, motion carried.

Anita Trana read the Oath of Office for the City Auditor position.

The city engineer’s report was reviewed.

Fugere and Waller reported the city’s 2” water meter used by Industrial Builders froze and broke while they were using it.  A replacement meter costs $826.00 and a bill will be sent to Industrial Builders.  Fugere asked about setting a rate for commercial water purchases.  Thiesen moved to set the rate at $10.00 per 1000 gallons, Hjelden seconded, motion carried.

Fugere reported the city is charging $6.65 per 1000 gallons for water and North Prairie is charging the city $7.60 per 1000 gallons.   Discussion on possible rate increase was tabled until the January meeting.

Police Report
Chief Coca informed council he received 14 applicants for the police officer position and will be doing 4 interviews.  The interview committee is Fugere/Thiesen/Chief Coca.  

Coca reported he has promoted Officer Conner Kircher to Sargent.

Santa Day was discussed.

Chuck Badke has offered to store the city’s street sweeper in his shop for the winter at no charge.

Waller received a call offering a heated shop the city could rent to store city equipment, this property is located on the south side of Hwy 2.  Waller was asked to get more information.
