In attendance were:
Mayor Fennewald, Council members: Johnson, Sasse, Klein, Nelsen, and Storkson. Also in attendance Teresa Sundsbak and Darryl Hornbuckle from North Prairie, PW Director Peterson, and Auditor Vaagen.

Mayor Fennewald called the meeting to order at 4:00 pm.

Mayor Fennewald turned the meeting over to Teresa from North Prairie. 
Darryl Hornbuckle stated that at 12:00 pm Saturday Minot noticed a large amount of water can into their treated water reservoir. This came from the overflow. Minot did have a one way flapper installed so that water shouldn’t have been able to come back in. Additionally they did have a plug in the line. 

Teresa Sundsbak suggested that Surrey open the fill valve as if the system goes down in Minot it would be possible that we could run out of water for a period of time until they could supply us from another source.

Darryl stated that an emergency plan has been put into place as a precaution if Minot totally fails. North Prairie will still get us water from Voltaire but the City would be placed on a severe water restriction. He also stated that if the Voltaire line were to fail North Prairie would supply Surrey through the wells in Granville.

Discussion ensued.  
There is no timeline on how long this boil order will be in place.
