Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Mayor Johnson asked for a motion to approve the consent agenda and financial reports.

Hjelden made a motion to have Ackerman prepare a letter stating all failing portions will be repaired at no additional cost before 2nd lift is installed in TIF District 1 before payment will be issued.  Strand seconded.  Roll Call:  Schmidt-aye; Walsh-aye; Strand-aye; Fennewald-aye; and Hjelden-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding liquor license renewals.

Hjelden will check on pricing.

Discussion ensued on requirements for BNSF pipeline license requirements.

Discussion ensued on land for lagoon expansion.

Walsh made a motion to offer $4,500 for 68.2 acres of land for lagoon to Gary Lenton.  Schmidt seconded.  Roll Call:  Schmidt-aye; Walsh-aye; Strand-aye; Fennewald-aye; and Hjelden-aye.

Schmidt made a motion to approve the use of NCourt for on line payments.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  Schmidt-aye; Walsh-aye; Strand-aye; Fennewald-aye; and Hjelden-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding Park Contract.

Auditor Vaagen was instructed to set up a special meeting with the Park Board members to discuss this contract.
Discussion ensued regarding consolidating checking accounts.

Auditor Vaagen instructed to check prices for coats at RCC Western Store and Home of Economy.

Fennewald made motion to have Auditor Vaagen research coats and shirts and spend $1,000.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  Schmidt-aye; Walsh-aye; Strand-aye; Fennewald-aye; and Hjelden-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding resident noise complaint.

Discussion ensued regarding idle time ordinance to enforce trucks not being allowed to run for extended periods of time.

Council concurred to have it so Drywall Supply not run trucks until 7:00 am.

Antonio Conti addressed Council regarding fire flow standards.

Chief Schneider addressed Council regarding sending Officer Fink to intoxilyzer training.

Fennewald made a motion to send Fink to training.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  Schmidt-aye; Walsh-aye; Strand-aye; Fennewald-aye; and Hjelden-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding Contractor License enforcement.

Chuck Tollefson should be doing enforcement for the licensing.

Discussion ensued regarding Office Door Security.

Auditor Vaagen and Chief Schneider were instructed to look into options on this.

Council discussed having Building Inspection going to an hourly position and have put on City Council’s next special meeting.
