Regular Meeting
July 9, 2012

In attendance were: Mayor Johnson, Council Members:  Steve Fennewald, Jason Strand, Karla Walsch, Rod Hjelden and  Chuck Schmidt.  Also in attendance were: Auditor Vaagen, Public Works Director Olson, and Chief Schneider. 

Mayor Johnson called meeting to order at 7:00pm.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Johnson read the consent agenda and additions:  Approval of financial reports and other reports, revised bills in the amount of $40,695.07 and payroll report in the amount of $30,477.46.  Mayor’s Employee hours report, Auditor’s report, Public Works Report, Police Report, and the Municipal Court Report.  The additions include the proposal for the TIF District engineering of the streets.

Fennewald made a motion to approve consent agenda.  Strand seconded.  Roll call:  Fennewald-aye; Strand-aye; Walsch-aye; Hjelden-aye; and Schmidt-aye.

Mayor Johnson asked for a motion on 2nd reading of ordinance 6.1600. Discussion ensued.

Hjelden made a motion to approve 2nd reading of 6.1600.  Schmidt seconded.  Roll call:  Hjelden-aye; Schmidt-aye; Fennewald-aye; Strand-aye; and Walsch-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding the preliminary plat for Silver Springs South and the rezone request by OBASA.  

Fennewald made a motion to approve zone change for residential, multi-family commercial with conditions leaving light industrial zoning out.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll call:  Hjelden-aye; Schmidt-aye; Fennewald-aye; Strand-aye; and Walsch-aye.

Mayor Johnson called for a motion for preliminary plat for Duke. Discussion ensued.

Fennewald made a motion to approve preliminary plat for Duke.  Walsch seconded.  Roll call:  Hjelden-aye; Schmidt-aye; Fennewald-aye; Strand-aye; and Walsch-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding variance request by Randash for smoking shed.

Chief Schneider recommended a fence.

Discussion ensued further.

Walsh made a motion to table until next meeting for further research.  Schmidt seconded.  Roll call:  Hjelden-aye; Schmidt-aye; Fennewald-aye; Strand-aye; and Walsch-aye.

Carl Johnson was not present.

Damian from Ottertail addressed Council regarding the franchise agreement that is expiring and requested renewal.

Discussion ensued regarding the agreement.

Schmidt made a motion to approve 1st reading of the Ottertail franchise agreement.  Strand seconded.  Roll call:  Hjelden-aye; Schmidt-aye; Fennewald-aye; Strand-aye; and Walsch-aye.

Randy Hauck from Verendrye addressed the Council regarding franchise agreement they are requesting.  Discussion ensued.

Schmidt made a motion to approve 1st reading of Verendrye franchise agreement.  Fennewald seconded.  Roll call:  Hjelden-aye; Schmidt-aye; Fennewald-aye; Strand-aye; and Walsch-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding a comprehensive plan.

Schmidt suggested we find out if we need to bid out a comprehensive plan.

Auditor Vaagen discussed the audit with Council.

Auditor Vaagen discussed moving the preliminary budget meeting to August 13th, Council concurred this would work.

Auditor Vaagen disclosed the first sales tax distribution will be received this month.

Auditor Vaagen addressed moving the pay period cutoff date.

Fennewald made a motion to move, pay period would be Monday-Sunday with check being deposited the following Friday ultimately to be decided by Jason.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll call:  Hjelden-aye; Schmidt-aye; Fennewald-aye; Strand-aye; and Walsch-aye.

Sean Weeks addressed Council regarding TIF proposal prepared by Ackerman-Estvold.  Discussion ensued.

Fennewald made a motion to have plans and specs done for the entire area having it so Darcy and Derek have these roads graveled by the end of August and having plans from Ackerman in two weeks.  Hjelden seconded.  Mayor Johnson asked that the motion be read back. Roll call:  Fennewald-aye; Hjelden-aye; Schmidt-aye; Strand-aye; and Walsch-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding the water/sewer connection fee and when it is paid. Council concurred to have the water and sewer connection fee paid up front.

Discussion ensued regarding leasing a printer.

Walsch made a motion to lease Sharp MX-3111U.  Strand seconded.  Roll call:  Hjelden-aye; Schmidt-aye; Fennewald-aye; Strand-aye; and Walsch-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding keeping Robert Olson on for a Water Consultant.  Council concurred this would be acceptable.  

Discussion ensued regarding task orders.

Fennewald made a motion to approve all task orders except comprehensive plan.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll call:  Hjelden-aye; Schmidt-aye; Fennewald-aye; Strand-aye; and Walsch-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding having Auditor Vaagen start negotiating for land. Council concurred this would be okay.

Discussion ensued regarding the development being proposed east of 111th.

Hjelden made a motion to give the Engineer and Auditor authority to require the amount of right-of-way they believe is necessary.  Fennewald seconded.  Roll call:  Hjelden-aye; Fennewald-aye; Schmidt-aye; Strand-aye; and Walsch-aye.

Antonio addressed Council regarding recommendations he gave to OBASA regarding silt fence for Silver Springs 1st Addition and where we are with the commencement of the development.

Antonio addressed Council regarding infrastructure needs.

Public Works Director Olson addressed Council regarding purchasing a Bobcat.  Discussion ensued.

Olson presented that with all of the new growth, walking paths and sidewalks, a Bobcat will be necessary and resourceful.  Olson presented both an option to lease and an option to purchase. Olson also stated that it would come with a v-plow that would work like a snowgate for snow removal.

Fennewald advised to look for a good used machine.  

Police Chief Schneider addressed Council regarding the Police Officer’s schedule.

Chief Schneider addressed Council regarding calls for service.

Walsch addressed Chief Schneider regarding incident in town where the office was locked down and her concern that daycares in the area be notified of the safety concern.

Chief Schneider addressed Council regarding training for missing children on Oct 23-25, in Bismarck for both Chief Schneider and Officer Gadewoltz.

Fennewald made a motion to approve training.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll call:  Fennewald-aye; Hjelden-aye; Schmidt-aye; Strand-aye; and Walsch-aye.

Chief Schneider addressed Council regarding bar checks and both bars passing.

Chief Schneider addressed Council regarding a proposed jail rate increase.

Chief Schneider addressed Council regarding radio updates.

Chief Schneider addressed an incident that occurred regarding Officer Gadewoltz being in a standoff with some individuals and the radio not working to call for backup.

Chief Schneider addressed having Ward County put an antenna on the water tower.

Chief Schneider stated he may need a repeater to help officers be able to transmit to dispatch if an antenna was not an option.

Discussion ensued from Fennewald regarding Police Schedule.

Discussion ensued regarding the Police Commissioner position.

Fennewald made a motion to appoint Schmidt Police Commissioner.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll call:  Hjelden-aye; Fennewald-aye; Schmidt-aye; Strand-aye; and Walsch-aye.
