In attendance were: Mayor Fennewald Council Members: Sasse, Klein, Larsen, Nelsen and Johnson. Planning and Zoning Members Shaw, Tollefson, Badke, and Hjelden were in attendance. Also in attendance were: Auditor Vaagen, and Chief Seideman. 
Mayor Fennewald called meeting to order at 7:00pm.

Alisa Dahl address the boards regarding what USDA Rural Development does and how they can help the City of Surrey at this critical time with issues such as a strategic plan and land use mapping. She also addressed potential funding options for the City to pursue for infrastructure needs.
Discussion ensued regarding long term planning.

Discussion ensued on how to potentially fund infrastructure projects. Alsia Dahl assured both boards they are not alone with these types of struggles. She gave the boards several different dates and locales where these issues are going to be discussed.

Storkson entered the meeting.
Auditor Vaagen presented the Council and the Planning and Zoning Board with estimated cost calculations that he prepared for not only the lagoon costs but the lift station potential costs and the cost of a new force main in the north part of town.

The boards opened the floor for discussion with the developer’s. Travis Zablotney’s subdivision was the first to be discussed. Discussion between the boards and Mr. Zablotney went into how to finance the infrastructure. Mr. Zablotney asked if he put in the infrastructure would the City of Surrey take over maintenance once completed. Discussion ensued regarding this.

Mr. Jung addressed the boards next. He disclosed what he is looking at to develop and additionally what he is thinking for funding.

Discussion ensued regarding the possibility of refurbishing the old lagoons and then expanding after that.

Discussion went into the possibility of raising the sewer connection fee to $4000 per lot to pay for the lagoon expansion.

A suggestion was made that a checklist be made of things that Council needs to consider for the developing subdivisions.

Sasse/Larsen made a motion to have the city engineer provide costs of refurbishing the old cells and raising them to the maximum level allowed, and provide those costs by the February meeting. Roll Call: Sasse-aye; Larsen-aye; Storkson-aye; Nelsen-aye; Johnson-aye; and Klein-aye.
Council wanted to clarify that they want to know how much the old cells could hold in the report also.

Discussion ensued on what planning and zoning needs and how to do strategic planning for the community.

The Planning and Zoning board indicated that they would like a planner from another community come to meet with them to explain some of the best practices they use in an attempt to improve ours. They also indicated that they would like the city engineer to attend their next meeting.
Discussion ensued on what the school is thinking of the growth of the community and what kind of need they would have.

Discussion ensued on the PWS position and whether or not to hire Roger for the PWS position. This will go on the regular meeting agenda.
