Mayor:  Terry Johnson.  Council Members:  Karla Walsh, Rod Hjelden, Leann Alexander, Jason Strand, Chuck Schmidt and Steve Fennewald. 
Also in attendance Steve Lautt from Pringle and Herigstad the City Attorney, City Administrator Jason Vaagen, and Lieutenant Bob Ruud from the Ward County Sheriff’s Office.  
Mayor Johnson called special meeting to order at 6:00 pm.
Mayor Johnson read the next item on the agenda is Personnel Issues. She stated the authority for closing this portion of the meeting is North Dakota Century Code section 44-04-19.1 subsections 3 and 5. The topic of this executive session is Attorney Consultation and Personnel Issues.
Mayor Johnson called for a motion to discuss the topic in executive session rather than an open meeting.
Schmidt/Walsh made a motion to go into executive session.
Fennewald stated he believes this item should not be discussed in an executive session.

Mayor Johnson adjourned the executive session at 7:16pm and called a 5 minute recess.

Mayor Johnson reconvened the meeting at 7:25 pm. Fennewald present when reconvened. Also present were City Engineer Conti, and Mike Manstrom from Dougherty and Company.
Mayor Johnson stated the next item on the agenda is meeting with the Bond Agent for the TIF District and turned the meeting over to Mike Manstrom from Dougherty and Company. 

Discussion on bonding options ensued.

Council concurred to have Administrator Vaagen meet with Bremer to see if the bridge financing can be extended and enlarged.

Mayor Johnson stated the next item to be discussed is funding for the new water tower.

City Engineer Conti made a presentation to the Council giving three alternatives for financing.

Discussion on the alternatives ensued. 

Council concurred they would like to see the project split into two parts. One part of the project being the upgrade of the pump station and some of the water mains; the second part of the project being the tower itself.
Engineer Conti asked that they define the boundaries for the pump station upgrade and the water mains. 

Discussion ensued.

Council concurred the boundaries should be defined as any currently platted lot in the city.

Discussion ensued regarding the tower portion of the project.

Schmidt made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:08 pm.
