Mayor Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Review & Approval of Minutes and Financial/Other Reports:
Mayor Johnson asked for a motion to approve the consent agenda and the financial reports, including bills to be paid in the amount of $70,351.23 and payroll in the amount of $43,765.44.  Schmidt made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Fennewald seconded.  Roll Call:  Hjelden-aye; Alexander-aye; Strand-aye; Schmidt-aye; Fennewald-aye.  
Monthly Business:
Fennewald asked to add 15 mile/hour speed limit and snow removal in new subdivisions to the agenda.
Hjelden made a motion to approve second reading of utility rate ordinance.  Fennewald seconded.  Roll Call:  Hjelden-aye; Alexander-aye; Strand-aye; Schmidt-aye; Fennewald-aye.  

Discussion ensued regarding liquor license renewal.

Fennewald made a motion to approve liquor license renewal.  Strand seconded.  Roll Call:  Hjelden-aye; Alexander-aye; Strand-aye; Schmidt-aye; Fennewald-aye.  

Discussion ensued regarding the park wage proposal.  Strand made a motion to approve contingent on second sentence in paragraph 2 being removed.  Fennewald seconded.  Roll Call:  Hjelden-aye; Alexander-aye; Strand-aye; Schmidt-aye; Fennewald-aye.  

Discussion ensued regarding employee compensation and how the health insurance affected wages.  Council concurred to revisit this issue next Monday.
