REGULAR MEETING
Mayor Fennewald called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Mayor Fennewald read the consent agenda.
Review & Approval of Minutes and Financial/Other Reports:
Mayor Fennewald asked for a motion to approve the consent agenda, minutes and the financial reports, including bills to be paid for $250,625.2 and payroll for $54,042.68.  Walsh made a motion to approve the minutes from the June 2 and June 24 meetings.  Gousheh seconded.  Roll Call:  Walsh-aye; Gousheh-aye; Hjelden-aye; Johnson-aye; Schneider-aye.
Hjelden made a motion to approve the financial reports and bills to be paid.  Johnson seconded.  Roll Call:  Hjelden-aye; Johnson-aye; Schneider-aye; Gousheh; Walsh-aye.
Unfinished Business:
Discussion ensued regarding zone change request for Lots 1-4 Block 1 Town First.  Hjelden made a motion to deny request.  Schneider seconded.  Roll Call:  Hjelden-aye; Schneider-aye; Johnson-aye; Gousheh-aye; Walsh-aye.
Walsh wanted record to reflect Planning & Zoning approved but without seeing plans.

Discussion ensued regarding a drainage bond ordinance.  Walsh made a motion to pass Article 4 changing deposit amount to $1,500 for the first reading.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  Walsh-aye; Hjelden-aye; Gousheh-aye; Johnson-aye; Schneider-aye.
Monthly Business:
Discussion with State Legislators began regarding Legislative proceedings.
Discussion ensued regarding Aschenbrenner replat.  Johnson made a motion to approve the replat.  Gousheh seconded.  Roll Call:  Johnson-aye; Gousheh-aye; Schneider-aye; Walsh-aye; Hjelden-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding a home being moved into town.  Hjelden made a motion to approve home to come in.  Johnson seconded.  Roll Call:  Hjelden-aye; Johnson-aye; Gousheh-aye; Schneider-aye; Walsh-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding building permits and CO’s for the SW based on the map Derek presented.
Discussion ensued regarding potential meeting for TIF area.

Administrator Vaagen asked to create a synopsis of how we got to this point.  

Discussion ensued regarding campers being resided in on residential lots.  Council concurred having Ordinance written up and brought to them.

Discussion ensued regarding unrelated parties living in a single family residence.

Council concurred to have an Ordinance written up.

Discussion ensued regarding the bid for 1st Street SW and the bid received for the repair.

Council concurred to wait until BNSF responds.

Discussion ensued regarding 2nd Street NE and the cost received from Bechtold for overlaying.
City Administrator Vaagen was instructed to talk to the City Engineer on this. 

Discussion ensued regarding stop signs on the corners of 4th Avenue SW and 5th Street SW.  Council concurred to look into this later after another study has been done.

Discussion ensued regarding Liquor License renewals.  Walsh made a motion to approve the Liquor Licenses from the Big Dog Saloon and the Marz Bar and Grill.  Johnson seconded.  Roll Call:  Walsh-aye; Johnson-aye.  Hjelden-aye; Schneider-aye; Gousheh-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding the Code of Conduct for the City Council.  Walsh made a motion to approve the Code of Conduct.  Schneider seconded.  Roll Call:  Walsh-aye; Schneider-aye; Gousheh-aye; Hjelden-aye; Johnson-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding the Personnel Policy Manual and having the City Council sign them.

Mayor:
No business to discuss.
Public Works:

Public Works Employee Keith Hegney addressed the Council regarding the department and where it is after the resignation of the Director.  He also addressed his plans for accomplishing duties until another employee is hired.
Public Works Employee Hegney addressed Council regarding the inventory list he created.  Discussion ensued.

Public Works Employee Hegney discussed the water main repair on Oak Road and showed Council the pipe that was repaired.
Public Works Employee Hegney updated Council regarding the SW lift station status.  Discussion ensued regarding responsibility for ensuring the lift station is being watched over.

Public Works Employee Hegney discussed hydrant flushing with the board.

Public Works Employee Hegney addressed the Council regarding the lagoon report and looking to discharge.  Discussion ensued.

Public Works Employee Hegney addressed Council regarding a Bobcat broom rental to clean up some areas in the city.

Public Works Employee Hegney addressed Council regarding a possible mini-excavator rental to repair some drainage issues in town.  Council concurred to look at this in August.

City Administrator Vaagen left the meeting.  Deputy Auditor Johns entered the meeting.

Police:
Chief of Police Kevin Howe discussed a possible Alarm System Ordinance that he would like to have in Surrey. Walsh made a motion to adopt an Ordinance stating that there will be a yearly permit fee of $25, and a “false alarm” fee of $25 for each response.  Johnson seconded.  Discussion ensued.  Walsh amended the motion to state that there will be a yearly permit fee of $25, and a “false alarm” fee of $35 for each response.  Johnson seconded.  Roll Call:  Walsh-aye; Johnson-aye; Schneider-aye; Gousheh-aye; Hjelden-aye.  This will be the first reading.
Chief of Police Howe discussed the Assignments that he has given to the officers:  Luis Coca III as the Warrants Coordinator and Kevin Schrage Jr. as the Evidence Custodian.

Chief of Police Howe disclosed his vacation time would be from July 19-27.

Chief of Police Howe discussed the grant cost overage of $3,000 from the Oil Impact money received to purchase the new police vehicles.  Howe suggested using the Chevy Tahoe as the City’s K-9 vehicle and selling the Dodge Charger to cover the cost overage.
Engineer’s Report:
Trevor from AE2S updated Council on the projects currently in the City.  He stated that the water tower drawings are 90% complete, but we are still waiting on the final decision on the logo, so this will need to be decided on immediately.

Discussion ensued on the location of the water tower.  

Discussion ensued on the water tower logos.  City Clerk Shaw will resend all of the logos tomorrow.

Trevor discussed the drainage in the City after the recent heavy rainfall:  3rd Avenue SW looks good, but may need to have a little more work done to finish the project.  A culvert on 104th Street North will need to be addressed.  Antonio with AE2S suggested contacting the Township to find a more permanent solution.  Discussion ensued.  The storm drain installed last year on 5th Street SW is working properly; there are some ruts along the shoulder that need to be addressed by the landowner.

Discussion ensued on the culvert crossing Highway 2 that needs to be upsized.  

Trevor disclosed that we did not receive any money this time from the Energy Impact Grant.

City Administrator:
Deputy Auditor Johns disclosed that the Public Works Department position ad would be running from July 8-18.
Deputy Auditor Johns discussed the NDLC Webinars that are available to the City Council and Staff if anyone is interested in this.

Deputy Auditor Johns discussed the recommendation made by the auditors to change the way the employee vacation time is accrued.  Discussion ensued.  Council concurred to leave it as is.

Deputy Auditor Johns discussed the gravel patch that is sinking on 1st Street NW.

Mayor Fennewald asked if there was any other business.
City Clerk Shaw discussed “adopting a fire hydrant,” and the possibility of having the residents maintain, paint, weed, mow and remove the snow around the hydrants.  Discussion ensued.
