Unfinished Business
Discussion ensued regarding second reading of Off-Highway ordinance.  Mayor Fennewald called for a motion 3 times.  Issue dies for lack of motion.
Discussion ensued regarding the second reading of the fireworks ordinance.  Johnson made a motion to pass the second reading of the fireworks ordinance.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  Johnson-aye; Hjelden-aye; Strand-nay; Koisti-nay; Fennewald-aye.
Discussion ensued regarding the opening of the end of 2nd Street SW as an alley.  Further research is necessary before Council will make a decision on this.
Monthly Business
Mark Vollmer from Surrey Township addressed Council regarding 104th Street.  The Township would like to Permazyme this roadway.  The City’s cost share would be for 1/10 of a mile.  Discussion ensued on this.  Hjelden made a motion to approve the Township’s request for cost share of 1/10 of a mile on 104th Street, not to exceed $9,000.  Johnson seconded. PWD Hegney addressed Council regarding mosquito spraying and whether we should continue to use the aerial spraying to fog the city.  Discussion ensued.  Hjelden made a motion to stop aerial spraying.  Koisti seconded.  Roll Call:  Hjelden-aye; Koisti-aye; Strand-aye; Johnson-nay.
