ORDINANCE MEETING
Mayor Fennewald called the Ordinance Revision Meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

-Discussion ensued regarding Chapter 7 and whether changes are necessary.  Discussion ensued on Line 9-driveway aprons.  Planning and Zoning wants to require driveway aprons on all new homes or on new driveways of existing homes.
-Line 14 pertaining to decks was discussed.  Decks made out of any type of construction material must obtain a permit.

Mayor Fennewald called the Regular Meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Mayor Fennewald called for the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor Fennewald read the consent agenda.
Review & Approval of Minutes and Financial/Other Reports
Mayor Fennewald asked for a motion to approve the consent agenda, minutes from the January 4 meeting, and the financial reports, including bills to be paid in the amount of $53,050.19 (an itemized copy of the bills are attached to the minutes) and payroll for $47,977.32.  Klimpel made a motion to approve the minutes, the financial reports and other reports.  Strand seconded.  Roll Call:  All-aye.
Public Works
Discussion ensued on the email that we received from the City of Zap regarding the Sander that is for sale.  Council concurred to offer it to the City of Zap for $8,000.  Council also concurred to list the Sander on Bisman.
Public Works Director Hegney discussed purchasing a toolbox for the new Sander pickup.  Klimpel made a motion to purchase a toolbox for one side up to $1,000.  Strand seconded.  Roll Call:  all-aye.

Discussion ensued on the 2003 Ford Pickup and the repairs that are needed.

Public Works Director Hegney discussed the purchase of the storage container that was approved in the 2016 Budget.

Public Works Director Hegney discussed the purchase of the generator that was approved in the 2016 Budget.
Monthly Business
Keith Hegney discussed getting permission to fence his yard along the alleyway.  Council concurred to table this issue until the next meeting.
Larry Haug from Ward County Emergency management addressed Council regarding two addresses that need revisions.  Hjelden made a motion to approve changing 502 5th Street SW to 412 5th Avenue SW and 506 5th Street SW to 417 6th Avenue SW.  Walsh seconded.  Roll Call:  all-aye.

Dave Randash from the Big Dog Saloon addressed Council regarding allowing children under the age of 21 to be allowed to eat in the bar.  Klimpel made a motion to approve children, accompanied by an adult 21 or over, in to eat from 11am to 2pm and 6pm to 9pm Monday through Friday.  Koisti seconded.  Roll Call:  all-aye.

Unfinished Business
Discussion ensued regarding the second reading of the ordinance revisions.  Hjelden made a motion to approve the ordinance revisions as prepared.  Johnson seconded.  Roll Call:  all-aye.
Discussion ensued on speed limits throughout town.  Hjelden made a motion to approve the speed limit change to 20 mph throughout the city, with the exceptions of Pleasant Avenue at 25 mph, the school street at 10 mph and County Road 12 at 25 mph.  Klimpel seconded.  Roll Call:  all-aye.
Monthly Business
City Clerk Shaw addressed Council regarding lost or stolen garbage totes.  Replacement totes will need to be billed by Circle Sanitation.
City Clerk Shaw addressed Council regarding the need for a safety deposit box.  Hjelden made a motion to approve the safety deposit box for $20/year.  Strand seconded.  Roll Call:  all-aye.

City Clerk Shaw addressed Council regarding a conditional use permit for Noran Olson.  He would like to do a zone change on his land.  He would like a 60-day extension to come into code for his pole barn.  Council concurred to give additional 30-days to vacate and come into compliance per the agreement.  If this is not met, the fee will be $500/day after the 30-days.
City Clerk Shaw addressed Council regarding the resident at 120 4th Street NE and the damage that was done to her yard during the Sewer line jetting a couple weeks ago because of the manhole buried in her front yard.

City Clerk Shaw addressed Council regarding the kitchen and bathroom flooring.  Discussion ensued on the leak problem in the Police Department Office.  Hjelden made a motion to purchase flooring for the kitchen and Police Department Office.  Strand seconded.  Roll Call:  all-aye.
City Clerk Shaw addressed Council regarding the Easter Egg Hunt.

City Clerk Shaw addressed Council regarding Movie Night.

Thoraldson updated Council on the SCADA System on all of the lift stations.  A punch list will be set up to complete the system.

City Administrator

Deputy Auditor Johns asked for permission for City Administrator Vaagen to attend the March Madness Conference in March.  Johnson made a motion for Vaagen to attend the conference.  Strand seconded.  Roll Call:  all-aye.

Deputy Auditor Johns discussed the electrical proposal for the City Hall and Police Office.  Council concurred to get more bids by the next meeting.

Deputy Auditor Johns informed Council that Rath and Mehrer will be in to do the annual audit starting on February 10.

Deputy Auditor Johns discussed the State Aid reduction of 4.05% and the need to revise the 2016 budget accordingly.
