REGULAR MEETING 
Mayor Strand called the Regular meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Attendants recited the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Review & Approval of Minutes and Financial/Other Reports
Discussion ensued regarding the minutes from the April 3 Regular meeting and April 13 Special meeting.  Walsh made a motion to approve the minutes from the April meetings.  Coca seconded.  Roll Call:  All-aye, with Dalby abstaining.
Mayor Strand asked for a motion to approve the financial reports, including bills to be paid for $30,266.17 (an itemized copy of the bills are attached to the minutes) and payroll for $43,251.75.  Walsh made a motion to approve the financial reports and bills to be paid.  Johnson seconded.  Discussion ensued further.  Roll Call:  All-aye.
Unfinished Business
Discussion ensued regarding the 2nd reading of the Chapter 16 Ordinances.  Hjelden made a motion to pass the 2nd reading of the Ordinance.  Johnson seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.
Mayor
Discussion ensued regarding the Highway 2 improvement that is upcoming and the Department of Transportation wanting to remove the crosswalks from both the Pleasant Avenue crossing and the Second Avenue SE crossing.  
Discussion ensued with Representative Maragos from the State Legislature regarding the issue.  Representative Maragos stated he will visit with Grand Levi from the Department of Transportation.
Discussion ensued regardin 104 2nd Avenue NW.  Council was updated regarding the process with this issue.

Monthly Business

Planning and Zoning President Shaw provided the Council with a recommended update to Chapter 7 ordinances regarding skid/sled-based sheds.  Discussion ensued on these sheds and the recommendations.   Johnson made a motion to approve the first reading of the ordinance revisions.  Mayor Strand called for a second several times.  Motion died for a lack of a second.  
Public Works Department
Public Works Direcor Hegney provided Council with updates on the Department.  Discussion ensued.
Public Works Director Hegney updated Council regarding the lease-tractor situation.  Discussion ensued.  Council concurred to look into this further.

Councilwoman Coca asked regarding the Kubota going up for sale on Bisman and the status.  Discussion ensued.  

Councilman Dalby asked Public Works Director Hegney regarding the street sweeping.  Discussion ensued.

Police Department
Chief of Police Howe addressed Council regarding the interviews for the full-time officer position.  He stated that there are 6 aplications and 5 that are eligible.  Discussion ensued.  Council concurred they would hold interviews on Thursday, May 11, starting at 5:30 pm, and will hold a special Council meeting on May 15, at 6:30 pm, to review and hire a candidate.

Chief of Police Howe provided an “officer’s hours” update for the Council.  Discussion ensued.

Chief of Police Howe updated the Council regarding the Police Department’s Policy and Procedures Manual.  Discussion ensued.

Sergeant Coca discussed the FTO (Field Training Officer) policy with the Council presenting rough draft of the policy.  Discussion ensued.

Engineer’s Report

Brent Erickson, from AE2S, provided an update to the Council regarding Trevor Tharaldson moving to the company’s Fargo Office.  Discussion ensued.
Erickson updated the Council regarding the discussions on the warranty work with the water tower contractor.  Discussion ensued.

Erickson updated Council regarding the Comprehensive Plan and the pavement assessments that were done in 2012.  He also discussed the maintenance plan information that he presented.  Discussion ensued.  Walsh requested for the July meeting, that the Streets committee should discuss and formulate a communication to relay street maintenance information to the public and ask for public input.  
Mayor Strand thanked Tharaldson for the hard work he has done within the community.
City Administrator
City Administrator Vaagen addressed Council regarding attending the Human Resource Conference and MFOI.  Johnson made a motion to approve the attendance.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.
City Administrator Vaagen addressed the City’s cell phone service ending with SRT discontinuing service.  Discussion ensued.  Council concurred to have Administrator Vaagen present a proposal at the next meeting.

City Administrator Vaagen discussed 9.0102 of the City Ordinances regarding a potential revision.  Discussion ensued.

Discussion ensued reagarding the on-call time compensation that was previously discussed, and a proposal that on-call time be paid to Police Officers.
