Dalby moved to approve Be It Resolved By The City Council Of The City Of Surrey that the following ordinance be amended:
9.0113    Who May Tap Main
No person other than an authorized officer of the City of Surrey or any employee or assistant in the office of the City Council or n the office of the City Water Department, shall tap or make any perforation or opening of any kind in any street, water main, or any public street, avenue, alley, or public ground, or any other pipe, where ever the same may be, from which water from the city may be drawn.

The top or cap of said stop box shall in all cases be on a level with the top of the curb, and if there is no curb the same shall be placed in the sidewalk, not more than six (6) inches from the roadway side of the walk.

Where there is a curb, the stop box shall be placed inside the curb and as near thereto as possible.  Should it become necessary to dig out the stop box for the purpose of turning the water on or off, the water take, or the city property holder will be required to stand expense of the same.

9.0114    Curb Cock Requirements 
When installing a curb stop it shall be required that a gate valve box shall be installed around the curb stop at curb level to ensure the ability to locate the curb stop.

[bookmark: _Hlk37840589]9.0115    Connecting to System, Payment    (Amended 11/1996)
Persons desirous of taking water from or connecting in any manner with the Water System of the City must pay all the expenses thereof.  These expenses include, but are not limited to, the cost of the corporation cock, the cost of the attached iron shut-off box, the connection costs identified in Section 9-0109, and any rates and charges adopted by the City Council and maintained by the City Auditor.

Persons desirous of utilizing or connecting in any manner with the Sewer System of the City must pay all expenses thereof. These expenses shall be determined by the City. Any and all fees and charges for connection to the City’s sanitary sewer system must be paid at the time the residential, commercial, or multiple dwelling is connected to the City of Surrey’s sewer system.

9.0116    City Consumer to Keep Pipes and Fixtures in Repair
All service pipes, stop cocks, corporation cocks, and other fixtures from the main to the curb line and including the shutoff box, must be laid and attached and kept in repair and kept from frost at the expense of the city, and said service pipes and fixtures will and shall remain under the control of the city.  The City shall maintain from the main to the curb stop, including the curb stop box, the property owner is responsible for repairs from the curb stop top to the structure.   said applicant waiving and releasing all claim thereto of control except the duty of keeping the same in repair and protecting the same as herein provided.

9.0117   City Property Owner Liable for Repairs Made by the City
At any time when the service pipe from the city water main to the meter becomes out to repair, is frozen up, or damaged by frost or otherwise, the City Superintendent of Water and Sewer Surrey Public Works Department shall immediately cause such service pipe to be repaired at the cost and expense of the property owner city.   of the property served by such service pipe; and upon the completion of such repair the water shall be left turned off and shall remain turned off until such time as the costs of such repair are paid by the owner.  Thiesen seconded.  Discussion followed.  Dalby – yes; Thiesen – yes; Gantzer – yes; Johns – no; Coca – no; Hein-Sack – yes; motion carried.

Per Mayor Tollefson’s request at the May regular meeting; City Attorney Andrew Schultz presented the following ordinance change to be considered:
Be it ordained by the city council of the City of Surrey, North Dakota, Section 1. Creation, Surrey City Ordinance 3.0111(17) is hereby created and shall be as follows:  17.  Member’s Disorderly Conduct; Expulsion; Removal.  a. First Violation.  For disorderly conduct during a meeting, a Member may be immediately expelled upon agreement by the Mayor and the Council President.  b.  Second Violation.  Upon a member’s second expulsion for disorderly conduct within any twelve consecutive month period, the Council may, at the next regular meeting, remove the member from the Council upon a two-thirds majority vote of the full council.   c. Vacancy Upon Removal.  The removal of a member under this provision creates an immediate vacancy in that member’s office.  Section 2.  Effective Date.  This ordinance has immediate effect on its date of adoption.  Section 3.  Clerk.  The City Clerk shall amend the publicly available Surrey City Ordinances as indicated herein.  Dalby moved to approve on 1st reading with changes recommended by the city attorney and adding a definition of disorderly conduct, Johns seconded; Dalby – yes; Johns – yes; Gantzer – no; Thiesen – no; Hein-Sack – yes; Coca – yes, motion carried

Steve Quist, Park Board President, appeared before council to discuss the following matters:
1. An outdoor movie is being planning as a fund raiser for equipment for the new park.
2. The board is requesting $15,000 of the city’s state aid for 2020 and 30% in the years thereafter.
3. He reported the Silver Springs Agreement is with the city not the park district.  Silver Springs Development is requesting $19,000 from the Park District although the agreement says the developer will pay for all park improvements.  
Discussion followed on taking monies from the general fund building improvement.  Karla Walsh  reported the building improvement fund is for public works for the following:  file system; desks; paving and concrete around the city hall building per the 2020 budget.  Johns moved to approve $15,000 to the Park District:  $6,000 as budgeted with the balance coming from the general fund non-departmental building improvement.  Motion failed for lack of a second. 
Hein-Sack moved to set the percentage of city state aid to the Park District for 2021 at a minimum of 10%, Thiesen seconded:  Hein-Sack – yes; Thiesen – yes; Gantzer – yes; Johns – no; Coca – yes; Dalby – no, motion carried.

Auditor Trana asked about a joint outdoor movie between the City and Midland Grain with a free will offering, proceeds to go toward the new park, no action was taken.

Quist reported Silver Spring’s Inspiration Park is in the name of City of Surrey rather than Surrey Park District.  Discussion followed.  Dalby moved to have the land deeded to the Park District, Coca seconded:  Dalby – yes; Hein-Sack – no; Coca – yes; Gantzer – no; Thiesen – no; Johns – yes; Tollefson – yes, motion carried.

Council reviewed correspondence on a building for sale at 114 SE 5th Ave.

Devil’s Fire & Brew Gaming Site Authorization renewal with American Legion Post 91 was reviewed.  Johns moved to renew;  Thiesen seconded;  Johns – yes; Thiesen – yes; Hein-Sack – yes; Gantzer – yes; Dalby – yes; Coca – yes, motion carried.

Engineer’s Report:  
The Sidewalk Project is still being worked on.
Prairie Dog Funds – don’t expect any money this year.
Census Bureau Annexation Maps are being worked on.

Public Works
Discussion on a side-by-side and a fogger using the funds in the Vector Control Account.  Johns moved to approve up to $18,462.70 to purchase both items, Dalby seconded; Johns – yes; Dalby – yes; Coca – yes; Hein-Sack – yes; Thiesen – yes; Gantzer – yes, motion carried.

Fugere asked permission to pay off the North Building Loan at approximately $2,800.00.  Thiesen moved to approve pay off, Coca seconded:  Thiesen – yes; Coca – yes; Gantzer – yes; Johns – yes; Dalby – yes; Hein-Sack – yes, motion carried.

Fugere reported 1st International Insurance Agency would like to quote insurance for the city, permission was given.

Police Report
Chief Coca reported the department may receive requests to assist other communities in protests around the state.

Fugere asked council to consider large purchases/pay increases, etc for the 2021 budget.   Waller discussed the dump truck Kelsey Fred has for sale for consideration in the budget.

Waller reported Kelsey Fred is waiting on pipe to be delivered to get the RV Dump moved.

Dalby discussed a 4-page copy of correspondence documenting dates and times a city police officer is at his home and away from his home with the patrol car during the months of April and May 2020.  He feels it is stalking.  Council wanted to know why this is being done.  Lindsay Coca stated she feels uncomfortable as she has 7 children in her home.  Much discussion followed.  Mayor Tollefson indicated the correspondence had been emailed to him although he would not share who it was from.  Mayor Tollefson stated that it was confidential and shouldn’t have been shared.  City attorney Andrew Schultz informed council that as soon as it was handed over to City Administrator Fugere it become public information.  Gantzer moved to turn the matter over to BCI for investigation.  Discussion.  Gantzer amended her motion to turn the matter over to the Ward County Sheriff’s Department for investigation, Hein-Sack seconded; Gantzer – yes; Hein-Sack – yes; Coca – abstain; Dalby – yes; Thiesen – yes; Johns – yes, motion carried

Dalby moved to adjourn.
