July 3, 2019

Present Mayor Strand, Rod Hjelden, Karla Walsh, Travis Dalby, Brent Dickinson, Mike Thiesen and Lindsay Coca 
Mayor called the meeting to order at 5:30pm. 
Mike discussed the pay raises given out and how he believed it may be perceived as unfair to the police department. Mike stated he felt that we did not really think it through when we gave Jenny a raise. He stated he was not sure what sort of action should be taken at this point, but wanted it on record that he felt the pay raises were not handled properly.
Discussion on pay raises ensued. Brent felt the raises were adequately handled. Rod believed the employees should’ve just been given gift certificates.
Rod made motion to remove the raises to Jenny and Bob that were given in previous meeting.
Connor Kircher addressed City Council and stated that he felt that Monday’s meeting was not handled properly, but that it was not right to take away they raise that they already agreed to give to Bob and Jenny. Rob pointed out there was no time frame set for the raises. Connor talked about how “flippy floppy” council has been with putting people on probation taking them off, giving raises then taking them back. Connor stated council needed to make a decision and stick to it. 
Rod amended his motion to limit the pay raises to one month.
Karla seconded 
Luis Coca Jr talked about the need for council to stick with its decision and also talked about how the County does a sliding scale for pay raises.

Motion failed 
Mike stated that he felt that the council should not have authorized July 5th as a paid day off and asked what the purpose of floating holidays was. Karla explained what a floating holiday and that it is typically used to cover a day like Friday. 
Mike asked for clarification on who gets the 4 hours paid off. 
Mike made a motion to pay the 4 hours of holiday pay for July 5th to all full-time employees
Second by Travis
Roll Hjelden-Nay, Walsh-Nay, Dalby-Aye, Thiesen-Aye Dickinson-Nay and Coca Nay. 
Motion failed 
Karla made a motion to pay our seasonal 2 hours holiday pay for July 5 and the regular full time employees 4 hours holiday pay for July 5th. 
Brent second 
Roll Hjelden-Aye, Walsh-Aye, Dalby-Aye, Thiesen-Nay Dickinson-Aya and Coca Aye. 
Motion passed 
Mike stated that he believed that the council needed to investigate the allegations that had originally put Jenny on probation in order to put the entire incident to rest. He stated that people in the community are talking about how council made up the allegations and he believes that an investigation needs to take place to clear the air. 
Karla brought up things that the city has had to deal with in the past and how BCI was brought in to investigate. 
Mike stated that he doesn’t care how the matter is investigated but stated that it needed to be done to “clear the air”.  Mike stated that if we find she did nothing wrong he will apologize. 
Brent expressed concern about bringing up an issue that he believed was already resolved. Karla expressed her desire for an investigation to take place to clear Jenny’s name. 
Chief Coca stated that his department will not do this investigation and that in order for an investigation by BCI or Ward County Sheriff’s Officer there has to be criminal charges being brought up. 
Mike makes a motion to see if any of the four allegations regarding Jenny has any merit. 
Kim Shaw recommended we contact NDLC and talk to Blake Crosby. 
Mike Changed his motion to follow Kim’s advice and call NDLC talk to Blake and continue through with what Blake Crosby says. 
Travis second 
Roll Hjelden-Aye, Walsh-Aye, Dalby-Aye, Thiesen-Aye Dickinson-Nay and Coca Aye. 
Motion passed 
Mike will start the investigation and report back to council
