Talk of City Administrator being a full Council and interviews being held on Wednesday, June 12th from 7-9pm.
Mayor called to go into Executive Session.
Rod made the motion to go into executive session, Mike seconded, All Aye 
Executive Session started at 6:10pm 
Mayor asked Public to leave the City Hall building so Council could meet with the City attorney to discuss Jenny Johns disciplinary actions regarding the “RECALL!!!” on Facebook, deleting of emails, office visitors, and destruction of email account.
Those who attended Executive session were Mayor Jason, Mike, Travis, Rod, Karla, Brent, Lindsay and Attorney Deb
Mike made a motion to end the Executive Session at 6:49pm, Rod seconded, Public was welcomed back into City Hall
Mayor Jason gave the reasons why Jenny was placed on administrative leave:
· Mayor read an incident report written by Jason Vaagen stating that Jenny called the City Council corrupt and illegal during a discussion with a resident
· Facebook post that stated “RECALL!!!”
· Jenny’s behavior at the last council meeting
· Office visitors staying for long periods of time and loitering (Personnel Policy 2.03, 2.05, 2.09 and 3.02 were cited)
· Jenny reached out to Shawn Gorthy asking how to delete her Deputy Auditor email account which is destruction of public records (Personnel Policy 4.2-1 was cited, which is deletion of records).
Mayor Jason opened the meeting for public comment with the following rules: 
· One minute per person
· One warning, then asked to leave 
· Be respectful 
33 people from the public including Jenny Johns, Councilwoman Karla, Councilman Rod, spoke on Jenny’s behalf on how she is a valuable employee.
Rod made a motion to put Jenny Johns on 90 days of probation and come back to work Tuesday morning, Brent second the motion, All Aye.
Park Board and City Council met to talk about RV dump 
Park Board stated that they do not have money and putting the RV dump next to the baseball field was the fastest and cheapest way to do it. Park Board stated that putting in more sewer line to move the RV dump next to the RV area would have cost about $30,000 and they do not have that kind of money. 
Discussed finding a new area for the RV dump – Jason Strand, Kelsey and Steve Quist all stated they would drive around and see if there is a better spot for the RV dump to move it next year or maybe sooner.
Mayor asked to put this on the agenda for next meeting.
