Budget Meeting & Regular Meeting
August 6, 2018
7:00 pm

Present: Mayor Strand.  Council Members:  Brent Dickinson, Rod Hjelden, Mike Thiesen, Lindsay Coca, Travis Dalby, and Karla Walsh.

Also present: City Administrator Vaagen, City Engineer Brent Erickson, Kim Shaw Planning and Zoning President, PW Director Hegney, Deputy Auditor Jennifer Johns, Chief Coca, Officer Casey Visocsky, Officer Connor Kircher, and Captain John Klug from the Minot Police Department was here representing the North Dakota Police Officer Association. 

Mayor Strand called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

REGULAR MEETING 
Captain John Klug from the Minot Police Department and the Northern Dakota Peace Officers Association Presented Officer Casey Visocsky with the Life Saver Award. 

City Administrator Vaagen presented Council with the additions to the agenda.

Mayor Strand called for an approval of the minutes from the July 2nd Regular meeting and July 23rd special meeting. Thiesen/Coca made a motion to approve the minutes. Roll Call: All-Aye

Mayor Strand called for a motion to approve the financial reports and other reports. Discussion ensued regarding the other reports. Hjelden/Dickinson made a motion to approve the financial and other reports including bills to be paid for $78,870.04 and Payroll for $46,833.08. Roll Call: All Aye.

Unfinished Business
Kim Shaw addressed the Council regarding the research that has been conducted regarding food trucks. Discussion ensued. She stated the gentleman that is looking doing the food truck two days a week. Discussion ensued regarding where the truck would be allowed. Council requested that it be included in the appropriate zoning area. 

City Administrator Vaagen updated Council regarding the BNSF permit for drainage work. Discussion ensued on how long it will take.  

City Administrator Vaagen discussed the preliminary budget with the Council.  

Discussion ensued regarding setting the date for the public meeting.  Council concurred to have this meeting September 20th at 7pm.

Mayor Strand discussed the NDLC Annual convention with Council. Discussion ensued.

Mayor Strand turned the floor over to Jennifer Johns to discuss the Mud Run.  Ms. Johns addressed Council regarding doing a 50/50 raffle to raise funds for the Police Department. Ms. Johns indicated that the Surrey Lions will be selling tickets, but additional volunteers are needed. Ms. Johns also addressed volunteers for parking for the Mud Run. 

Monthly Business
City Administrator Vaagen discussed allowing the Dakota Boys and Girls Ranch and Easter Seals to issue MIDA bonds under the City’s bonding authority. Discussion ensued.  Hjelden/Thiesen made a motion to approve the resolution to issue MIDA bonds for Easter Seals. Roll Call:  All Aye.

Walsh/Dickinson made a motion to approve the resolution to issue MIDA bonds for the Dakota Boys and Girls Ranch. Roll Call:  All Aye.
 
Discussion ensued regarding obstructions in the right of way. Council stated that decisions regarding how to enforce ordinances and what should be allowed in the right of way. Council concurred that posts need to come out of the right of way.

Kim Shaw discussed the open Planning and Zoning position. She indicated that Tammy Hein- Sack is interested in filling the vacancy on Planning and Zoning. Walsh/Coca made a motion to appoint Tammy Hein-Sack to Planning and Zoning. Roll Call: All Aye.

Kim Shaw sought Council directions regarding when to send items to the archives in Bismarck. Council concurred to hold minutes for 4 years and then send to the archives.

City Administrator Vaagen wanted to discuss the property that Silver Springs dedicated to the City for Park space with Council. Discussion ensued. Dickinson/Thiesen made a motion to send a letter with pictures requiring them to have the lots mowed by August 20th or the City will complete the mowing as per cost set by ordinance. Roll Call: All Aye. 

City Administrator Vaagen included a receipt from 4 Acres Welding for the donation of gates at the Mud Run/Tree Dump grounds. Council concurred to get a thank you card for them. Engineer’s Report

Public Works Department
PW Director Hegney addressed Council regarding the culvert in Joe Wald’s approach. Discussion ensued. Council concurred that no action will be taken as the City holds no responsibility for the culvert. 

PW Director Hegney addressed Council regarding departmental updates.

Engineer’s Report
Brent Erickson from AE2S discussed the Transportation Alternative Program. He disclosed that a task order will be presented next month. 

Brent also addressed the warranty inspection from KLM and asked the Council to be allowed to tell the contractor in November that the warranty period has completed with no issues.  Council concurred that this would be okay. 

Police Department
Chief Coca updated Council regarding departmental updates. He stated that Officer Kircher just completed the Firearm Instructor program. Chief Coca stated he and Officer Kircher will be attending the NDPOA conference in Minot. Chief Coca also stated the new squad car will be in production at the end of the month.

City Administrator
City Administrator Vaagen discussed using a different format to present information to Council to assist with decision making. Discussion ensued.

City Administrator discussed the importance of detailed reporting as it pertains to disaster funding. Discussion ensued.

City Administrator Vaagen discussed the Governor’s Workforce & Human Resource Conference with Council and requested to be able to attend. Discussion ensued. Council concurred to attend. 

City Administrator Vaagen discussed the ICS certification course he attended. 

Discussion ensued regarding having City Administrator Vaagen getting 3 or 4 options from Amanda Schooling to hold the ICS training for elected officials.
