Regular Meeting
September 4, 2018
7:00 pm

Present: Mayor Strand.  Council Members:  Brent Dickinson, Rod Hjelden, Mike Thiesen, Lindsay Coca, Travis Dalby, and Karla Walsh.

Also present: City Administrator Vaagen, City Engineer Brent Erickson, Kim Shaw Planning and Zoning President, PW Director Hegney and Chief Coca.

Mayor Strand called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Consent Agenda
Mayor Strand called for an approval of the minutes from the August 6th Regular meeting. Hjelden made a motion to approve the minutes. Dalby seconded. Roll Call: All-Aye

Mayor Strand called for a motion to approve the financial reports and other reports. Discussion ensued regarding the other reports. Dalby made a motion to approve the financial and other reports including bills to be paid for $48,654.52 and Payroll for $36,429.94. Roll Call: All-Aye.

Unfinished Business
Mayor Strand opened the meeting for comments regarding the Dakota Boys/Girls Ranch MIDA bonds.  Discussion ensued.  Mayor Strand closed the public meeting.  Walsh made a motion to approve the MIDA bonds.  Coca seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Mayor Strand opened the meeting for comments regarding the Easter Seals Goodwill bonds.  Discussion ensued regarding the Easter Seals Goodwill Bonds.  Mayor Strand closed the public meeting. Hjelden made a motion to approve the MIDA bonds for Easter Seals Goodwill.  Dickinson seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Mayor
Mayor Strand brought forth the Department Head schedules and the PW Department schedules.  Discussion ensued regarding the PW schedule for employees.  Discussion ensued regarding the change from 4-ten hour shifts to 4-nine hour shifts and a 4-hour shift.  Discussion ensued further.  Hjelden made a motion to set the Public Works schedule for four days at 9-hours and one day at 4-hours.  Discussion ensued further.  Dickinson seconded.  Roll Call:  Hjelden-Aye, Dickinson-aye, Dalby-nay, Thiesen-aye, Coca-aye, Walsh-aye.

Mayor Strand brought forth open pits for watering.  Mayor Strand stated that a resident dug a pit for watering his lawn.  Discussion ensued.  Council concurred to have a letter sent regarding the open pit that a picture was presented on.  Council concurred to have this filled in within 48-hours.

Monthly Business
Planning and Zoning President Shaw addressed Council to let them know there was a preliminary plat brought before P & Z to make them aware once a final is received it will come before Council.  Discussion ensued.

Shaw addressed Council regarding the Sasse variance request.  Discussion ensued.  Hjelden made a motion to approve the variance request.  Thiesen seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Dalby discussed the fence on the alley between 2nd and 3rd Avenue NE.  Discussion ensued.  Council instructed the City Administrator Vaagen to visit with Planning and Zoning, and the City Engineer and visit the alley issues and potential reclaiming of the alleys.

Shaw and Vaagen discussed potential changes to pet licensing with the Council.  Discussion ensued regarding this.  Walsh made a motion to offer pet licenses every 3-years to run concurrent with current rabies vaccinations.  Coca seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Administrator Vaagen sought input from Council regarding continuing Movie Nights.  Council concurred they want to continue this.  City Administrator Vaagen was instructed to send out a volunteer sign-up sheet.

Public Works Department
PW Director Hegney provided Council with departmental updates.  Hegney updated Council regarding the update that Titan has not given us a timeframe for excavation arrival.

PW Director Hegney addressed Council regarding the batwing mower and the repairs that are occurring and wanting to keep it going at least one more year.  

PW Director Hegney addressed Council regarding mowing of Silver Springs.  Council concurred to charge by the hour for mowing, but if it occurs again they will be charged per lot.

PW Director Hegney addressed Council regarding questions on the sweeper use.  Discussion ensued.
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Engineer’s Report
Brent Erickson from AE2S presented the task order for the 2019 Task Order project.  Discussion ensued.  Hjelden made a motion to approve Task Order 21.  Dickinson seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.



Police Department
Chief Coca updated Council regarding departmental updates. He stated the vehicle is scheduled for production September 7th.  Coca stated Visocsky will have A-ride training soon.  Coca has been putting in for grants.  He is getting occupant protection and driving under the influence enforcement grants. 

Chief Coca addressed the Council regarding “Project Stand-Up.”  Discussion ensued.  

Hjelden asked a question regarding a case that occurred in another jurisdiction being thrown out.  Discussion ensued.

Mayor Strand asked about when to sit down and visit regarding the Policy Manual for the PD.

City Administrator
City Administrator Vaagen addressed Council reminding them of the Public Meeting regarding the preliminary budget scheduled for September 20th at 7:00 pm.  Dalby indicated he will be absent.  

City Administrator Vaagen addressed the Council regarding the comprehensive plan and the need to review it and keep it updated.  Council concurred to begin reviewing this in November.  

City Administrator Vaagen addressed the Council regarding Economic Development and options the city has to attract businesses.  Council concurred to have a resolution prepared for next month.

City Administrator Vaagen presented Council with the County Joint Powers and Mutual Aid agreement for approval.  Discussion ensued.  Dalby made a motion to approve the agreement.  Coca seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

City Administrator Vaagen discussed Council packets and information presented for meeting.  Council concurred that the revised reports are adequate.  

City Administrator Vaagen brought forth the paperwork received regarding Silver Springs RV Parking.  Discussion ensued regarding what was received.  Council concurred to request a meeting to discuss the proposed RV parking including the fact that the proposed site is not zoned Commercial.  

Coca made a motion to adjourn at 9:30 pm.  Dickinson seconded.
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
