Present: Mike Thiesen, Rod Hjelden, Mayor Jason Strand, Travis Dalby, Brent Dickinson, Lindsay Coca, and Karla Walsh.

Also present: City Administrator Vaagen, City Engineer Brent Erickson, Public Works Employee AJ Waller, and Public Works Employee Bob Olson.

Mayor Strand called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Consent Agenda
Mayor Strand called for a motion to approve the minutes from May 6th regular meeting, May 8th Staffing Committee, May 16th Hiring Committee, May 17th Special Meeting, May 22 Staffing Committee. Mayor Strand asked for a motion to approve the minutes. Walsh/Hjelden made a motion to approve the minutes. Discussion ensued. Roll: Walsh-aye, Hjelden-aye, Dickinson-nay, Dalby-aye, Coca-aye, Thiesen-aye.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Strand called for a motion to approve the Financial Reports and other reports. City Administrator Vaagen stated the revised bills are $45,330.11. Hjelden/Thiesen made a motion to approve the financial reports. Roll: All Aye. 

New Business
Residents would like Council to reconsider the ban on fireworks. This was moved to Ms. Engg’s addressing of the Council.

Unfinished Business
The Staffing Implementation Plan Committee presented  their detailed recommendations for restructuring. Discussion ensued regarding the detailed recommendations. Councilwoman Coca discussed the recommendations from the committee. Coca stated the office staff and Public Works would start with the City Administrator in the chain of command, then Personnel Commissioner, and then City Council. The Police department would have a different chain. That included the Chief of Police, City Administrator, Police Commissioner, and Council. Then the commissioners would rotate on a 2-year basis. The Chain of Command would have the Council act as a whole. Coca laid out the committee recommendations regarding the restructuring.
Discussion ensued regarding the recommendation with members of the public regarding what is going on with the restructuring. Laura Volk was asking the Council to consider not having Jenny to reapply for the position. Discussion ensued further regarding the proposal. Elaine Christianson asked questions on how it is listed currently in the City ordinance. Discussion ensued regarding Mrs. Christianson’s questions. Discussion ensued further regarding the proposal. 

Dickinson made a motion to have Ms. Johns start as City Auditor June 10th after City Administrator Vaagen leaves. Hjelden seconded the motion. Discussion ensued. Hjelden withdrew his second.   

Dickinson rescinded his motion asking that it be considered an internal applicant process provided the City Attorney says it is okay to do.

Walsh discussed the presented Chain of Command and adding the Deputy Auditor position to the recommendation on the same line as the City Auditor, City Clerk, PW Employees. Discussion ensued.  Dalby/Thiesen made a motion to approve the Chain of Command recommendation. Roll: All Aye.

Monthly Business
Discussion ensued regarding the renewal of the liquor licenses for both the Big Dog Saloon and Devils Fire and Brew LLC.  Walsh/Dickinson made a motion to approve the liquor license for the Big Dog Saloon. Roll: All Aye.  Thiesen/Hjelden made a motion to approve the liquor license for the Devils Fire and Brew LLC. Roll: All Aye.

Discussion ensued regarding the gaming applications for the American Legion Post 91.
Hjelden/Dalby made a motion to approve the gaming applications for the American Legion Post 91. All Aye.
 
Discussion ensued regarding the transitional period for the City office. Karla Harmel from AE2S Nexxus addressed the City Council regarding her experience and assistance she can offer. Walsh made a motion to open up a monthly budget of $6,500 to assist in the City office. Dalby seconded. Discussion ensued further. Roll: Walsh-aye, Dalby-aye, Dickinson-nay, Coca-nay, Hjelden-aye, Thiesen-aye.

Discussion ensued regarding the RV dump station that the park is putting in. Travis Dalby addressed the Council regarding the RV dump station that was installed across from his home. Discussion ensued regarding this.  Council concurred to have a special meeting with the Park Board regarding this. 
 
Engineer’s Report
Brent Erickson from AE2S has asked that he be designated a new point of contact.  Walsh was designated as point of contact. Brent also provided Council an update regarding the Transportation Alternative Project. He stated that the final environmental study was completed and submitted.   

Public Works Department
City Administrator Vaagen introduced AJ Waller to the City Council. Discussion ensued regarding what is going on in Public Works. 

Discussion ensued regarding having assistance for on call time for the Public Works. 

City Administrator Vaagen brought up additional compensation for Bob Olson for assistance training AJ in the Public Works.

Police Department
Chief Coca addressed Council regarding a JAG grant application. He also stated he has worked on the department preliminary budget. 

Chief Coca also addressed a potential change to the departmental policy revision.
