Regular Meeting
January 7, 2019
7:00 pm
Present: Mayor Strand. Council Members: Rod Hjelden, Brent Dickinson, Mike Thiesen, Karla Walsh, Lindsay Coca, and Travis Dalby.  Also present: Deputy Auditor Johns, Public Works Director Hegney, Chief Coca and City Clerk Shaw. 

Mayor Strand called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Consent Agenda
Mayor Strand called for an approval of the minutes from the December 3 Regular meeting. Dalby made a motion for approval. Dickinson seconded.  Roll Call: All-Aye.

Mayor Strand called for an approval of the financial reports and other reports. Hjelden made a motion to approve the financial and other reports including bills to be paid for $67,640.77 and payroll for $44,193.16.  Coca seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Chief Coca’s Ordinance recommendation regarding dealing with movement control orders needs a second read.  Discussion ensued.  Hjelden made a motion to approve the second reading of the new ordinance.  Thiesen seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Monthly Business
Pam Axtman addressed Council regarding potential water service on the East side of Surrey. Ms. Axtman asked about the outlot being approved by the City Council or Planning and Zoning.  Shaw stated that it would have to go to Planning and Zoning first.  Discussion ensued.  PWD Hegney stated that NPRW will need to be contacted to determine service.
