
 Surrey City Council
Regular Meeting
February 4, 2019
7:00 pm
Present: Council President Walsh. Council Members: Brent Dickinson, Mike Thiesen, Lindsay Coca, and Travis Dalby.  Also present: Deputy Auditor Johns, Public Works Director Hegney, Chief Coca III and City Engineer Erickson. 

Walsh called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Consent Agenda
Walsh called for an approval of the minutes from the January 7 Regular meeting, and the January 10, 17, 24, 31 Special meetings.  Discussion ensued.  Thiesen made a motion for approval of the minutes with amendments to page 3 and page 8. Dalby seconded. Roll Call: All-Aye.

Walsh called for an approval of the financial reports and other reports. Thiesen made a motion to approve the financial and other reports including bills to be paid for $71,672.67 and payroll for $48,343.53.  Dickinson seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

New Business/Public Hearing
Walsh called the Public Hearing to order at 7:17 pm, regarding the request for a septic system variance by Pam Axtman.  Walsh asked for any comments/concerns.  Hearing no disputes, Walsh closed the public hearing at 7:18 pm.  Kimberly Shaw discussed the variance.  Engineer Erickson made his recommendation.  Dickinson made a motion to grant a variance to allow the Outlot to use a private septic drain field for sanitary sewer, with two conditions of approval:  1.  No additional subdivision of the outlot would be allowed without connection to the City sanitary sewer, and 2.  When the drain field fails, if City sanitary service is available in the South ½ section 17, R81, T155 that the structure on Outlot 6 be connected to the City system instead of allowing a replacement drain field.  Dalby seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Monthly Business
DA Johns discussed the two open positions on Planning & Zoning.  Discussion ensued.  Johns was instructed to put the vacancy notice on Facebook to see if there was any interest.  

Chief Coca III discussed the contingency plan.  DA Johns discussed the contingency plan.  Wages were discussed.  Dalby made a motion to approve a $5/hour “temporary increase” effective from Shaw’s last day, that will be revisited next month.  Thiesen seconded.  Discussion ensued.  Dalby amended his motion to $7/hour “temporary increase” effective from Shaw’s last day, that will be revisited next month.  Thiesen seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

City Engineer
Erickson from AE2S was here to discuss the “Safe Routes to School” project.  He asked for approval to contract with SWCA for the wetland delineations for the project review.  Thiesen made a motion to contract with SWCA Environmental Consultants for the wetland delineations project review.  Coca seconded.  Discussion ensued.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.  

Public Works Department
Public Works Director Hegney addressed council regarding PW updates.  

Walsh publicly thanked Hegney for the efficient and great snow clean-up job that was done after the last storm.  Thiesen agreed.  

Hegney discussed the State Wastewater Convention that he will be attending from February 12-14.  

Discussion ensued on the Public Works Employee.

Mayor
Walsh discussed the City Administrator position.  Dickinson discussed the current City Administrator position, and what he would like to see changed. Walsh discussed needing to get an overall picture of the city and then decide what can be done to make things run more effectively.  Walsh suggested forming a committee to re-look at the way the city is set up.  Thiesen, Coca, Dalby and Dickinson all volunteered.  Walsh stated she will talk to the Mayor and he will appoint the committee members.  

Police Department
Police Chief Coca addressed the Council regarding updates with the department.

City Administrator

Other Business

Corina Koble presented her plat and discussed the decision that was made at a prior council meeting.  Discussion ensued. Dalby asked to table the issue until the city attorney could be involved.

Dalby asked about payment to Council members for special meetings.

Coca discussed Shaw’s exit interview, and that she will be bringing up items at the next full Council meeting that need to be addressed.
