
 Surrey City Council
Regular Meeting
March 4, 2019
7:00 pm
Present: Mayor: Jason Strand. Council Members: Brent Dickinson, Mike Thiesen, Rod Hjelden, Karla Walsh and Travis Dalby.  (Lindsay Coca came at 7:35pm).  Also present: Deputy Auditor Johns, Public Works Director Hegney and Chief Coca III.

Strand called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Consent Agenda
Strand called for an approval of the minutes from the February 4 Regular meeting.  Discussion ensued.  Thiesen would like to change “raise” to “temporary increase” regarding Johns pay increase (on Page 1).  Hjelden made a motion for approval of the minutes with amendments to page 1. Dalby seconded. Roll Call: All-Aye.

Strand called for an approval of the financial reports and other reports. Walsh made a motion to approve the financial and other reports including bills to be paid for $42,591.23 and payroll for $42,756.43.  Dickinson seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

New Business
Lori Lashman was here to discuss the All-School Reunion she is planning this summer for July 5-7, 2019.  Discussion ensued.  Chief Coca had a few questions/concerns and requested contact information from Mrs. Lashman to stay informed of the event.

Unfinished Business
Discussion ensued regarding the contingency plan/wages.  Dalby made a motion to remove any incentives that were put into place while Vaagen was gone; including:  Johns wages and Vaagen’s freedom to run negative on vacation time.  Thiesen seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Monthly Business
Discussion ensued regarding the Emergency Operations Plan which will need to be approved or denied by Council.  Walsh made a motion to approve the Emergency Operations Plan.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Discussion ensued regarding the Public Works on-call time.  Dickinson stated he would like to see it raised. Hjelden mentioned it should wait until budget time.  Strand will check around with other cities our size to see what they do.
Discussion ensued regarding the 2 vacancies on Planning & Zoning and their inability to meet quorum and vote on important issues.  Thiesen made a motion to appoint Kelli Engg to Planning & Zoning.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Discussion ensued regarding a possible relocation of homes to Surrey from Minot.  Wetland delineation for one of the properties was discussed.

Lindsay Coca entered the meeting at 7:35pm.

Discussion ensued regarding Outlot 6 and the approval or denial of the preliminary plat.  Hjelden made a motion to approve the preliminary plat for Outlot 6.  Dalby seconded.  Discussion ensued.  Chad Atterton discussed the Comprehensive Plan requirements.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Councilwoman Coca presented the findings from Shaw’s “Exit Interview.”

Police Chief Coca addressed the Council regarding updates with the department.  

Discussion ensued regarding Coca’s bonus wages from the contingency plan.  

City Administrator
Discussion ensued regarding the End of Year Report.  Walsh made a motion to approve the end of year report as presented.  Dickinson seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Discussion ensued regarding the Tax Equalization meeting scheduled for April 8th.  Walsh would like a reminder email sent to Council members.  

Discussion ensued regarding Vaagen’s next trip to Mayo.  

Discussion ensued regarding the Highway Bridge Project.  Jim Redding told Vaagen that the bridge project is scheduled for bid opening on the 8th of March, so unless something drastically changes, we need to plan on traffic being altered on the highway this summer.
