Mayor Strand asked if there were any additions or corrections.

REGULAR MEETING 
Mayor Strand asked for a motion to approve the minutes from the December 4 Regular Meeting and the December 7 and 20 Special Meetings. Hjelden made a motion to approve the minutes. Coca seconded. Roll Call: All Aye.

Mayor Strand asked for a motion to approve the financial reports and other reports. Dalby made motion to approve the financial and other reports including bills to be paid for $78,026.24 and Payroll for $71,179.82. Walsh seconded.  Roll Call: All-Aye.

Gerald Koble explained they would prefer the property to be zoned as M-1 and would be agreeable to “Special Use Permitting.”  Corina Koble stated that Mr. Domres had been in contact with Earth Recycling and Oilfield companies.  Mike Aschenbrenner stated he does not believe he will be able to sell his property if this property goes to Heavy Industrial.  Jack Sundsbak stated he does not believe the property should be turned into Heavy Industrial due to concerns for neighborhood safety.  Discussion ensued further.  Mayor Strand asked if someone would like to make a motion.  Discussion ensued further.  Walsh a motion to rezone Surrey Flats, lots 2, 3 and 4, to M-1.  Hein-Sack seconded.  Roll Call:  Walsh-Aye; Hein-Sack-Aye; Johnson-Aye; Hjelden-Aye; Coca-Nay; Dalby-Nay.  Discussion continued further regarding this.

Discussion ensued regarding the designation of the official Depository.  Hein-Sack made a motion to keep Bremer Bank as the City’s Official Depository.
