
Surrey City Council
Regular Meeting
November 5, 2018
7:00 pm
Present: Mayor Strand. Council Members: Rod Hjelden, Brent Dickinson, Mike Thiesen, Karla Walsh, Lindsay Coca, and Travis Dalby.

Also present: City Administrator Vaagen, City Engineer Erickson, City Attorney Hoffarth, Chief Coca, and PW Director Hegney. Kim Shaw from Planning and Zoning was in attendance as well.

Mayor Strand called the meeting to order at 7:00pm

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Consent Agenda
Mayor Strand called for an approval of the minutes from the October 1 Regular meeting, and the October 15 Special meeting minutes. Coca made a motion for approval. Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call: All-Aye.

Mayor Strand called for an approval of the financial reports and other reports. Walsh made a motion to approve the financial and other reports including bills to be paid for $56,856.38 and payroll for $48,607.17.  Thiesen seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Monthly Business
Todd Haman from Gene-O’s Septic Service addressed the Council regarding the possibility of dumping at the lagoon periodically when the land gets saturated and inaccessible.  Discussion ensued regarding this. PWD Hegney stated he would look into the city permit to see what is allowed with Council’s consent. 

Kim Shaw from Planning & Zoning presented the final plat for the Koble replat.  Discussion ensued.  Dalby made a motion to request the additional ‘right-of-way’ as suggested by Surrey’s City Engineer.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Shaw also discussed with Council a vehicle that a resident would like to bring in.  Discussion ensued regarding this.  Hjelden made a motion to deny allowing this being brought in.  Dalby seconded.  Roll Call: All-Aye.

Shaw also addressed Council regarding Rose Week and the proceeds going to the Adopt a Family baskets.

City Engineer
Brent Erickson addressed the Council regarding the TAP grant and the preliminary survey work.  Discussion ensued regarding which side of the street to put the sidewalk; regarding 5th Street SW and Pleasant Avenue South.  

Public Works Department
PWD Hegney addressed the Council updating them on the loader.  The loader was repaired for just over the estimated quote.  Hegney indicated that there is some seepage on a cylinder.  Hegney also updated the Council on the drainage project work in the SW.  Hegney also stated that the old lift station in the SW has been decommissioned.

Mayor
Mayor Strand discussed preserving order during the meeting.  Mayor Strand stated that if things get out of control at meetings, people will be removed by an officer if they do not heed the Mayor’s warning.

Police Department
Police Chief Coca provided Council an update regarding the new squad car and the new equipment needing to be installed and the squad going into service within the next week.  

Chief Coca stated that there was a forfeiture of $1,600 that was seized during a case. 

Chief Coca also updated Council regarding the JAG grant that the de3partment is going to receive.  

Chief Coca read a letter received from Central Dispatch regarding Connor Kircher’s radio traffic during a pursuit of a stolen vehicle.  Chief Coca presented Officer Kircher a Letter of Commendation.

Chief Coca presented the Alarm Ordinance for a first reading of the ordinance to the Council.  Walsh made a motion to pass the first reading of the ordinance for alarm systems as written.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

City Administrator
City Administrator Vaagen presented the Council a memo regarding the Chain of Command.   Discussion ensued regarding this.  

Vaagen presented Council with issues that are occurring with the current time clock system and an alternative to correct the issues.  Dalby made a motion to purchase the TimeClock Plus software.  Thiesen seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Mayor Strand read the Century Code statute allowing an Executive Session.  Mayor Strand stated the next item on the agenda is Attorney Consultation.  This item must be discussed in executive session. The authority of closing this portion of the meeting is North Dakota Century Code section(s) 44-04-19.1 Subsections 5 & 9. The topic of the executive session is Attorney Consultation.  Mayor Strand asked for a motion to go into Executive Session.  

Thiesen made a motion to go into Executive Session.  Coca seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Executive Session began at 8:55 pm.  Executive Session was attended by:  Mayor Strand; Council persons:  Coca, Thiesen, Walsh, Hjelden, Dickinson and Dalby; City Attorney Hoffarth; Chief Coca; and City Administrator Vaagen.  Discussion ensued with the City Attorney.  Dickinson made a motion to adjourn the Executive Session at 9:57 pm.  Coca seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Dickinson made a motion to terminate Mr. Kastner.  Walsh seconded.  Discussion ensued further.  Roll Call:  Dickinson-aye; Walsh-aye; Dalby-nay; Hjelden-nay; Coca-nay; Thiesen-aye; Strand-Aye.  Motion carried.

City Administrator Vaagen presented a memo (recommendation) regarding the Public Works Department’s hours.  Dalby made a motion to table the issue until March.  Thiesen seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Coca made a motion to adjourn at 10:27 pm.
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
