Monday, November 6, 2017

Present: Mayor Strand, Rod Hjelden, Tammy Hein-Sack, Terry Johnson and Karla Walsh.  Also Present:  City Administrator: Jason Vaagen; Chief of Police: Kevin Howe; Public Works Director: Keith Hegney; City Engineer:  Brent Erickson.

Mayor Strand discussed the Chain of Command that is an exhibit in the Personnel Policy.  Discussion ensued.
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Monthly Business
City Administrator Vaagen discussed the City’s Christmas Party with Council.  Discussion ensued regarding how to handle it.  Walsh made a motion to have Rosie cater the Christmas Party at $700. Johnson seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.  Walsh and Hein-Sack volunteered to set-up.

Discussion ensued regarding the excessive dust and dirt in the City office.  Council asked City Administrator Vaagen to look into the furnace and air conditioning system with pressurization.
