Regular Meeting
Monday, December 4, 2017

Present: Mayor Strand; Council Members:  Rod Hjelden, Tammy Hein-Sack, Terry Johnson, Travis Dalby and Karla Walsh.  Also, Present:  City Administrator: Jason Vaagen; Police Sergeant: Luis Coca; Public Works Director: Keith Hegney; City Engineer:  Brent Erickson.

Mayor Strand called meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Strand asked if there were any additions or corrections.

REGULAR MEETING 
Mayor Strand called for a motion to approve the minutes from the November 6 Regular Meeting and the November 14 Special Meeting. Hjelden made a motion to approve the minutes. Dalby seconded. Roll Call: All Aye.

Mayor Strand asked for a motion to approve the financial reports and other reports. Hein-Sack made motion to approve the financial and other reports including bills to be paid for $54,641.42 and Payroll for $49,464.16. Walsh seconded.  Roll Call: All-Aye.

Additions
Discussion ensued regarding the liquor license renewal for the Big Dog Saloon.  Walsh made a motion to approve the liquor license renewal.  Johnson seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Unfinished Business
Discussion ensued regarding the heating and air options for the offices.  Walsh made a motion to approve the installation of the forced air heating and cooling system, up to $10,000, awarding the bid to Forced Air Heating and Cooling.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Discussion ensued regarding the employee performance appraisal.  Performance appraisals will be completed by January 31.  Johnson made a motion to approve the revised performance appraisal pending minor revisions.  Hein-Sack seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

Discussion ensued regarding the Debris Management Plan that Ward County has prepared.  Johnson made a motion to approve the Debris Management Plan.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

City Administrator Vaagen discussed a service-line warranty program, which he learned about through a Webinar.  Discussion ensued.

Public Works Department
Public Works Director Hegney provided Council with updates in the Public Works Department.  

Discussion ensued regarding Christmas Wreaths and how to get them to last.  Hein-Sack will do research on wreaths.  Walsh made a motion to approve spending up to $600 for higher quality wreaths.  Johnson seconded.  Roll Call:  Walsh-Aye; Johnson-Aye; Hjelden-Aye; Hein-Sack-Aye; Dalby-Nay.

Engineer’s Report
AE2S Engineer, Brent Erickson, addressed Council regarding an update on the water system, and issues with the incoming water quality.  Erickson stated that the chlorine residuals may continue to decline based on the testing that has been done unless something changes.  Discussion ensued regarding how to fix the issue or if a special meeting is needed.  It was decided to have a special meeting on December 7, at 6:30 pm.

Police Department
Sergeant Coca provided the Council with updates to the Police Department.  

Deputy Westerman came out to the Council meeting to address what kind of needs the community may need the Sheriff’s Office to provide.

City Administrator
