Regular Meeting
Monday, February 5, 2018
7:00 PM

Present: Mayor Strand; Council Members:  Rod Hjelden, Travis Dalby, Tammy Hein-Sack, Terry Johnson, Lindsay Coca and Karla Walsh.  Also Present:  City Administrator: Jason Vaagen; Chief of Police: Luis Coca.

Mayor Strand called meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Strand asked if there were any additions or corrections.

Consent Agenda
Mayor Strand asked for a motion to approve the minutes from the January 2 Regular Meeting. Walsh made a motion to approve the minutes. Hein-Sack seconded. Roll Call: All Aye.

Mayor Strand asked for a motion to approve the financial reports and other reports. Hjelden made motion to approve the financial and other reports including bills to be paid for $40,401.93 and Payroll for $48,664.18. Johnson seconded.  Roll Call: All-Aye.

Unfinished Business
Discussion ensued regarding the 2nd reading of the Zone change for Lots 2, 3 & 4 of Surrey Flats Addition.  Johnson made a motion to approve the 2nd reading to M-1.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  Johnson-aye; Hjelden-aye; Walsh-aye; Coca-nay; Dalby-abstained as he entered the meeting during the vote.

Monthly Business
Pam Davis addressed the Council regarding her application for a liquor license for the 501 Bar.  Dalby made a motion to approve the liquor license application.  Coca seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

City Administrator Vaagen discussed the existing TIF District with the Council at the request of Mr. Undjhem.  Darcy and Josh Myers addressed some of the details with the TIF.  Discussion ensued.  Walsh suggested to table it until the next meeting.

City Administrator Vaagen presented the Drug and Alcohol Policy revisions that himself and the City Attorney constructed.  Discussion ensued.  Walsh made a motion to approve the Policy; with an amendment to 1, 2, 3 & 4 changing from “may not” to “shall not.”  Dalby seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

City Administrator Vaagen discussed a recommendation from the County 911 Coordinator regarding some of the street signage in town.  Discussion ensued.  Chief Coca stated he will talk to dispatch on this matter.

Public Works Department
City Administrator Vaagen provided Council with updates regarding Public Works.  Discussion ensued.

Police Department
Chief of Police Coca discussed sending Officer Kircher to attend Taser Instructor training.  Discussion ensued.

Chief of Police Coca discussed the Police Department Policy Manual with the Council.

Deputy Travis Garrison addressed the Council regarding updates with the County and asked if the Council had any questions for him.  Discussion ensued regarding updates to the jail.

City Administrator
City Administrator Vaagen presented the year-end financial report to the Council for their approval.  Walsh made a motion to approve the financial report.  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

City Administrator Vaagen stated the performance appraisals are nearing completion and will be available in the City Office if Council would like to review them.  Discussion ensued.

City Administrator Vaagen discussed offering a 457-Deferred Compensation plan for employee participation.  Hein-Sack made a motion to approve Administrator Vaagen working with an approved NDPERS 457 provider.  Hjelden seconded. Roll Call:  All-Aye.

City Administrator Vaagen stated he has some Christmas lighting catalogs for Council to pass around.  Discussion ensued.

City Administrator Vaagen presented Council with information regarding Dental and Vision Insurance that he acquired from the City’s Health Insurance Provider.  Discussion ensued.  Hjelden made a motion to offer the vision and dental at the contributions presented.  Walsh seconded.  Roll Call:  All-aye.  

Coca made a motion to adjourn at 8:25 pm.  Johnson seconded.
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
